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802 Electronic Media Production Agreement (Proposed changes as of March 17, 2013)

1) IEEE 802 is authorized to make electronic media copies once each calendar year using *.pdf images of of the following:
a. all current IEEE 802 standards approved and published up to September 30 of the current calendar year
b. IEEE802 standards that have been superceded, and
c. IEEE802 standards that have been withdrawn,

2) The electronic media license will limit use to a single user, non-transferable, access.

3) IEEE 802 may distribute the electronic media to  full-fee registered IEEE 802 participants.  No person shall receive more than one copy of each electronic media edition regardless of attendance or participation.
4) 

5) Administrative and production details will be handled within the IEEE 802 Electronic Licensing Agreement.  The IEEE 802 Electronic Licensing agreement is to be updated by the IEEE 802 Recording Secretary and reviewed by IEEE-SA Licensing annually.

8) The 802 Electronic Media Production Agreement  will be reviewed by both parties on an as needed basis to ensure its appropriateness and to make any adjustments in the product development process and business arrangements that might be necessary.
