1.0 Introduction 


Clause 1.0 through 1.5 shall not be modified except as follows: Where appropriate, replace 
shaded italics with the name of the Standards Committee. If the name of the Standards 
Committee is inserted only in the title (above) and at Clause 1.5, add the additional 
sentence shown in brackets, and replace [Standards Committee Name] in the remainder of 
the document with "the Standards Committee" or appropriate related form. 


1.1 Role of Standards Development and these Procedures 


This clause shall not be modified. 


In today’s technological environment, standards play a critical role in product development and 
market competitiveness. In the IEEE, the responsibility for how a standard originates and 
evolves is managed by a Standards Committee. It is essential in the management of a standard’s 
development to avoid any actions by the Standards Committee or the participants that result in a 
violation of procedures. These procedures establish the necessary framework for a sound 
standardization process. 


1.2 Conduct 


This clause shall not be modified. 


Meeting attendees and participants in standards activities shall demonstrate respect and courtesy 
toward each other and shall allow each participant a fair and equal opportunity to contribute to 
the meeting discussion. While participating in IEEE standards development activities, all 
participants, including but not limited to, individuals, entity representatives, entity members, 
entities participating directly in the entity process, and entities participating indirectly in the 
individual process shall act in accordance with all applicable laws (nation-based and 
international), the IEEE Code of Conduct, the IEEE Code of Ethics, and with IEEE-SA 
Standards Board Bylaws (see IEEE-SA Standards Board Bylaws Clause 5.2.1 on “Participation 
in IEEE standards development”) and IEEE-SA Standards Board Operations Manual. 


1.3 Modification to these Procedures 


This clause shall not be modified.  


The official policies of this Standards Committee are those that have been accepted by the IEEE-
SA Standards Board based on the recommendation of the Audit Committee (AudCom), and are

Any changes that the Standards Committee desires to make to the 
procedures shall not be valid until revised policies have been recommended for acceptance by 
AudCom and accepted by the IEEE-SA Standards Board. 


None of the rules or requirements in these policies and procedures may be suspended. 


1.4 Hierarchy 


This clause shall not be modified. 


Participants engaged in the development of standards shall comply with applicable federal, state, 
and international laws. In addition, for standards matters, the latest versions of several documents 
take precedence over this document, in the following order: 


New York State Not-for-Profit Corporation Law 
IEEE Certificate of Incorporation 
IEEE Constitution 
IEEE Bylaws 
IEEE Policies 
IEEE Board of Directors Resolutions 
IEEE Standards Association (IEEE-SA) Operations Manual 
IEEE-SA Board of Governors Resolutions 
IEEE-SA Standards Board Bylaws 
IEEE-SA Standards Board Operations Manual 
IEEE-SA Standards Board Resolutions  


Robert's Rules of Order Newly Revised (RONR) is the recommended guide on questions of 
parliamentary procedure not addressed in these procedures. 


1.5 Fundamental Principles of Standards Development 


This clause shall not be modified except to identify this Standards Committee. 


These Policies and Procedures outline the orderly transaction of standards activities of IEEE 802 
LMSC., hereinafter referred to as “the Standards Committee”. For the development of standards, 
openness and due process shall be applied, which means that any person with a direct and 
material interest who meets the requirements of these Policies and Procedures has a right to 
participate by: 


a) Expressing a position and its basis, 


b) Having that position considered, and

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c) Appealing if adversely affected. 


Due process allows for equity and fair play. In addition, due process requires openness and 
balance (i.e., the standards development process should strive to have a balance of interests and 
not to be dominated by any single interest category). However, for the IEEE Standards 
Association ballot, there shall be a balance of interests without dominance by any single interest 
category. 


1.6 Definitions 


This clause shall not be modified except to include additional definitions. 


Written communication includes but is not limited to meeting minutes, letter, email, and fax. 


Standards Committees of IEEE standards projects are committees that are responsible for the 
development and coordination of the standards project and the maintenance of the standard after 
approval of the standard by the IEEE-SA Standards Board. (see IEEE-SA Standards Board 
Bylaws Clause 5.2.2 on “Standards Committees”). 


Responsible Subcommittee is an optional subgroup of the Standards Committee with delegated 
responsibility for approving the submission of PARs and Standards Association ballots. 
Responsible Subcommittees assist the Standards Committee in the control and management of a 
large scope of work involving multiple working groups. A PAR study group or a working group 
(WG) is not a Responsible Subcommittee.  


Administrative subgroup (e.g., AdCom or ExecCom) is an optional subgroup of the Standards 
Committee responsible for specified activities and decisions. An Executive Committee can 
include all the voting members of the Standards Committee. 


A participant is an individual involved in the standards development process (see IEEE-SA 
Standards Board Bylaws Clause 5.2.1 on “Participation in IEEE standards development”). 


NOTE: Participants can be members or non-members of IEEE, IEEE-SA, or the Standards 
Committee. 


A non-member is a participant who has not satisfied the criteria for membership defined in 
Clause 4.  


A member is a participant who has satisfied the criteria for membership defined in Clause 4. A 
member is eligible to be listed on the Standards Committee roster. 


A non-voting member is a member who has not satisfied the criteria for voting membership 
defined in Clause 4.3.

A voting member is a member who has satisfied the criteria for voting membership defined in 
Clause 4.3. A voting member can participate in Standards Committee motions and any ballots of 
the Standards Committee. 


1.7 IEEE Standards Committee Scope 


This clause shall include the Standards Committee's approved scope. 


The scope of the Standards Committee is to develop and maintain networking standards, 
recommended practices and guides for local, metropolitan, and other area networks, using an 
open and accredited process, and to advocate them on a global basis.  Its technical scope is 
intended to be flexible and is ultimately determined by the sum of its approved PARs. 


1.8 Organization of the Standards Committee 


This clause shall not be modified. 


The Standards Committee shall consist of officers (see Clause 3) and other members. 


2.0 Responsibilities of the Standards Committee 


This clause shall not be modified except to include additional responsibilities. 


The Standards Committee shall be responsible for at least the following: 


a) Developing proposed IEEE standards and ensuring that they are within the scope of the 
Standards Committee. 


b) Initiating and overseeing ballots of proposed IEEE standards within its scope, including:  
1) Approving Project Authorization Requests (PARs) from a subgroup or the Standards 


Committee. 
2) Submitting a proposed PAR to the IEEE-SA Standards Board for consideration. 


Following approval of the PAR, the Standards Committee shall submit necessary 
requests for extension, modification, or withdrawal of the PAR as required by the 
IEEE-SA Standards Board Operations Manual. 


3) Submitting draft standards from a subgroup or the Standards Committee to the IEEE-
SA for Standards Association ballot. 


c) Maintaining the standards developed by the Standards Committee. 
d) Acting on other matters requiring Standards Committee effort as provided in these 


procedures. 
e) Cooperating with other appropriate standards development organizations. 
f) Protecting against actions taken in the name of the Standards Committee without proper 


Standards Committee authorization. 
g) Limiting distribution of the membership roster to appropriate parties.  
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h) Communicating with the IEEE-SA Standards Board on specific Standards Committee 
activities as needed. 


i) Handling appeals as described in Clause 9. 
j) Access and use IEEE’s data, including personal data, from IEEE systems for the purposes 


intended, including to support the technical development work on the standard, and only 
in compliance with IEEE or IEEE-SA Privacy and data privacy policies. 


2.1 Sponsorship  


This clause may be modified. Replace shaded text with the name of the Standards 
Committee or “Standards Committee/the Standards Committee”. 


The Standards Committee is responsible for the development and coordination of standards 
project(s) including their maintenance after their approval as standard(s) by the IEEE-SA 
Standards Board. Specifically, the Standards Committee is responsible for those IEEE-SA 
Standards Board approved project(s) for which the Standards Committee has been identified or 
assigned as either the sole Standards Committee or the primary Standards Committee. The 
development and maintenance of standards shall be accomplished as defined within the clauses 
of these Policies and Procedures. 


3.0 Officers 


This clause shall not be modified except to add additional officers.  


There shall be a Standards Committee Chair, a First Vice-Chair, a Second Vice-Chair, a 
Treasurer, a Recording Secretary and an Executive Secretary. A person may simultaneously hold 
the positions of Treasurer and another office, other than Standards Committee Chair.  


The officers (and any person designated to manage the Standards Association ballot) shall be 
members of any grade of the IEEE, or IEEE Society affiliates, and also members of the IEEE-SA 
(see IEEE-SA Standards Board Bylaws Clause 5.2.1 on “Participation in IEEE standards 
development”). The officers shall organize the Standards Committee, oversee the Standards 
Committee’s compliance with these Policies and Procedures, and submit proposed documents 
approved by the Standards Committee (with supporting documentation) for appropriate review 
and approval by the IEEE-SA Standards Board. Officers shall read the relevant training material 
available through IEEE Standards Development Online.1

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3.1 Election or Appointment of Officers 


This clause may be modified. (Three cases are provided; either choose one of these cases – 
Case 1, Case 2, or Case 3 – or create a similar process for this clause and delete the other 
options.) Case 1 is often used by Standards Committees who appoint the officers and have 
established progression of officer positions, e.g., from Secretary to Vice-Chair to Chair. 
Case 2 is intended for Standards Committees who appoint the Chair but elect other 
officers. Case 3 is for Standards Committees in which all officers are elected. If Case 1 is 
selected, change title to “Appointment of Officers”. If case 3 is selected, change title to 
“Election of Officers”. 


All appointed and elected positions become effective at the end of the plenary session where the 
appointment/election occurs.  A plenary session is as defined in Plenary Sessions subclause of 
the IEEE 802 LAN/MAN Standards Committee Operations Manual.  Prior to the end of that 
plenary session, persons that have been appointed/elected during the session are considered 
‘Acting’, and do not vote. Persons who are succeeding someone that currently holds the position 
do not acquire any Standards Committee rights until the close of the plenary session. 


The term for all officers of the Standards Committee ends at close of the first plenary session of 
each even numbered year. Unless otherwise restricted by these P&P.  Standards Committee 
officers may be confirmed for a subsequent term if reappointed or re-elected to the position. 
Officers appointed and affirmed maintain their appointments until the next appointment 
opportunity unless they resign, are removed for cause, or are unable to serve for another reason.  


Standards Committee Chair 


The Standards Committee Chair is elected by the Working Group Chairs and Technical Advisory 
Group Chairs who are Voting Members of the Standards Committee and is confirmed by 
appointment of the Computer Society Vice President, Standards Activities. 


Vice-Chairs 


The Standards Committee Chair appoints a First Vice-Chair and a Second Vice-Chair. The First 
Vice-Chair and Second Vice-Chair are confirmed by the Standards Committee. 


Executive Secretary, Recording Secretary, and Treasurer 


These positions are appointed by the Standards Committee Chair and confirmed by the Standards 
Committee. 


3.2 Temporary Appointments to Vacancies 


This clause may be modified. 
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If an office other than the Standards Committee Chair becomes vacant for any reason (such as 
resignation or removal), a temporary appointment shall be made by the Standards Committee 
Chair for a period of up to 6 months. An appointment for the vacated office shall be made in 
accordance with requirements in Clause 3.0 and Clause 3.1 at the next plenary meeting. 


3.3 Removal of Officers 


This clause may be modified. Two cases are provided; either choose one of these cases – 
Case 1 or Case 2 – or create a similar process for this clause and delete the other options. 


An officer may be removed by a two-thirds vote of the Voting Members of the Standards 
Committee. Grounds for removal shall be included in any motion to remove an officer. The 
officer suggested for removal shall be given an opportunity to make a rebuttal prior to the vote 
on the motion for removal. 


Removal of the Standards Committee Chair requires notification to the IEEE Computer Society 
Standards Activities Board (C/SAB). 


3.4 Responsibilities of Officers 


This paragraph shall not be modified. 


When carrying out the duties of an officer described in IEEE’s policies and procedures, officers 
of the Standards Committee: 


a) shall not act: 
1) in bad faith; 
2) to the detriment of IEEE-SA; 
3) to further the interest of any party outside IEEE over the interest of IEEE; or 
4) in a manner that is inconsistent with the purposes or objectives of IEEE; and 


b) shall use reasonable efforts to ensure that participants of the Standards Committee 
conduct themselves in accordance with applicable policies and procedures including, but 
not limited to, the IEEE-SA Standards Board Bylaws Clause 5.2.1 on “Participation in 
IEEE standards development.” (See Clause 1.2.) 


The officers of the Standards Committee shall manage the day-to-day work of the Standards 
Committee. The officers are responsible for implementing the decisions of the Standards 
Committee and managing the activities that result from those decisions.  


The remainder of Clause 3.4 may be modified to add subclauses (e.g. 3.4.6) for including 
additional officers and their responsibilities. 


3.4.1 Standards Committee Chair 
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This clause shall not be modified except to include additional responsibilities. 


The responsibilities of the Standards Committee Chair shall include: 


a) Leading the activity according to all of the relevant policies and procedures. 
b) Being objective. 
c) Entertaining motions, but not making motions. 
d) Not biasing discussions. 
e) Delegating necessary functions. 
f) Ensuring that all parties have the opportunity to express their views. 
g) Setting goals and deadlines and adhering to them. 
h) Being knowledgeable in IEEE standards processes and parliamentary procedures and 


ensuring that the processes and procedures are followed. 
i) Seeking consensus of the Standards Committee as a means of resolving issues. 
j) Prioritizing work to best serve the Standards Committee and its goals. 
k) Complying with the Standards Committee Chair’s responsibility with respect to the 


IEEE-SA Intellectual Property Policies, including but not limited to the IEEE-SA Patent 
Policy (see “Patents” Clause 6 of IEEE-SA Standards Board Bylaws and “Call for 
patents” Clause 6.3.2 of IEEE-SA Standards Board Operations Manual) and Copyright 
(see “Copyright” Clause 7 of IEEE-SA Standards Board Bylaws and Clause 6.1 of the 
IEEE-SA Standards Board Operations Manual). 


l) Submitting approved Standards Committee P&P to the IEEE-SA Standards Board Audit 
Committee (AudCom – see http://standards.ieee.org/board/aud/index.html).2 


m) Ensuring that each Working Group has a set of P&P approved by the Standards 
Committee. The Standards Committee Chair will provide the Working Group P&Ps to 
AudCom upon request. 


n) Ensuring the submission of an annual financial report(s) for the operation of the 
Standards Committee and all of its standards development committees (e.g., Working 
Groups, task groups). 


o) Being familiar with training materials available through IEEE Standards Development 
Online. 


p) Notifying IEEE SASB of any officer election/appointment, removal, and changes in 
status. 


q) Chairing Standards Committee and LMSC plenary meetings 
r) Representing the LMSC at SAB, IEEE-SA Standard Board, and other organizations as 


required 
s) Placing motions for votes by Standards Committee members 
t) Supervise the operation of subgroups of the Standards Committee 
u) Prioritizing objectives to best serve the Standards Committee and its subgroups

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v) Taking other administrative actions as required for proper operation of the committee 
w) Ensuring that Standards Committee members who are not Chairs of active WGs have 


specific areas of interest to cover in order to encourage a wider view than that specifically 
covered by the Chairs of active WGs. 


3.4.2 Vice-Chairs 


This clause may be modified to include additional responsibilities. 


The responsibilities of the Vice-Chairs shall include: 


a) First Vice Chair: Carrying out the Standards Committee Chair's duties if the Standards 
Committee Chair is temporarily unable to do so or chooses to recuse himself or herself 
(e.g., to give a technical opinion) 


b) Carrying out those duties specifically delegated by the Standards Committee Chair to the 
Vice-Chair. 


c) Being knowledgeable in IEEE standards processes and parliamentary procedures and 
assisting the Standards Committee Chair in ensuring that the processes and procedures 
are followed. 


d) Being familiar with training materials available through IEEE Standards Development 
Online. 


3.4.3 Recording Secretary 


This clause may be modified to include additional responsibilities. If any of the 
responsibilities listed below is not performed by the Secretary, it shall be listed as the 
responsibility of one of the other officers. The 60-day shaded value in item c) may be 
reduced. 


The responsibilities of the Recording Secretary include: 


a) Scheduling meetings in coordination with the Standards Committee Chair and 
distributing a meeting notice in conformance with Clause 6.0. 


b) Distributing the agenda at least 14 calendar days3 before the meeting—notification of the 
potential for action shall be included on any distributed agendas for meetings. 


c) Recording minutes of each meeting according to Clause 6.4 and IEEE guidelines (see 
http://standards.ieee.org/develop/policies/stdslaw.pdf), and publishing them within 30 
calendar days of the end of the meeting.

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d) Creating and maintaining the membership roster, referred to in 4.7, and submitting it to 
the IEEE Standards Association annually. 


e) Being responsible for the management and distribution of Standards Committee 
documentation. 


f) Maintaining lists of unresolved issues, action items, and assignments. 
g) Recording attendance of all attendees. 
h) Maintaining a current list of the names of the voting members and distributing it to the 


members upon request. 
i) Forwarding all changes to the roster of voting members to the Standards Committee 


Chair. 
j) Being familiar with training materials available through IEEE Standards Development 


Online. 


3.4.4 Treasurer 


This clause may be modified to include additional responsibilities.  


The Treasurer shall: 


a) Maintain a budget, if applicable. 
b) Control all funds, including any into and out of the Standards Committee’s bank account, 


if applicable. 
c) Follow IEEE policies concerning standards meetings and finances. 
d) Ensure that the Standards Committee adheres to the IEEE Finance Operations Manual 


and the Annual Financial Report clause in the IEEE-SA Standards Board Operations 
Manual. 


e) Be familiar with training materials available through IEEE Standards Development 
Online. 


3.4.5 Responsible Subcommittee Chair 


Not applicable. 


3.4.6 Executive Secretary 


The responsibilities of the Executive Secretary include: 


a) Scheduling meetings in coordination with the Standards Committee Chair and 
distributing a meeting notice at least 30 days before the meeting 
b) Oversee all activities related to Standards Committee sponsored meeting facilities and 
services 
c) With the Treasurer, ensure that Standards Committee sponsored sessions are compliant 
with IEEE financial policies

g) Carry out the duties of the Treasurer if the Treasurer is unavailable. 


4.0 Membership 


4.1 Attendance at Meetings 


The clause may be modified. The entire contents may be replaced with “Not Applicable.” if 
there is no attendance requirement.

4.2 Non-voting Membership 


The clause may be modified. The entire contents may be replaced with “Not Applicable.” if 
there are no non-voting members. 


The Standards Committee may include the following Non-Voting Members: 


• Members Emeritus 
• Chairs of Hibernating WGs 
• Chairs of subgroups created by the Standards Committee 
• Standards Committee Ombudsman 


Non-voting members are appointed by the Standards Committee Chair. Appointment to each 
non-voting membership position is subject to confirmation by the Standards Committee. The 
term for each of these positions ends at close of the first plenary session of each even numbered 
year. 


Non-voting members, prior to confirmation are required to file a letter of endorsement, as 
described in 4.3. 


A Non-Voting Member may be removed by a two-thirds vote of the Voting Members of the 
Standards Committee. Grounds for removal shall be included in any motion to remove a Non-
Voting Member. The Non-Voting Member suggested for removal shall be given an opportunity 
to make a rebuttal prior to the vote on the motion for removal. 
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4.3 Voting Membership 


The clause may be modified. The entire contents may be replaced with “Not Applicable.”  
Otherwise select one of the cases and address any bracketed or shaded text. 


The Voting Members of the Standards Committee are: 


• Chairs of Active Working Groups 
• Chairs of the Technical Advisory Groups 
• Officers as defined in Clause 3.0 


Members of the Standards Committee that are entitled by their office to have voting rights, 
obtain voting rights at the end of the plenary session where they are first confirmed or elected by 
the Standards Committee.  If appointment by the Standards Committee occurs outside a plenary 
session, that member receives voting rights after the end of the plenary during which the member 
is confirmed. 


Any person to be confirmed or elected by the Standards Committee shall, prior to confirmation 
or election by the Standards Committee, file with the Recording Secretary a letter of 
endorsement from their supporting entity. This letter is to document several key factors relative 
to their participation on the Standards Committee and is to be signed by both the Standards 
Committee member and an individual who has management responsibility for the Standards 
Committee member. This letter shall contain at least the following: 


a) Statement of qualification based on technical expertise to fulfill the assignment 
b) Statement of support for providing necessary resources (e.g., time, travel expenses to 
meetings), and 
c) Recognition that the individual is expected to act in accordance with the conditions 
stated in Voting Guidance subclause of the IEEE 802 LAN/MAN Standards Committee 
Operations Manual “as both a professional and as an individual expert.” 


If an election or appointment is not confirmed by the Standards Committee, the person last 
holding the position will continue to serve until confirmation of an election or appointment is 
achieved. Should that person be unable or unwilling to serve, the position may be left vacant, or 
filled by temporary appointment by the Standards Committee Chair. 


4.3.1 Requirements for Voting Members 


This clause may be modified. 


There are no specific attendance requirements to obtain or maintain voting membership on the 
Standards Committee.  However a pattern of not attending meetings may be considered 
dereliction of duty and result in removal for cause.  
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4.3.2 Request to the Standards Committee Chair for Voting Membership 


The clause may be modified. The entire contents may be replaced with “Not Applicable.”

4.4 Review of Membership 


The clause may be modified. Replace with “Not Applicable.” if there are only ex-officio 
voting members.

4.5 Ex-officio Voting Membership 


The clause (and heading) may be modified.

4.6 Other Membership Classes 


This clause may be modified to define additional classes of membership, their obligations 
and privileges - for example, emeritus member or honorary member. If this clause is not 
used, insert “Not Applicable”.

4.7 Membership Roster 


This clause may be modified with the exception of distribution of the roster. Either remove 
the brackets or delete the optional bracket text. 


The Secretary shall make reasonable efforts to maintain a current Standards Committee roster to 
meet IEEE SA requirements. Due to privacy concerns, the roster shall not be distributed except 
to the IEEE-SA Board of Governors, IEEE-SA Standards Board, and IEEE-SA staff unless 
everyone on the roster has submitted written approval for such distribution. The roster shall 
include the following: 


a) Title of the Standards Committee and its designation 
b) Scope of the Standards Committee 
c) Officers: Standards Committee Chair, Vice-Chairs, Recording Secretary, Executive 


Secretary, Treasurer 
d) Members: for all, name, e-mail address, affiliation and membership status (e.g., voting 


member, non-voting member, etc.) 
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4.8 Membership Public List 


This clause shall not be modified. 


A current and accurate Standards Committee membership list shall be maintained. The 
membership list may be posted on the Standards Committee web site and may be publicly 
distributed. The membership list shall be limited to the following: 


a) Title of the Committee and its designation 
b) Scope of the Committee 
c) Officers:  Standards Committee Chair, Vice-Chairs, Recording Secretary, Executive 


Secretary, Treasurer 
d) Members: (for all) Name, affiliation 


5.0 Subgroups Created by the Standards Committee 


This clause shall not be modified except to change from a majority to a 2/3 vote for any 
action. 


The formation and disbandment of subgroups (e.g., Responsible Subcommittees, Executive 
committees (ExCom), Administrative committees (AdCom), ad hocs, PAR Study Groups, 
Working Groups, and other subgroups, such as writing groups) requires approval by a majority 
vote of the Standards Committee as described in clause 7.1. Standards Committee subgroups, 
other than Working Groups and their subgroups, operate under these Standards Committee P&P. 


The Standards Committee shall outline all expectations with respect to how the subgroup shall 
function, including scope of work, deliverables, membership, and voting in the subgroup. The 
charge to the subgroup shall clearly state which activities are appropriate. The scope and duties 
delegated to the subgroup shall be approved at the time the subgroup is formed, and subsequent 
changes in scope or duties shall also require approval by a majority vote of the Standards 
Committee. The scope, duties, and membership of all subgroups shall be reviewed annually by 
the Standards Committee. 


The Chair of a subgroup may be appointed by the Standards Committee Chair, or nominated and 
elected by the Standards Committee, or nominated and elected by the subgroup. The Standards 
Committee may remove an officer of any subgroup by a 2/3 vote. 


5.1 Executive Committee 


This clause may be modified or replaced by "Not Applicable". 


Not Applicable. 
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5.2 Responsible Subcommittee 


If used, this clause may not be modified except for selection of bracketed alternatives. If not 
used, it shall be replaced by "Not Applicable." 


Not Applicable 


5.3 Working Groups – Individual Method 


This clause shall not be modified. 


Standards Working Groups are responsible for the definitive content of one or more documents 
and for responding to views and objections thereon. Such Working Groups shall maintain a 
membership roster and shall comply with the provisions for preparing standards.  


If a Working Group being formed has individual-based membership, the Standards Committee 
shall require that the individual standards Working Group adopt procedures consistent with the 
IEEE-SA Baseline Policies and Procedures for IEEE Standards Working Groups – Individual 
Method. In addition, the Standards Committee shall review proposed amendments from its 
Working Groups to the Working Group Policies and Procedures to ensure that they are not in 
conflict with these procedures, the IEEE-SA Standards Board Operations Manual or with each 
other. A Standards Committee may adopt one set of Working Group P&P—Individual Method, 
and require that it shall be used by all its individual working groups.  


The Standards Committee Chair shall appoint the initial Chair of a new Working Group. Voting 
membership shall be granted automatically to those participants attending the first meeting of a 
newly chartered Working Group upon their request. After the first meeting, voting members are 
subject to the requirements in the Membership clause of the Working Group Policies and 
Procedures.  


5.4 Working Groups – Entity Method 


This clause shall not be modified.  


Standards Working Groups are responsible for the definitive content of one or more documents 
and for responding to views and objections thereon. Such Working Groups shall maintain a 
membership roster and shall comply with the provisions for preparing standards. 


If a Working Group being formed has entity-based membership, the Standards Committee shall 
require that the entity standards Working Group adopt procedures consistent with the IEEE-SA 
Baseline Policies and Procedures for IEEE Standards Working Groups – Entity Method. In 
addition, the Standards Committee shall review proposed amendments from its Working Groups 
to the Working Group Policies and Procedures to ensure that they are not in conflict with these 
procedures, the IEEE-SA Standards Board Operations Manual or with each other.

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A Standards Committee may adopt one set of Working Group P&P—Entity Method, and require 
that it shall be used by all its entity standard Working Groups. 


The Standards Committee Chair shall appoint the initial Chair of a new Working Group. Voting 
membership shall be granted automatically to those entities attending the first meeting of a newly 
chartered Working Group upon their request, provided they fulfill the requirements of the Clause 
5.2.1 “Participation in IEEE standards development” of the IEEE-SA Standards Board Bylaws, 
as applicable for Working Groups using the entity method. 


5.5 PAR Development 


This clause shall not be modified. 


When a proposal comes before a Standards Committee concerning a standards development 
project, the Standards Committee may form a PAR Study Group as a subgroup of the Standards 
Committee or as a subgroup of an existing Working Group to examine the proposal and, if the 
proposal merits formation of a project, draft a Project Authorization Request (PAR) for 
consideration by the Standards Committee.  


The IEEE-SA Standards Board Operations Manual states, under “Duties of the Standards 
Committee” the following mandatory requirement: “Submit a properly completed Project 
Authorization Request (PAR) for IEEE-SA Standards Board approval within six months of the 
first decision to initiate the project.” 


5.5.1 PAR Study Group 


This clause shall not be modified. 


A PAR Study Group is formed as a either as subgroup of the Standards Committee or as a 
subgroup of an existing Working Group, and is subject to all relevant operating procedures 
concerning subgroups of the Standards Committee and parent bodies, including the IEEE-SA 
Standards Board. 


The PAR Study Group is chartered plenary session to plenary session by the Standards 
Committee.  A PAR Study Group is expected to submit a PAR to the EC for consideration by the 
second plenary session after its initiation. 


After the PAR Study Group recommendations have been considered by the Standards 
Committee, and the PAR approved by the IEEE-SA Standards Board (if applicable), the 
Standards Committee should disband the PAR Study Group. 


5.5.2 Criteria for Consideration of a PAR by the Standards Committee 


This clause shall not be modified. 
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The Standards Committee should consider, and the PAR Study Group or Working Group should 
therefore address, the following issues when evaluating a project proposal: 


a) Potential market acceptance of the standards project, including technical feasibility 
b) Relationship to related standards, if known, including its distinct identity from other 


projects 
c) Viable volunteer leadership and participation 
d) Realistic scope and objectives 


5.5.3 Participation and Voting 


This clause shall not be modified except to increase the figure for approval. 


Any participant in attendance may vote on motions in a PAR Study Group. 


Approval shall be by an approval vote of at least 75% of those present and voting either 
“approve” or “disapprove.” 


5.5.4 Submission of a PAR to the Standards Committee 


This clause shall not be modified. 


The PAR Study Group shall report its recommendations on the formation of the project to the 
Standards Committee. The deliverable from the PAR Study Group to the Standards Committee 
should be a report addressing the criteria for consideration and, if appropriate, a draft PAR. The 
report should include a roster of participants and minutes. 


A PAR Study Group that is formed as a subgroup of a Working Group shall obtain approval 
from the Working Group prior to presenting the results to the Standards Committee. 


5.6 Other Subgroups 


This clause shall not be modified except if this action is moved from 7.1.1 “Actions 
Requiring Approval by a Majority Vote” to 7.1.2 “Actions Requiring Approval by a Two-
thirds Vote.” In that case, the word “majority” shall be changed to “two-thirds.” 


The Standards Committee may form and disband other subgroups (e.g., Technical advisory 
groups, ad hocs, and standing committees) with approval by a majority vote of the Standards 
Committee. The charge to the subgroup shall clearly state which of the following complementary 
activities is appropriate: 


1) The subgroup is responsible for the definitive content of one or more documents and for 
responding to views and objections thereon. Such subgroups shall maintain a membership 
roster and shall comply with the provisions for preparing standard(s). 
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2) The subgroup is responsible for assisting the Standards Committee (e.g., drafting all or a 
portion of a document, drafting responses to comments, drafting public statements on 
standards, or other purely advisory functions).  


The Standards Committee shall outline all expectations with respect to how the subgroup shall 
function, including scope of work, deliverables, membership, voting in the subgroup, and 
parliamentary procedures for approval to move any deliverables to the Standards Committee for 
action. 


5.7 Technical Advisory Groups 


The function of a Technical Advisory Groups is to provide assistance to Working Group(s) 
and/or the Standards Committee. A Technical Advisory Group operates under the same rules as a 
Working Group, with the following exceptions: 


a) A Technical Advisory Group shall not write standards, recommended practices or 
guides, but may write documents on specialty matters within the purview of the TAG. 


b) A Technical Advisory Group is established by the Standards Committee at the request 
of one or more Working Groups, or at the discretion of the Standards Committee. 


c) The primary responsibility of a Technical Advisory Group is to provide assistance 
within its topical area as specifically requested by one or more of the Working 
Groups and/or the Standards Committee. 


d) A document can only be represented as the position of a Technical Advisory Group if 
it has attained approval by a vote of the Technical Advisory Group. Such votes are 
considered to be technical votes, and require approval by 75% or more to pass. 


e) Between plenary and interim meetings, the Technical Advisory Group Chair is 
empowered to schedule teleconference meetings to allow the Technical Advisory 
Group to conduct business as required, provided that the date and time of the 
teleconference and agenda are published on the Technical Advisory Group website 
and e-mail reflector at least 5 days before the meeting. 


f) Votes on Technical Advisory Group documents may be conducted verbally during 
teleconference meetings if a majority of the Technical Advisory Group members are 
present. 


g) Votes on Technical Advisory Group documents may be conducted via electronic 
balloting. The minimum ballot period shall be 5 days. 


5.8 Additional Rules for Working Groups 


5.8.1 Assignment of PARs to a Working Group 


Prior to the Standards Committee forwarding a PAR to the IEEE-SA Standards Board for 
approval, the Standards Committee determines, with due consideration of advice from the PAR 
Study Group whether the PAR, should it be approved, is to be assigned to an existing Working 
Group or a new Working Group. If the IEEE-SA Standards Board approves the PAR, and it is a 
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PAR that the Standards Committee has determined should be assigned to a new Working Group, 
that Working Group immediately comes into existence. 


5.8.2 Working Group Policies and Procedures 


The IEEE 802 LMSC Working Group Policies and Procedures shall be used as the Policies and 
Procedures for IEEE 802 Working Groups. The requirements for the election and confirmation 
of Working Group officers are stated in the IEEE 802 LMSC Working Group Policies and 
Procedures. 


5.8.3 Hibernation of a Working Group 


If a Working Group has no active PARs, and is not actively developing a new PAR, then it 
should be considered to either be placed in hibernation (if it has developed standards or 
recommended practices in the past that are still current), or disbanded (if it has no current 
standards or recommended practices). 


A Working Group may be hibernated at the request of the Working Group Chair and the 
approval of the Standards Committee. The hibernating Working Group may be returned to active 
status by the Standards Committee in order for the Working Group to develop a new PAR. 


Hibernating Working Group Chairs become Non-Voting Members of the Standards Committee 
after their Working Group enters hibernation.  The Standards Committee Chair may appoint new 
hibernating Working Group Chairs to replace vacancies as soon as practical, subject to 
confirmation by the Standards Committee at the next plenary meeting. 


5.8.4 Disbanding a Working Group 


After all standards, recommended practices, and technical reports for which a hibernating 
Working Group is responsible are withdrawn or transferred to another group or groups, a 
Standards Committee electronic ballot of 30 days minimum duration shall be conducted to 
determine whether the hibernating Working Group is to be disbanded. 


If the Standards Committee electronic ballot on disbanding the group passes, the Working Group 
is disbanded. If the ballot fails, then the Standards Committee Chair shall determine a future date 
when the disbanding of the group may be re-balloted. 


6.0 Meetings  


This clause shall not be modified except that the values in the shaded text may be increased 
and text inside square brackets may either be included or deleted.  


Standards Committee meetings may be conducted via electronic means or in-person or in-person 
with one or more participants contributing via electronic means. Standards Committee meetings 
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shall be held, as decided by the Standards Committee Chair, or by petition of 5 or more voting 
members, to conduct business such as making assignments, receiving reports of work, 
progressing draft standards, resolving differences among subgroups, and considering views and 
objections from any source. A meeting notice shall be distributed to all members at least 30 days 
in advance of a face-to-face meeting and at least 15 days in advance for an electronic (including 
teleconference) meeting. A meeting agenda (including participation information) shall be 
distributed to all members at least 10 days in advance of a face-to-face meeting, and at least 5 
days in advance for an electronic meeting. Meetings of subgroups may be held as decided upon 
by the members or Chair of the subgroup. Notification of the potential for action shall be 
included on any distributed agendas for meetings. 


All IEEE Standards development meetings are open to anyone who has a material interest and 
wishes to attend. However, some meetings may occur in Executive Session (see Clause 6.2). 


6.1 Quorum 


This clause shall not be modified except that the values in shaded text may be increased.  


A quorum shall be identified before the initiation of Standards Committee business at a meeting, 
but if a quorum is not present, actions may be taken subject to confirmation by letter or 
electronic ballot, as detailed in Clause 7.4. When the voting membership is less than 50 voting 
members, a quorum shall be defined as a majority of the current total voting membership. When 
the voting membership is 50 or more voting members, a quorum shall be defined as 50% of the 
current total voting membership or 26, whichever is greater. Voting members who recuse 
themselves shall not be counted in the equation to determine whether a quorum exists. 


6.2 Executive Session 


This clause shall not be modified. 


Meetings to discuss personnel or sensitive business matters (e.g., the negotiation of contracts), or 
for other appropriate non-public matters (e.g., the receipt of legal advice), may be conducted in 
Executive Session. 


The matters discussed in Executive Session are confidential, and therefore, attendance at the 
Executive Session shall be limited to those with governance authority, outside advisors (e.g., 
lawyers or consultants) where necessary to provide professional guidance, and select IEEE-SA 
staff who may have information or a perspective relevant to the subject matter discussed in 
Executive Session. An individual may be invited to join for a portion of the discussion and then 
excused at the appropriate time. In each case, except as authorized by the Standards Committee, 
participants in an Executive Session are prohibited from discussing or disclosing any information 
presented and discussed during such Executive Session to a third party or other person not 
present during the Executive Session, and shall not continue to discuss such matters after the 
Executive Session has adjourned.  
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Executive Sessions should be conducted face-to-face (in person) to provide the greatest 
assurance that the content of such Executive Sessions will be kept confidential. However, when 
necessary, Executive Sessions may include participants who participate by teleconference 
provided such persons agree not to disclose any information so discussed, and agree that they 
will participate in such conference in a manner that does not result in third parties gaining access 
to such discussions or information. 


6.3 Meeting Fees 


This clause may be modified or replaced by "Not Applicable". 


The Standards Committee may charge a meeting fee to cover the expenses of the Standards 
Committee. The fee shall not be used to restrict participation by any interested parties. The 
Standards Committee shall set the meeting fees in consultation with those planning a particular 
meeting. 


Everyone who attends a meeting, except those for whom the Standards Committee waives the 
fee, shall pay the meeting fee. 


6.4 Minutes 


This clause shall not be modified. 


The minutes shall record the essentials in concise format, including the following: 


a) Name of group 
b) Date and location of meeting  
c) Officer presiding, including the name of the secretary who wrote the minutes  
d) Meeting participants, including affiliation and voting member status at the end of the 


meeting.  
e) Call to order, Standards Committee Chair’s remarks 
f) Reminders of IEEE policies, such as Patent policy, and Copyright policy 
g) The fact that a Call for Patents occurred and any responses made to such Call 
h) Approval of minutes of previous meeting 
i) Approval of agenda 
j) Technical topics  


1) Brief summary of discussions and conclusions 
2) Motions exactly as they are stated, including the names of mover and seconder, 


and the outcome of each motion  
k) Action items 
l) Items reported out of Executive Session 
m) Recesses and time of final adjournment 
n) Next meeting—date. time, and location

the minutes, identifying the source of the submission. URLs should be provided where possible. 


The following shall not be recorded in minutes: 


- Transcriptions of detailed discussions 
- Attributions of comments to specific participants 


7.0 Voting 


7.1 Approval of an Action  


This clause shall not be modified.  


Approval of an action requires approval by a majority (or two-thirds) vote as specified below in 
7.1.1 (majority), and 7.1.2 (two-thirds).  The “majority, two-thirds vote” is defined as one of the 
following: 


a) At a meeting (including teleconferences) where quorum has been established, a vote 
carried by majority (or two-thirds) approval of the votes cast (i.e., Approve or Do Not 
Approve votes, excluding abstentions) by the voting members in attendance. 


b) By electronic means (including email), a vote carried by majority (or two-thirds) of the 
votes cast (i.e., Approve or Do Not Approve votes, excluding abstentions), provided a 
majority of all the voting members of the Standards Committee responded. 


7.1.1 Actions Requiring Approval by a Majority Vote  


This clause shall not be modified, except for a) moving actions to 7.1.2, b) adding actions, c) 
taking care of the brackets as described in the template instructions. 


The following actions require approval by a majority vote: 


a) Formation or modification of a subgroup, including its procedures, scope, and duties 
b) Disbandment of subgroups 
c) Approval of minutes 
d) Authorization for submittal of a PAR, modification of a PAR, withdrawal of a PAR, or 


Standards Association balloting  
e) Approval for a joint development project. 
f) Approval to forward draft standards to IEEE-SA RevCom 
g) Other Motions brought to the floor by members (when deemed in order by the Standards 


Committee Chair) 


7.1.2 Actions Requiring Approval by a Two-thirds Vote  
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This clause shall not be modified, except to include additional voting actions. 


The following actions require approval by a two-thirds vote: 


a) Adoption of new or revised interest categories, or revisions thereof 
b) Approval of public statements 
c) Approval of change of the Standards Committee scope* 
d) Approval of termination of the Standards Committee* 
e) Removal of an officer 


* Following Standards Committee approval, items a, c, and d require notice to the IEEE-SA 
Standards Board. 


Note that the voting requirements for the adoption or modification of the Standards Committee 
Policies and Procedures (this document) is defined in Clause 12.0 Revision of Standards 
Committee P&P. 


7.2 Standards Committee Approvals  


7.2.1 Moving a Draft Standard to Standards Association ballot 


This clause shall not be modified. 


Moving a draft standard to Standards Association ballot requires approval of the Standards 
Committee. Approval by the Standards Committee shall be limited to conducting a procedural 
review. The Standards Committee may delegate this approval authority to a subgroup. 


7.2.2 Change in Scope of a Standards Project 


This clause shall not be modified. 


Standards Committee approval is required for any substantive change in the scope of a standard 
or project. The Standards Committee may delegate this approval authority to a subgroup. 
Requested changes shall be reviewed to ensure that the standards project remains within the 
scope of the Standards Committee and shall also be reviewed to determine if the standards 
project requires a modified PAR. 


7.3 Proxy Voting 


This clause shall not be modified if the Standards Committee allows Proxy voting. If the 
Standards Committee does not allow Proxy voting, replace text below with the words “Not 
Applicable.” 


Not Applicable. 
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7.4 Voting Between Meetings 


This clause may be modified. 


At the discretion of the Standards Committee Chair, the Standards Committee shall be allowed to 
conduct voting between meetings by the use of a letter or electronic ballot. If such actions are to 
be taken, they shall follow the rules of IEEE Bylaw I-300.4(5).  


8.0 Communications 


This clause shall not be modified.  


All correspondence on behalf of the Standards Committee shall contain identification of the 
Standards Committee as the source of the correspondence. 


8.1 Formal Internal Communication  


This clause may be modified.   


If correspondence between subgroups involves issues or decisions (that is, non-routine matters) 
affecting other subgroups, copies shall be sent to all affected Subgroup Chairs and the Standards 
Committee officers. 


8.2 External Communication 


This clause shall not be modified. 


Inquiries relating to the Standards Committee shall be directed to the Standards Committee 
Chair, and members shall so inform individuals who raise such questions. All replies to inquiries 
shall be made through the Standards Committee Chair. 


8.3 Public Statements for Standards 


This clause shall not be modified. 


All Standards Committee public communications shall comply with the policies of the IEEE-SA 
Standards Board Operations Manual. 


Individuals making public statements that have not been approved by the Standards Committee 
shall state that they are speaking as individuals, and their views do not necessarily represent the 
views of the Standards Committee, IEEE-SA, or IEEE (see clause 5.2.1.6 “Official statements” 
in the IEEE- SA Standards Board Bylaws). 


8.3.1 Standards Committee Public Statements

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This clause shall not be modified except to include additional requirements. 


Standards Committee public statements shall not be released without prior approval as per 
Clause 7.1.2 of these procedures. 


8.3.2 Subgroup Public Statements 


This clause shall not be modified except to include additional requirements. 


Subgroup public statements shall not be released without prior approval of the subgroup. Such 
public statements also require approval of the Standards Committee. 


Subgroup public statements shall be identified in the first paragraph of the public statement as 
being specifically the position of the subgroup, and do not necessarily represent the views of the 
Standards Committee, IEEE-SA, or IEEE. These statements shall be issued by the Subgroup 
Chair and shall include the Standards Committee Chair in the distribution. Such statements shall 
not bear the IEEE, the IEEE-SA, or the Standards Committee logos. 


8.3.3 Public Statements to be Issued by other Entities  


This clause shall not be modified. 


If the Standards Committee wishes to go to another IEEE entity (as defined in Section 15 of the 
IEEE Policies) to have that entity offer a public statement on a standards matter, they shall do so 
only after agreement from the IEEE-SA Standards Board and approval from the IEEE-SA Board 
of Governors. Upon Standards Committee approval, proposed public statements that need to be 
issued by other IEEE entities shall be forwarded to the IEEE-SA Standards Board Secretary for 
further action.  


8.4 Informal Communications 


This clause shall not be modified. 


Informal communications shall not imply that they are a formal position of the IEEE, the IEEE-
SA, or the Standards Committee. 


8.5 Standards Publicity 


This clause may be modified. 


The Standards Committee is encouraged to prepare press releases and other forms of publicity to 
promote their activities. Please see clause 5.1.4 “Standards publicity” of the IEEE-SA Standards 
Board Operations Manual for further instructions.

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9.0 Appeals 


This clause shall not be modified except to include details of the Standards Committee’s 
appeals process, including the use of one committee to act as both the Appeals Committee 
and the Appeals Panel, and shall not reference other documents. 


Technical discussions and decisions occur within the Standards Committee subgroup (e.g., 
Working Group). Any person dissatisfied with a technical decision shall follow the approved 
procedures for providing technical input to the subgroup that made the decision, including but 
not limited to making a technical comment during the applicable comment submission and/or 
balloting period. 


The Standards Committee recognizes the right of appeal on procedural grounds. Procedural 
concerns within a Standards Committee subgroup shall be first presented to the subgroup or 
Working Group for resolution. If the procedural concern is not resolved after presentation to the 
subgroup for resolution, the complaint regarding any procedural action or inaction on the part of 
the Standards Committee, or a Standards Committee’s subgroup, shall be presented to the 
Standards Committee for resolution. If the party bringing the complaint determines that the 
Standards Committee’s proposed resolution is unacceptable, such party can file a procedural 
appeal with the Standards Committee. 


Appeals to the Standards Committee shall be addressed as follows: 


The appellant shall file a written appeal to the Standards Committee Chair within 30 days of the 
event (action or inaction). The written appeal shall state the nature of the issue, including any 
adverse effects; the clause(s) of the procedures that are at issue; summarize previous attempts to 
resolve the issue with the subgroup or Working Group that is responsible for the standard 
including the outcome/decision of each attempt; and propose specific remedies that would satisfy 
the appellant’s concerns. The appellant shall provide any supplemental information necessary to 
support the claims made in the appeal. 


Upon receiving a written appeal, the Standards Committee Chair shall form an Appeal 
Committee consisting of at least five members of the Standards Committee, none of whom were 
directly involved in the matter in dispute, and who will not be materially or directly affected by 
any decisions made concerning the dispute and shall appoint a chair. The chair of the Appeal 
Committee shall be an officer of the Standards Committee, if possible. The Appeal Committee 
shall review the written appeal and decide, within 45 days of the submission of the written 
appeal, whether or not to recommend to the Standards Committee that an Appeal Panel be 
formed to consider the appeal. The Appeal Committee may try to resolve the issue with informal 
discussions with the concerned parties prior to making a decision about an Appeal Panel. The 
Appeal Committee may decline to recommend an Appeal Panel if (i) the appeal deals with 
ethical issues, (ii) the appeal deals with technical issues, or (iii) the appellant has not attempted to 
first resolve the issue informally with the subgroup or Working Group that is responsible for the 
standard. If the Appeal Committee declines to recommend an Appeal Panel based on these 
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criteria, the Appeal Committee shall provide a written communication to the Standards 
Committee Chair and the appellant outlining the reason for its decision. 


If the Appeal Committee determines that the appeal submission is acceptable, the Standards 
Committee Chair shall form an Appeal Panel consisting of an Appeal Panel Chair and two other 
members, none of whom were directly involved in the matter in dispute, and who will not be 
materially or directly affected by any decisions made concerning the dispute. The Appeal Panel 
shall have at least two members that are acceptable to both the appellant and the appellee.  


The Appeal Panel shall hear the appeal during a time convenient to all parties (with at least two 
weeks’ notice to all concerned parties), and, if possible, prior to the next regular meeting of the 
Standards Committee. The appeal may be conducted in person or by telephone conference. 
Failure of the appellant to participate in the hearing (barring unforeseen technical difficulties) 
shall constitute a withdrawal of the appeal.  


A written decision shall be rendered by the Appeal Panel within 30 days of hearing the appeal 
and communicated to the parties concerned, including the Chair of the Appeal Committee and 
the Standards Committee Chair. 


The remainder of the clause shall not be modified  


Standards Committee procedural appeals shall be conducted as follows: 


The number of participating (i.e., speaking) representatives for each of the parties to the appeal is 
limited to a maximum of three (3). Other individuals may attend the hearing, but will not be 
permitted to address, or be addressed by, the Standards Committee’s Appeal Panel or either of 
the parties to the appeal at any time (including during the question and answer period). No 
recordings or verbatim transcriptions of the hearing are allowed, except by the IEEE-SA at its 
sole discretion. 


The Standards Committee Appeal Panel may call an Executive Session before, during the course 
of, or following an appeal hearing to consider its action on a specific appeal. 


No party to an appeal may communicate with any member of the Standards Committee Appeal 
Panel regarding the appeal while the matter is pending (i.e., from the time of filing of the appeal 
brief to finalization of the Standards Committee Appeal Panel decision). 


The appellant has the burden of demonstrating adverse effects, improper action(s) or inaction, 
and the efficacy of the requested remedial action. Each party may adduce other pertinent 
arguments, and members of the Standards Committee Appeal Panel may address questions to 
individuals. The Standards Committee Appeal Panel shall only consider documentation included 
in the appeal brief and reply brief, unless 


a) Significant new evidence has come to light; and 
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b) Such evidence reasonably was not available to the appellant or appellee, as appropriate, 
at the time of filing; and 


c) Such evidence was provided by the appellant or appellee, as appropriate, to the other 
parties as soon as it became available. 


Prior to the hearing, the members of the Standards Committee Appeal Panel may convene to 
review the ground rules before the participants appear. 


If, after completion of the Standards Committee’s appeals process, the party bringing the 
complaint determines that the Standards Committee’s Appeals Panel decision is unacceptable, 
such party can file a procedural appeal with the IEEE-SA Standards Board as described in 
Clause 9 on “Appeals” of the IEEE-SA Standards Board Operations Manual. 


10.0 Dominance 


If dominance is suspected, the Standards Committee Chair shall promptly notify the IEEE SASB 
and the Standards Committee shall promptly review the concern with the relevant Standards 
Committee Subgroup Chair, per IEEE SASB Operations Manual and IEEE SASB Bylaws 
regarding dominance. 


If a Standards Committee Subgroup Chair suspects that an authorized activity within that 
subgroup is potentially dominated, as defined in the IEEE SASB Bylaws, or receives a complaint 
of dominance within that subgroup, that Standards Committee Subgroup Chair shall report the 
complaint or suspicion to the Standards Committee Chair. 


The Standards Committee Subgroup Chair shall then investigate the suspicion or complaint and 
present a report to the Standards Committee with any recommend action(s).  The Standards 
Committee Subgroup Chair may appoint a panel to perform the investigation and prepare the 
report. 


If the Standards Committee finds evidence that an authorized activity is dominated, as defined in 
the IEEE SASB Bylaws, the Standards Committee may direct that the votes of individuals in the 
dominating party shall be treated as a single vote for the purpose of that activity.  The Standards 
Committee Chair shall notify the Chair of the IEEE SASB of the action. 


If the Standards Committee determines that other actions should be taken in response to the 
dominance of an authorized activity, the proposed actions shall be forwarded by the Standards 
Committee Chair to the Chair of the IEEE SASB for consideration.  The actions will take effect 
only if approved by the IEEE SASB. 


The Standards Committee Chair shall update the Chair of the IEEE SASB after every plenary, at 
a minimum, regarding the action until its conclusion. 
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11.0 Standards Committee Ombudsman 


The Standards Committee Chair may appoint a volunteer to be the Standards Committee 
Ombudsman.  The Standards Committee Ombudsman should have experience working with the 
IEEE SASB.  The Standards Committee Ombudsman shall serve as a confidential information 
resource, communications channel, complaint handler and dispute resolver. 


A brief notice, giving the contact method and purpose of the Standards Committee Ombudsman, 
shall be posted on the IEEE 802 website. 


A notification of all complaints related to IEEE 802 or a subgroup received by the Standards 
Committee or any Standards Committee Subgroup should be sent to the Standards Committee 
Ombudsman.  A standard form should be generated that indicates: the name and contact 
information of the participant, the nature of the complaint, and any action taken in response to 
the complaint. 


Participants are invited to write directly to the Standards Committee Ombudsman if they have 
reason to believe their original complaint has not received the attention it deserves or if they 
prefer to bring the concern confidentially to a neutral party.  The Standards Committee 
Ombudsman is responsible for: 


1. acknowledging receipt of the complaint in a timely manner, 


2. confidentially discussing the issue with the concerned participant, 


3. confidentially investigating the nature of the complaint if requested by the participant, 


4. suggesting action(s) to the concerned participant that may help rectify the problem, 


5. responding to the participant with details of any action(s) taken and inviting the 
participant to correspond further if either these action(s) does not solve the problem or if 
participant still remains dissatisfied. 


The Standards Committee Ombudsman shall report to the Standards Committee at each plenary 
session. 


12.0 Revision of Standards Committee P&P 


Revisions to these P&P shall be submitted to the Standards Committee no less than 30 days in 
advance of a motion (or conclusion of an electronic ballot) to approve them.  Amendments in 
response to comments on the P&P are permitted.  Insufficient time to consider complex 
amendments is a valid reason to vote disapprove.  A motion to revise the Standards Committee 
P&P shall require a vote of approve by at least two thirds of all voting members of the Standards 
Committee.

1.0 Introduction 


Clause 1.0 through 1.5 shall not be modified except as follows: Where appropriate, replace 
shaded italics with the name of the Standards Committee. If the name of the Standards 
Committee is inserted only in the title (above) and at Clause 1.5, add the additional 
sentence shown in brackets, and replace [Standards Committee Name] in the remainder of 
the document with "the Standards Committee" or appropriate related form. 


1.1 Role of Standards Development and these Procedures 


This clause shall not be modified. 


In today’s technological environment, standards play a critical role in product development and 
market competitiveness. In the IEEE, the responsibility for how a standard originates and 
evolves is managed by a Standards Committee. It is essential in the management of a standard’s 
development to avoid any actions by the Standards Committee or the participants that result in a 
violation of procedures. These procedures establish the necessary framework for a sound 
standardization process. 


1.2 Conduct 


This clause shall not be modified. 


Meeting attendees and participants in standards activities shall demonstrate respect and courtesy 
toward each other and shall allow each participant a fair and equal opportunity to contribute to 
the meeting discussion. While participating in IEEE standards development activities, all 
participants, including but not limited to, individuals, entity representatives, entity members, 
entities participating directly in the entity process, and entities participating indirectly in the 
individual process shall act in accordance with all applicable laws (nation-based and 
international), the IEEE Code of Conduct, the IEEE Code of Ethics, and with IEEE-SA 
Standards Board Bylaws (see IEEE-SA Standards Board Bylaws Clause 5.2.1 on “Participation 
in IEEE standards development”) and IEEE-SA Standards Board Operations Manual. 


1.3 Modification to these Procedures 


This clause shall not be modified.  


The official policies of this Standards Committee are those that have been accepted by the IEEE-
SA Standards Board based on the recommendation of the Audit Committee (AudCom), and are 
available online on the IEEE-SA Standards Board AudCom website. No other copy shall be 
designated as the official copy. Any changes that the Standards Committee desires to make to the 
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procedures shall not be valid until revised policies have been recommended for acceptance by 
AudCom and accepted by the IEEE-SA Standards Board. 


None of the rules or requirements in these policies and procedures may be suspended. 


1.4 Hierarchy 


This clause shall not be modified. 


Participants engaged in the development of standards shall comply with applicable federal, state, 
and international laws. In addition, for standards matters, the latest versions of several documents 
take precedence over this document, in the following order: 


New York State Not-for-Profit Corporation Law 
IEEE Certificate of Incorporation 
IEEE Constitution 
IEEE Bylaws 
IEEE Policies 
IEEE Board of Directors Resolutions 
IEEE Standards Association (IEEE-SA) Operations Manual 
IEEE-SA Board of Governors Resolutions 
IEEE-SA Standards Board Bylaws 
IEEE-SA Standards Board Operations Manual 
IEEE-SA Standards Board Resolutions  


Robert's Rules of Order Newly Revised (RONR) is the recommended guide on questions of 
parliamentary procedure not addressed in these procedures. 


1.5 Fundamental Principles of Standards Development 


This clause shall not be modified except to identify this Standards Committee. 


These Policies and Procedures outline the orderly transaction of standards activities of IEEE 802 
LMSC., hereinafter referred to as “the Standards Committee”. For the development of standards, 
openness and due process shall be applied, which means that any person with a direct and 
material interest who meets the requirements of these Policies and Procedures has a right to 
participate by: 


a) Expressing a position and its basis, 


b) Having that position considered, and 


c) Appealing if adversely affected. 
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Due process allows for equity and fair play. In addition, due process requires openness and 
balance (i.e., the standards development process should strive to have a balance of interests and 
not to be dominated by any single interest category). However, for the IEEE Standards 
Association ballot, there shall be a balance of interests without dominance by any single interest 
category. 


1.6 Definitions 


This clause shall not be modified except to include additional definitions. 


Written communication includes but is not limited to meeting minutes, letter, email, and fax. 


Standards Committees of IEEE standards projects are committees that are responsible for the 
development and coordination of the standards project and the maintenance of the standard after 
approval of the standard by the IEEE-SA Standards Board. (see IEEE-SA Standards Board 
Bylaws Clause 5.2.2 on “Standards Committees”). 


Responsible Subcommittee is an optional subgroup of the Standards Committee with delegated 
responsibility for approving the submission of PARs and Standards Association ballots. 
Responsible Subcommittees assist the Standards Committee in the control and management of a 
large scope of work involving multiple working groups. A PAR study group or a working group 
(WG) is not a Responsible Subcommittee.  


Administrative subgroup (e.g., AdCom or ExecCom) is an optional subgroup of the Standards 
Committee responsible for specified activities and decisions. An Executive Committee can 
include all the voting members of the Standards Committee. 


A participant is an individual involved in the standards development process (see IEEE-SA 
Standards Board Bylaws Clause 5.2.1 on “Participation in IEEE standards development”). 


NOTE: Participants can be members or non-members of IEEE, IEEE-SA, or the Standards 
Committee. 


A non-member is a participant who has not satisfied the criteria for membership defined in 
Clause 4.  


A member is a participant who has satisfied the criteria for membership defined in Clause 4. A 
member is eligible to be listed on the Standards Committee roster. 


A non-voting member is a member who has not satisfied the criteria for voting membership 
defined in Clause 4.3. 
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A voting member is a member who has satisfied the criteria for voting membership defined in 
Clause 4.3. A voting member can participate in Standards Committee motions and any ballots of 
the Standards Committee. 


1.7 IEEE Standards Committee Scope 


This clause shall include the Standards Committee's approved scope. 


The scope of the Standards Committee is to develop and maintain networking standards, 
recommended practices and guides for local, metropolitan, and other area networks, using an 
open and accredited process, and to advocate them on a global basis.  Its technical scope is 
intended to be flexible and is ultimately determined by the sum of its approved PARs. 


1.8 Organization of the Standards Committee 


This clause shall not be modified. 


The Standards Committee shall consist of officers (see Clause 3) and other members. 


2.0 Responsibilities of the Standards Committee 


This clause shall not be modified except to include additional responsibilities. 


The Standards Committee shall be responsible for at least the following: 


a) Developing proposed IEEE standards and ensuring that they are within the scope of the 
Standards Committee. 


b) Initiating and overseeing ballots of proposed IEEE standards within its scope, including:  
1) Approving Project Authorization Requests (PARs) from a subgroup or the Standards 


Committee. 
2) Submitting a proposed PAR to the IEEE-SA Standards Board for consideration. 


Following approval of the PAR, the Standards Committee shall submit necessary 
requests for extension, modification, or withdrawal of the PAR as required by the 
IEEE-SA Standards Board Operations Manual. 


3) Submitting draft standards from a subgroup or the Standards Committee to the IEEE-
SA for Standards Association ballot. 


c) Maintaining the standards developed by the Standards Committee. 
d) Acting on other matters requiring Standards Committee effort as provided in these 


procedures. 
e) Cooperating with other appropriate standards development organizations. 
f) Protecting against actions taken in the name of the Standards Committee without proper 


Standards Committee authorization. 
g) Limiting distribution of the membership roster to appropriate parties.  
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h) Communicating with the IEEE-SA Standards Board on specific Standards Committee 
activities as needed. 


i) Handling appeals as described in Clause 9. 
j) Access and use IEEE’s data, including personal data, from IEEE systems for the purposes 


intended, including to support the technical development work on the standard, and only 
in compliance with IEEE or IEEE-SA Privacy and data privacy policies. 


2.1 Sponsorship  


This clause may be modified. Replace shaded text with the name of the Standards 
Committee or “Standards Committee/the Standards Committee”. 


The Standards Committee is responsible for the development and coordination of standards 
project(s) including their maintenance after their approval as standard(s) by the IEEE-SA 
Standards Board. Specifically, the Standards Committee is responsible for those IEEE-SA 
Standards Board approved project(s) for which the Standards Committee has been identified or 
assigned as either the sole Standards Committee or the primary Standards Committee. The 
development and maintenance of standards shall be accomplished as defined within the clauses 
of these Policies and Procedures. 


3.0 Officers 


This clause shall not be modified except to add additional officers.  


There shall be a Standards Committee Chair, a First Vice-Chair, a Second Vice-Chair, a 
Treasurer, a Recording Secretary and an Executive Secretary. A person may simultaneously hold 
the positions of Treasurer and another office, other than Standards Committee Chair.  


The officers (and any person designated to manage the Standards Association ballot) shall be 
members of any grade of the IEEE, or IEEE Society affiliates, and also members of the IEEE-SA 
(see IEEE-SA Standards Board Bylaws Clause 5.2.1 on “Participation in IEEE standards 
development”). The officers shall organize the Standards Committee, oversee the Standards 
Committee’s compliance with these Policies and Procedures, and submit proposed documents 
approved by the Standards Committee (with supporting documentation) for appropriate review 
and approval by the IEEE-SA Standards Board. Officers shall read the relevant training material 
available through IEEE Standards Development Online.1

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3.1 Election or Appointment of Officers 


This clause may be modified. (Three cases are provided; either choose one of these cases – 
Case 1, Case 2, or Case 3 – or create a similar process for this clause and delete the other 
options.) Case 1 is often used by Standards Committees who appoint the officers and have 
established progression of officer positions, e.g., from Secretary to Vice-Chair to Chair. 
Case 2 is intended for Standards Committees who appoint the Chair but elect other 
officers. Case 3 is for Standards Committees in which all officers are elected. If Case 1 is 
selected, change title to “Appointment of Officers”. If case 3 is selected, change title to 
“Election of Officers”. 


All appointed and elected positions become effective at the end of the plenary session where the 
appointment/election occurs.  A plenary session is as defined in Plenary Sessions subclause of 
the IEEE 802 LAN/MAN Standards Committee Operations Manual.  Prior to the end of that 
plenary session, persons that have been appointed/elected during the session are considered 
‘Acting’, and do not vote. Persons who are succeeding someone that currently holds the position 
do not acquire any Standards Committee rights until the close of the plenary session. 


The term for all officers of the Standards Committee ends at close of the first plenary session of 
each even numbered year. Unless otherwise restricted by these P&P.  Standards Committee 
officers may be confirmed for a subsequent term if reappointed or re-elected to the position. 
Officers appointed and affirmed maintain their appointments until the next appointment 
opportunity unless they resign, are removed for cause, or are unable to serve for another reason.  


Standards Committee Chair 


The Standards Committee Chair is elected by the Working Group Chairs and Technical Advisory 
Group Chairs who are Voting Members of the Standards Committee and is confirmed by 
appointment of the Computer Society Vice President, Standards Activities. 


Vice-Chairs 


The Standards Committee Chair appoints a First Vice-Chair and a Second Vice-Chair. The First 
Vice-Chair and Second Vice-Chair are confirmed by the Standards Committee. 


Executive Secretary, Recording Secretary, and Treasurer 


These positions are appointed by the Standards Committee Chair and confirmed by the Standards 
Committee. 


3.2 Temporary Appointments to Vacancies 


This clause may be modified. 
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If an office other than the Standards Committee Chair becomes vacant for any reason (such as 
resignation or removal), a temporary appointment shall be made by the Standards Committee 
Chair for a period of up to 6 months. An appointment for the vacated office shall be made in 
accordance with requirements in Clause 3.0 and Clause 3.1 at the next plenary meeting. 


3.3 Removal of Officers 


This clause may be modified. Two cases are provided; either choose one of these cases – 
Case 1 or Case 2 – or create a similar process for this clause and delete the other options. 


An officer may be removed by a two-thirds vote of the Voting Members of the Standards 
Committee. Grounds for removal shall be included in any motion to remove an officer. The 
officer suggested for removal shall be given an opportunity to make a rebuttal prior to the vote 
on the motion for removal. 


Removal of the Standards Committee Chair requires notification to the IEEE Computer Society 
Standards Activities Board (C/SAB). 


3.4 Responsibilities of Officers 


This paragraph shall not be modified. 


When carrying out the duties of an officer described in IEEE’s policies and procedures, officers 
of the Standards Committee: 


a) shall not act: 
1) in bad faith; 
2) to the detriment of IEEE-SA; 
3) to further the interest of any party outside IEEE over the interest of IEEE; or 
4) in a manner that is inconsistent with the purposes or objectives of IEEE; and 


b) shall use reasonable efforts to ensure that participants of the Standards Committee 
conduct themselves in accordance with applicable policies and procedures including, but 
not limited to, the IEEE-SA Standards Board Bylaws Clause 5.2.1 on “Participation in 
IEEE standards development.” (See Clause 1.2.) 


The officers of the Standards Committee shall manage the day-to-day work of the Standards 
Committee. The officers are responsible for implementing the decisions of the Standards 
Committee and managing the activities that result from those decisions.  


The remainder of Clause 3.4 may be modified to add subclauses (e.g. 3.4.6) for including 
additional officers and their responsibilities. 


3.4.1 Standards Committee Chair 
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This clause shall not be modified except to include additional responsibilities. 


The responsibilities of the Standards Committee Chair shall include: 


a) Leading the activity according to all of the relevant policies and procedures. 
b) Being objective. 
c) Entertaining motions, but not making motions. 
d) Not biasing discussions. 
e) Delegating necessary functions. 
f) Ensuring that all parties have the opportunity to express their views. 
g) Setting goals and deadlines and adhering to them. 
h) Being knowledgeable in IEEE standards processes and parliamentary procedures and 


ensuring that the processes and procedures are followed. 
i) Seeking consensus of the Standards Committee as a means of resolving issues. 
j) Prioritizing work to best serve the Standards Committee and its goals. 
k) Complying with the Standards Committee Chair’s responsibility with respect to the 


IEEE-SA Intellectual Property Policies, including but not limited to the IEEE-SA Patent 
Policy (see “Patents” Clause 6 of IEEE-SA Standards Board Bylaws and “Call for 
patents” Clause 6.3.2 of IEEE-SA Standards Board Operations Manual) and Copyright 
(see “Copyright” Clause 7 of IEEE-SA Standards Board Bylaws and Clause 6.1 of the 
IEEE-SA Standards Board Operations Manual). 


l) Submitting approved Standards Committee P&P to the IEEE-SA Standards Board Audit 
Committee (AudCom – see http://standards.ieee.org/board/aud/index.html).2 


m) Ensuring that each Working Group has a set of P&P approved by the Standards 
Committee. The Standards Committee Chair will provide the Working Group P&Ps to 
AudCom upon request. 


n) Ensuring the submission of an annual financial report(s) for the operation of the 
Standards Committee and all of its standards development committees (e.g., Working 
Groups, task groups). 


o) Being familiar with training materials available through IEEE Standards Development 
Online. 


p) Notifying IEEE SASB of any officer election/appointment, removal, and changes in 
status. 


q) Chairing Standards Committee and LMSC plenary meetings 
r) Representing the LMSC at SAB, IEEE-SA Standard Board, and other organizations as 


required 
s) Placing motions for votes by Standards Committee members 
t) Supervise the operation of subgroups of the Standards Committee 
u) Prioritizing objectives to best serve the Standards Committee and its subgroups

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v) Taking other administrative actions as required for proper operation of the committee 
w) Ensuring that Standards Committee members who are not Chairs of active WGs have 


specific areas of interest to cover in order to encourage a wider view than that specifically 
covered by the Chairs of active WGs. 


3.4.2 Vice-Chairs 


This clause may be modified to include additional responsibilities. 


The responsibilities of the Vice-Chairs shall include: 


a) First Vice Chair: Carrying out the Standards Committee Chair's duties if the Standards 
Committee Chair is temporarily unable to do so or chooses to recuse himself or herself 
(e.g., to give a technical opinion) 


b) Carrying out those duties specifically delegated by the Standards Committee Chair to the 
Vice-Chair. 


c) Being knowledgeable in IEEE standards processes and parliamentary procedures and 
assisting the Standards Committee Chair in ensuring that the processes and procedures 
are followed. 


d) Being familiar with training materials available through IEEE Standards Development 
Online. 


3.4.3 Recording Secretary 


This clause may be modified to include additional responsibilities. If any of the 
responsibilities listed below is not performed by the Secretary, it shall be listed as the 
responsibility of one of the other officers. The 60-day shaded value in item c) may be 
reduced. 


The responsibilities of the Recording Secretary include: 


a) Scheduling meetings in coordination with the Standards Committee Chair and 
distributing a meeting notice in conformance with Clause 6.0. 


b) Distributing the agenda at least 14 calendar days3 before the meeting—notification of the 
potential for action shall be included on any distributed agendas for meetings. 


c) Recording minutes of each meeting according to Clause 6.4 and IEEE guidelines (see 
http://standards.ieee.org/develop/policies/stdslaw.pdf), and publishing them within 30 
calendar days of the end of the meeting.

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d) Creating and maintaining the membership roster, referred to in 4.7, and submitting it to 
the IEEE Standards Association annually. 


e) Being responsible for the management and distribution of Standards Committee 
documentation. 


f) Maintaining lists of unresolved issues, action items, and assignments. 
g) Recording attendance of all attendees. 
h) Maintaining a current list of the names of the voting members and distributing it to the 


members upon request. 
i) Forwarding all changes to the roster of voting members to the Standards Committee 


Chair. 
j) Being familiar with training materials available through IEEE Standards Development 


Online. 


3.4.4 Treasurer 


This clause may be modified to include additional responsibilities.  


The Treasurer shall: 


a) Maintain a budget, if applicable. 
b) Control all funds, including any into and out of the Standards Committee’s bank account, 


if applicable. 
c) Follow IEEE policies concerning standards meetings and finances. 
d) Ensure that the Standards Committee adheres to the IEEE Finance Operations Manual 


and the Annual Financial Report clause in the IEEE-SA Standards Board Operations 
Manual. 


e) Be familiar with training materials available through IEEE Standards Development 
Online. 


3.4.5 Responsible Subcommittee Chair 


Not applicable. 


3.4.6 Executive Secretary 


The responsibilities of the Executive Secretary include: 


a) Scheduling meetings in coordination with the Standards Committee Chair and 
distributing a meeting notice at least 30 days before the meeting 
b) Oversee all activities related to Standards Committee sponsored meeting facilities and 
services 
c) With the Treasurer, ensure that Standards Committee sponsored sessions are compliant 
with IEEE financial policies 
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d) Present summaries of venue options to the Standards Committee, select venues with 
approval of the Standards Committee, and sign approved proposals on behalf of IEEE 802 
e) Coordinate with conference service providers and Standards Committee Chair on major 
decisions 
f) Oversee maintenance of Standards Committee registration database 
g) Carry out the duties of the Treasurer if the Treasurer is unavailable. 


4.0 Membership 


4.1 Attendance at Meetings 


The clause may be modified. The entire contents may be replaced with “Not Applicable.” if 
there is no attendance requirement.

4.2 Non-voting Membership 


The clause may be modified. The entire contents may be replaced with “Not Applicable.” if 
there are no non-voting members. 


The Standards Committee may include the following Non-Voting Members: 


 Members Emeritus 
 Chairs of Hibernating WGs 
 Chairs of subgroups created by the Standards Committee 
 Standards Committee Ombudsman 


Non-voting members are appointed by the Standards Committee Chair. Appointment to each 
non-voting membership position is subject to confirmation by the Standards Committee. The 
term for each of these positions ends at close of the first plenary session of each even numbered 
year. 


Non-voting members, prior to confirmation are required to file a letter of endorsement, as 
described in 4.3. 


A Non-Voting Member may be removed by a two-thirds vote of the Voting Members of the 
Standards Committee. Grounds for removal shall be included in any motion to remove a Non-
Voting Member. The Non-Voting Member suggested for removal shall be given an opportunity 
to make a rebuttal prior to the vote on the motion for removal. 
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4.3 Voting Membership 


The clause may be modified. The entire contents may be replaced with “Not Applicable.”  
Otherwise select one of the cases and address any bracketed or shaded text. 


The Voting Members of the Standards Committee are: 


 Chairs of Active Working Groups 
 Chairs of the Technical Advisory Groups 
 Officers as defined in Clause 3.0 


Members of the Standards Committee that are entitled by their office to have voting rights, 
obtain voting rights at the end of the plenary session where they are first confirmed or elected by 
the Standards Committee.  If appointment by the Standards Committee occurs outside a plenary 
session, that member receives voting rights after the end of the plenary during which the member 
is confirmed. 


Any person to be confirmed or elected by the Standards Committee shall, prior to confirmation 
or election by the Standards Committee, file with the Recording Secretary a letter of 
endorsement from their supporting entity. This letter is to document several key factors relative 
to their participation on the Standards Committee and is to be signed by both the Standards 
Committee member and an individual who has management responsibility for the Standards 
Committee member. This letter shall contain at least the following: 


a) Statement of qualification based on technical expertise to fulfill the assignment 
b) Statement of support for providing necessary resources (e.g., time, travel expenses to 
meetings), and 
c) Recognition that the individual is expected to act in accordance with the conditions 
stated in Voting Guidance subclause of the IEEE 802 LAN/MAN Standards Committee 
Operations Manual “as both a professional and as an individual expert.” 


If an election or appointment is not confirmed by the Standards Committee, the person last 
holding the position will continue to serve until confirmation of an election or appointment is 
achieved. Should that person be unable or unwilling to serve, the position may be left vacant, or 
filled by temporary appointment by the Standards Committee Chair. 


4.3.1 Requirements for Voting Members 


This clause may be modified. 


There are no specific attendance requirements to obtain or maintain voting membership on the 
Standards Committee.  However a pattern of not attending meetings may be considered 
dereliction of duty and result in removal for cause.  
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4.3.2 Request to the Standards Committee Chair for Voting Membership

The Secretary shall make reasonable efforts to maintain a current Standards Committee roster to 
meet IEEE SA requirements. Due to privacy concerns, the roster shall not be distributed except 
to the IEEE-SA Board of Governors, IEEE-SA Standards Board, and IEEE-SA staff unless 
everyone on the roster has submitted written approval for such distribution. The roster shall 
include the following:

Secretary, Treasurer 
d) Members: for all, name, e-mail address, affiliation and membership status (e.g., voting 


member, non-voting member, etc.) 
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4.8 Membership Public List 


This clause shall not be modified. 


A current and accurate Standards Committee membership list shall be maintained. The 
membership list may be posted on the Standards Committee web site and may be publicly 
distributed. The membership list shall be limited to the following: 


a) Title of the Committee and its designation 
b) Scope of the Committee 
c) Officers:  Standards Committee Chair, Vice-Chairs, Recording Secretary, Executive 


Secretary, Treasurer 
d) Members: (for all) Name, affiliation 


5.0 Subgroups Created by the Standards Committee 


This clause shall not be modified except to change from a majority to a 2/3 vote for any 
action. 


The formation and disbandment of subgroups (e.g., Responsible Subcommittees, Executive 
committees (ExCom), Administrative committees (AdCom), ad hocs, PAR Study Groups, 
Working Groups, and other subgroups, such as writing groups) requires approval by a majority 
vote of the Standards Committee as described in clause 7.1. Standards Committee subgroups, 
other than Working Groups and their subgroups, operate under these Standards Committee P&P. 


The Standards Committee shall outline all expectations with respect to how the subgroup shall 
function, including scope of work, deliverables, membership, and voting in the subgroup. The 
charge to the subgroup shall clearly state which activities are appropriate. The scope and duties 
delegated to the subgroup shall be approved at the time the subgroup is formed, and subsequent 
changes in scope or duties shall also require approval by a majority vote of the Standards 
Committee. The scope, duties, and membership of all subgroups shall be reviewed annually by 
the Standards Committee. 


The Chair of a subgroup may be appointed by the Standards Committee Chair, or nominated and 
elected by the Standards Committee, or nominated and elected by the subgroup. The Standards 
Committee may remove an officer of any subgroup by a 2/3 vote. 


5.1 Executive Committee 


This clause may be modified or replaced by "Not Applicable". 


Not Applicable. 
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5.2 Responsible Subcommittee 


If used, this clause may not be modified except for selection of bracketed alternatives. If not 
used, it shall be replaced by "Not Applicable." 


Not Applicable 


5.3 Working Groups – Individual Method 


This clause shall not be modified. 


Standards Working Groups are responsible for the definitive content of one or more documents 
and for responding to views and objections thereon. Such Working Groups shall maintain a 
membership roster and shall comply with the provisions for preparing standards.  


If a Working Group being formed has individual-based membership, the Standards Committee 
shall require that the individual standards Working Group adopt procedures consistent with the 
IEEE-SA Baseline Policies and Procedures for IEEE Standards Working Groups – Individual 
Method. In addition, the Standards Committee shall review proposed amendments from its 
Working Groups to the Working Group Policies and Procedures to ensure that they are not in 
conflict with these procedures, the IEEE-SA Standards Board Operations Manual or with each 
other. A Standards Committee may adopt one set of Working Group P&P—Individual Method, 
and require that it shall be used by all its individual working groups.  


The Standards Committee Chair shall appoint the initial Chair of a new Working Group. Voting 
membership shall be granted automatically to those participants attending the first meeting of a 
newly chartered Working Group upon their request. After the first meeting, voting members are 
subject to the requirements in the Membership clause of the Working Group Policies and 
Procedures.  


5.4 Working Groups – Entity Method 


This clause shall not be modified.  


Standards Working Groups are responsible for the definitive content of one or more documents 
and for responding to views and objections thereon. Such Working Groups shall maintain a 
membership roster and shall comply with the provisions for preparing standards. 


If a Working Group being formed has entity-based membership, the Standards Committee shall 
require that the entity standards Working Group adopt procedures consistent with the IEEE-SA 
Baseline Policies and Procedures for IEEE Standards Working Groups – Entity Method. In 
addition, the Standards Committee shall review proposed amendments from its Working Groups 
to the Working Group Policies and Procedures to ensure that they are not in conflict with these 
procedures, the IEEE-SA Standards Board Operations Manual or with each other.  
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A Standards Committee may adopt one set of Working Group P&P—Entity Method, and require 
that it shall be used by all its entity standard Working Groups. 


The Standards Committee Chair shall appoint the initial Chair of a new Working Group. Voting 
membership shall be granted automatically to those entities attending the first meeting of a newly 
chartered Working Group upon their request, provided they fulfill the requirements of the Clause 
5.2.1 “Participation in IEEE standards development” of the IEEE-SA Standards Board Bylaws, 
as applicable for Working Groups using the entity method. 


5.5 PAR Development 


This clause shall not be modified. 


When a proposal comes before a Standards Committee concerning a standards development 
project, the Standards Committee may form a PAR Study Group as a subgroup of the Standards 
Committee or as a subgroup of an existing Working Group to examine the proposal and, if the 
proposal merits formation of a project, draft a Project Authorization Request (PAR) for 
consideration by the Standards Committee.  


The IEEE-SA Standards Board Operations Manual states, under “Duties of the Standards 
Committee” the following mandatory requirement: “Submit a properly completed Project 
Authorization Request (PAR) for IEEE-SA Standards Board approval within six months of the 
first decision to initiate the project.” 


5.5.1 PAR Study Group 


This clause shall not be modified. 


A PAR Study Group is formed as a either as subgroup of the Standards Committee or as a 
subgroup of an existing Working Group, and is subject to all relevant operating procedures 
concerning subgroups of the Standards Committee and parent bodies, including the IEEE-SA 
Standards Board. 


The PAR Study Group is chartered plenary session to plenary session by the Standards 
Committee.  A PAR Study Group is expected to submit a PAR to the EC for consideration by the 
second plenary session after its initiation. 


After the PAR Study Group recommendations have been considered by the Standards 
Committee, and the PAR approved by the IEEE-SA Standards Board (if applicable), the 
Standards Committee should disband the PAR Study Group. 


5.5.2 Criteria for Consideration of a PAR by the Standards Committee 


This clause shall not be modified. 
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The Standards Committee should consider, and the PAR Study Group or Working Group should 
therefore address, the following issues when evaluating a project proposal: 


a) Potential market acceptance of the standards project, including technical feasibility 
b) Relationship to related standards, if known, including its distinct identity from other 


projects 
c) Viable volunteer leadership and participation 
d) Realistic scope and objectives 


5.5.3 Participation and Voting 


This clause shall not be modified except to increase the figure for approval. 


Any participant in attendance may vote on motions in a PAR Study Group. 


Approval shall be by an approval vote of at least 75% of those present and voting either 
“approve” or “disapprove.” 


5.5.4 Submission of a PAR to the Standards Committee 


This clause shall not be modified. 


The PAR Study Group shall report its recommendations on the formation of the project to the 
Standards Committee. The deliverable from the PAR Study Group to the Standards Committee 
should be a report addressing the criteria for consideration and, if appropriate, a draft PAR. The 
report should include a roster of participants and minutes. 


A PAR Study Group that is formed as a subgroup of a Working Group shall obtain approval 
from the Working Group prior to presenting the results to the Standards Committee. 


5.6 Other Subgroups 


This clause shall not be modified except if this action is moved from 7.1.1 “Actions 
Requiring Approval by a Majority Vote” to 7.1.2 “Actions Requiring Approval by a Two-
thirds Vote.” In that case, the word “majority” shall be changed to “two-thirds.” 


The Standards Committee may form and disband other subgroups (e.g., Technical advisory 
groups, ad hocs, and standing committees) with approval by a majority vote of the Standards 
Committee. The charge to the subgroup shall clearly state which of the following complementary 
activities is appropriate: 


1) The subgroup is responsible for the definitive content of one or more documents and for 
responding to views and objections thereon. Such subgroups shall maintain a membership 
roster and shall comply with the provisions for preparing standard(s). 
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2) The subgroup is responsible for assisting the Standards Committee (e.g., drafting all or a 
portion of a document, drafting responses to comments, drafting public statements on 
standards, or other purely advisory functions).  


The Standards Committee shall outline all expectations with respect to how the subgroup shall 
function, including scope of work, deliverables, membership, voting in the subgroup, and 
parliamentary procedures for approval to move any deliverables to the Standards Committee for 
action. 


5.7 Technical Advisory Groups 


The function of a Technical Advisory Groups is to provide assistance to Working Group(s) 
and/or the Standards Committee. A Technical Advisory Group operates under the same rules as a 
Working Group, with the following exceptions: 


a) A Technical Advisory Group shall not write standards, recommended practices or 
guides, but may write documents on specialty matters within the purview of the TAG. 


b) A Technical Advisory Group is established by the Standards Committee at the request 
of one or more Working Groups, or at the discretion of the Standards Committee. 


c) The primary responsibility of a Technical Advisory Group is to provide assistance 
within its topical area as specifically requested by one or more of the Working 
Groups and/or the Standards Committee. 


d) A document can only be represented as the position of a Technical Advisory Group if 
it has attained approval by a vote of the Technical Advisory Group. Such votes are 
considered to be technical votes, and require approval by 75% or more to pass. 


e) Between plenary and interim meetings, the Technical Advisory Group Chair is 
empowered to schedule teleconference meetings to allow the Technical Advisory 
Group to conduct business as required, provided that the date and time of the 
teleconference and agenda are published on the Technical Advisory Group website 
and e-mail reflector at least 5 days before the meeting. 


f) Votes on Technical Advisory Group documents may be conducted verbally during 
teleconference meetings if a majority of the Technical Advisory Group members are 
present. 


g) Votes on Technical Advisory Group documents may be conducted via electronic 
balloting. The minimum ballot period shall be 5 days. 


5.8 Additional Rules for Working Groups 


5.8.1 Assignment of PARs to a Working Group 


Prior to the Standards Committee forwarding a PAR to the IEEE-SA Standards Board for 
approval, the Standards Committee determines, with due consideration of advice from the PAR 
Study Group whether the PAR, should it be approved, is to be assigned to an existing Working 
Group or a new Working Group. If the IEEE-SA Standards Board approves the PAR, and it is a 
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PAR that the Standards Committee has determined should be assigned to a new Working Group, 
that Working Group immediately comes into existence. 


5.8.2 Working Group Policies and Procedures 


The IEEE 802 LMSC Working Group Policies and Procedures shall be used as the Policies and 
Procedures for IEEE 802 Working Groups. The requirements for the election and confirmation 
of Working Group officers are stated in the IEEE 802 LMSC Working Group Policies and 
Procedures. 


5.8.3 Hibernation of a Working Group 


If a Working Group has no active PARs, and is not actively developing a new PAR, then it 
should be considered to either be placed in hibernation (if it has developed standards or 
recommended practices in the past that are still current), or disbanded (if it has no current 
standards or recommended practices). 


A Working Group may be hibernated at the request of the Working Group Chair and the 
approval of the Standards Committee. The hibernating Working Group may be returned to active 
status by the Standards Committee in order for the Working Group to develop a new PAR. 


Hibernating Working Group Chairs become Non-Voting Members of the Standards Committee 
after their Working Group enters hibernation.  The Standards Committee Chair may appoint new 
hibernating Working Group Chairs to replace vacancies as soon as practical, subject to 
confirmation by the Standards Committee at the next plenary meeting. 


5.8.4 Disbanding a Working Group 


After all standards, recommended practices, and technical reports for which a hibernating 
Working Group is responsible are withdrawn or transferred to another group or groups, a 
Standards Committee electronic ballot of 30 days minimum duration shall be conducted to 
determine whether the hibernating Working Group is to be disbanded. 


If the Standards Committee electronic ballot on disbanding the group passes, the Working Group 
is disbanded. If the ballot fails, then the Standards Committee Chair shall determine a future date 
when the disbanding of the group may be re-balloted. 


6.0 Meetings  


This clause shall not be modified except that the values in the shaded text may be increased 
and text inside square brackets may either be included or deleted.  


Standards Committee meetings may be conducted via electronic means or in-person or in-person 
with one or more participants contributing via electronic means. Standards Committee meetings 
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shall be held, as decided by the Standards Committee Chair, or by petition of 5 or more voting 
members, to conduct business such as making assignments, receiving reports of work, 
progressing draft standards, resolving differences among subgroups, and considering views and 
objections from any source. A meeting notice shall be distributed to all members at least 30 days 
in advance of a face-to-face meeting and at least 15 days in advance for an electronic (including 
teleconference) meeting. A meeting agenda (including participation information) shall be 
distributed to all members at least 10 days in advance of a face-to-face meeting, and at least 5 
days in advance for an electronic meeting. Meetings of subgroups may be held as decided upon 
by the members or Chair of the subgroup. Notification of the potential for action shall be 
included on any distributed agendas for meetings. 


All IEEE Standards development meetings are open to anyone who has a material interest and 
wishes to attend. However, some meetings may occur in Executive Session (see Clause 6.2). 


6.1 Quorum 


This clause shall not be modified except that the values in shaded text may be increased.  


A quorum shall be identified before the initiation of Standards Committee business at a meeting, 
but if a quorum is not present, actions may be taken subject to confirmation by letter or 
electronic ballot, as detailed in Clause 7.4. When the voting membership is less than 50 voting 
members, a quorum shall be defined as a majority of the current total voting membership. When 
the voting membership is 50 or more voting members, a quorum shall be defined as 50% of the 
current total voting membership or 26, whichever is greater. Voting members who recuse 
themselves shall not be counted in the equation to determine whether a quorum exists. 


6.2 Executive Session 


This clause shall not be modified. 


Meetings to discuss personnel or sensitive business matters (e.g., the negotiation of contracts), or 
for other appropriate non-public matters (e.g., the receipt of legal advice), may be conducted in 
Executive Session. 


The matters discussed in Executive Session are confidential, and therefore, attendance at the 
Executive Session shall be limited to those with governance authority, outside advisors (e.g., 
lawyers or consultants) where necessary to provide professional guidance, and select IEEE-SA 
staff who may have information or a perspective relevant to the subject matter discussed in 
Executive Session. An individual may be invited to join for a portion of the discussion and then 
excused at the appropriate time. In each case, except as authorized by the Standards Committee, 
participants in an Executive Session are prohibited from discussing or disclosing any information 
presented and discussed during such Executive Session to a third party or other person not 
present during the Executive Session, and shall not continue to discuss such matters after the 
Executive Session has adjourned.  
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Executive Sessions should be conducted face-to-face (in person) to provide the greatest 
assurance that the content of such Executive Sessions will be kept confidential. However, when 
necessary, Executive Sessions may include participants who participate by teleconference 
provided such persons agree not to disclose any information so discussed, and agree that they 
will participate in such conference in a manner that does not result in third parties gaining access 
to such discussions or information. 


6.3 Meeting Fees 


This clause may be modified or replaced by "Not Applicable". 


The Standards Committee may charge a meeting fee to cover the expenses of the Standards 
Committee. The fee shall not be used to restrict participation by any interested parties. The 
Standards Committee shall set the meeting fees in consultation with those planning a particular 
meeting. 


Everyone who attends a meeting, except those for whom the Standards Committee waives the 
fee, shall pay the meeting fee. 


6.4 Minutes 


This clause shall not be modified. 


The minutes shall record the essentials in concise format, including the following: 


a) Name of group 
b) Date and location of meeting  
c) Officer presiding, including the name of the secretary who wrote the minutes  
d) Meeting participants, including affiliation and voting member status at the end of the 


meeting.  
e) Call to order, Standards Committee Chair’s remarks 
f) Reminders of IEEE policies, such as Patent policy, and Copyright policy 
g) The fact that a Call for Patents occurred and any responses made to such Call 
h) Approval of minutes of previous meeting 
i) Approval of agenda 
j) Technical topics  


1) Brief summary of discussions and conclusions 
2) Motions exactly as they are stated, including the names of mover and seconder, 


and the outcome of each motion  
k) Action items 
l) Items reported out of Executive Session 
m) Recesses and time of final adjournment 
n) Next meeting—date. time, and location

- Attributions of comments to specific participants 


7.0 Voting 


7.1 Approval of an Action  


This clause shall not be modified.  


Approval of an action requires approval by a majority (or two-thirds) vote as specified below in 
7.1.1 (majority), and 7.1.2 (two-thirds).  The “majority, two-thirds vote” is defined as one of the 
following: 


a) At a meeting (including teleconferences) where quorum has been established, a vote 
carried by majority (or two-thirds) approval of the votes cast (i.e., Approve or Do Not 
Approve votes, excluding abstentions) by the voting members in attendance. 


b) By electronic means (including email), a vote carried by majority (or two-thirds) of the 
votes cast (i.e., Approve or Do Not Approve votes, excluding abstentions), provided a 
majority of all the voting members of the Standards Committee responded. 


7.1.1 Actions Requiring Approval by a Majority Vote  


This clause shall not be modified, except for a) moving actions to 7.1.2, b) adding actions, c) 
taking care of the brackets as described in the template instructions. 


The following actions require approval by a majority vote: 


a) Formation or modification of a subgroup, including its procedures, scope, and duties 
b) Disbandment of subgroups 
c) Approval of minutes 
d) Authorization for submittal of a PAR, modification of a PAR, withdrawal of a PAR, or 


Standards Association balloting  
e) Approval for a joint development project. 
f) Approval to forward draft standards to IEEE-SA RevCom 
g) Other Motions brought to the floor by members (when deemed in order by the Standards 


Committee Chair) 


7.1.2 Actions Requiring Approval by a Two-thirds Vote  
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This clause shall not be modified, except to include additional voting actions. 


The following actions require approval by a two-thirds vote: 


a) Adoption of new or revised interest categories, or revisions thereof 
b) Approval of public statements 
c) Approval of change of the Standards Committee scope* 
d) Approval of termination of the Standards Committee* 
e) Removal of an officer 


* Following Standards Committee approval, items a, c, and d require notice to the IEEE-SA 
Standards Board. 


Note that the voting requirements for the adoption or modification of the Standards Committee 
Policies and Procedures (this document) is defined in Clause 12.0 Revision of Standards 
Committee P&P. 


7.2 Standards Committee Approvals  


7.2.1 Moving a Draft Standard to Standards Association ballot 


This clause shall not be modified. 


Moving a draft standard to Standards Association ballot requires approval of the Standards 
Committee. Approval by the Standards Committee shall be limited to conducting a procedural 
review. The Standards Committee may delegate this approval authority to a subgroup. 


7.2.2 Change in Scope of a Standards Project 


This clause shall not be modified. 


Standards Committee approval is required for any substantive change in the scope of a standard 
or project. The Standards Committee may delegate this approval authority to a subgroup. 
Requested changes shall be reviewed to ensure that the standards project remains within the 
scope of the Standards Committee and shall also be reviewed to determine if the standards 
project requires a modified PAR. 


7.3 Proxy Voting 


This clause shall not be modified if the Standards Committee allows Proxy voting. If the 
Standards Committee does not allow Proxy voting, replace text below with the words “Not 
Applicable.” 


Not Applicable. 
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7.4 Voting Between Meetings 


This clause may be modified. 


At the discretion of the Standards Committee Chair, the Standards Committee shall be allowed to 
conduct voting between meetings by the use of a letter or electronic ballot. If such actions are to 
be taken, they shall follow the rules of IEEE Bylaw I-300.4(5).  


8.0 Communications 


This clause shall not be modified.  


All correspondence on behalf of the Standards Committee shall contain identification of the 
Standards Committee as the source of the correspondence. 


8.1 Formal Internal Communication  


This clause may be modified.   


If correspondence between subgroups involves issues or decisions (that is, non-routine matters) 
affecting other subgroups, copies shall be sent to all affected Subgroup Chairs and the Standards 
Committee officers. 


8.2 External Communication 


This clause shall not be modified. 


Inquiries relating to the Standards Committee shall be directed to the Standards Committee 
Chair, and members shall so inform individuals who raise such questions. All replies to inquiries 
shall be made through the Standards Committee Chair. 


8.3 Public Statements for Standards 


This clause shall not be modified. 


All Standards Committee public communications shall comply with the policies of the IEEE-SA 
Standards Board Operations Manual. 


Individuals making public statements that have not been approved by the Standards Committee 
shall state that they are speaking as individuals, and their views do not necessarily represent the 
views of the Standards Committee, IEEE-SA, or IEEE (see clause 5.2.1.6 “Official statements” 
in the IEEE- SA Standards Board Bylaws).

Standards Committee public statements shall not be released without prior approval as per 
Clause 7.1.2 of these procedures. 


8.3.2 Subgroup Public Statements 


This clause shall not be modified except to include additional requirements. 


Subgroup public statements shall not be released without prior approval of the subgroup. Such 
public statements also require approval of the Standards Committee. 


Subgroup public statements shall be identified in the first paragraph of the public statement as 
being specifically the position of the subgroup, and do not necessarily represent the views of the 
Standards Committee, IEEE-SA, or IEEE. These statements shall be issued by the Subgroup 
Chair and shall include the Standards Committee Chair in the distribution. Such statements shall 
not bear the IEEE, the IEEE-SA, or the Standards Committee logos. 


8.3.3 Public Statements to be Issued by other Entities  


This clause shall not be modified. 


If the Standards Committee wishes to go to another IEEE entity (as defined in Section 15 of the 
IEEE Policies) to have that entity offer a public statement on a standards matter, they shall do so 
only after agreement from the IEEE-SA Standards Board and approval from the IEEE-SA Board 
of Governors. Upon Standards Committee approval, proposed public statements that need to be 
issued by other IEEE entities shall be forwarded to the IEEE-SA Standards Board Secretary for 
further action.  


8.4 Informal Communications 


This clause shall not be modified. 


Informal communications shall not imply that they are a formal position of the IEEE, the IEEE-
SA, or the Standards Committee. 


8.5 Standards Publicity 


This clause may be modified. 


The Standards Committee is encouraged to prepare press releases and other forms of publicity to 
promote their activities. Please see clause 5.1.4 “Standards publicity” of the IEEE-SA Standards 
Board Operations Manual for further instructions.  
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9.0 Appeals 


This clause shall not be modified except to include details of the Standards Committee’s 
appeals process, including the use of one committee to act as both the Appeals Committee 
and the Appeals Panel, and shall not reference other documents. 


Technical discussions and decisions occur within the Standards Committee subgroup (e.g., 
Working Group). Any person dissatisfied with a technical decision shall follow the approved 
procedures for providing technical input to the subgroup that made the decision, including but 
not limited to making a technical comment during the applicable comment submission and/or 
balloting period. 


The Standards Committee recognizes the right of appeal on procedural grounds. Procedural 
concerns within a Standards Committee subgroup shall be first presented to the subgroup or 
Working Group for resolution. If the procedural concern is not resolved after presentation to the 
subgroup for resolution, the complaint regarding any procedural action or inaction on the part of 
the Standards Committee, or a Standards Committee’s subgroup, shall be presented to the 
Standards Committee for resolution. If the party bringing the complaint determines that the 
Standards Committee’s proposed resolution is unacceptable, such party can file a procedural 
appeal with the Standards Committee. 


Appeals to the Standards Committee shall be addressed as follows: 


The appellant shall file a written appeal to the Standards Committee Chair within 30 days of the 
event (action or inaction). The written appeal shall state the nature of the issue, including any 
adverse effects; the clause(s) of the procedures that are at issue; summarize previous attempts to 
resolve the issue with the subgroup or Working Group that is responsible for the standard 
including the outcome/decision of each attempt; and propose specific remedies that would satisfy 
the appellant’s concerns. The appellant shall provide any supplemental information necessary to 
support the claims made in the appeal. 


Upon receiving a written appeal, the Standards Committee Chair shall form an Appeal 
Committee consisting of at least five members of the Standards Committee, none of whom were 
directly involved in the matter in dispute, and who will not be materially or directly affected by 
any decisions made concerning the dispute and shall appoint a chair. The chair of the Appeal 
Committee shall be an officer of the Standards Committee, if possible. The Appeal Committee 
shall review the written appeal and decide, within 45 days of the submission of the written 
appeal, whether or not to recommend to the Standards Committee that an Appeal Panel be 
formed to consider the appeal. The Appeal Committee may try to resolve the issue with informal 
discussions with the concerned parties prior to making a decision about an Appeal Panel. The 
Appeal Committee may decline to recommend an Appeal Panel if (i) the appeal deals with 
ethical issues, (ii) the appeal deals with technical issues, or (iii) the appellant has not attempted to 
first resolve the issue informally with the subgroup or Working Group that is responsible for the 
standard. If the Appeal Committee declines to recommend an Appeal Panel based on these 
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criteria, the Appeal Committee shall provide a written communication to the Standards 
Committee Chair and the appellant outlining the reason for its decision. 


If the Appeal Committee determines that the appeal submission is acceptable, the Standards 
Committee Chair shall form an Appeal Panel consisting of an Appeal Panel Chair and two other 
members, none of whom were directly involved in the matter in dispute, and who will not be 
materially or directly affected by any decisions made concerning the dispute. The Appeal Panel 
shall have at least two members that are acceptable to both the appellant and the appellee.  


The Appeal Panel shall hear the appeal during a time convenient to all parties (with at least two 
weeks’ notice to all concerned parties), and, if possible, prior to the next regular meeting of the 
Standards Committee. The appeal may be conducted in person or by telephone conference. 
Failure of the appellant to participate in the hearing (barring unforeseen technical difficulties) 
shall constitute a withdrawal of the appeal.  


A written decision shall be rendered by the Appeal Panel within 30 days of hearing the appeal 
and communicated to the parties concerned, including the Chair of the Appeal Committee and 
the Standards Committee Chair. 


The remainder of the clause shall not be modified  


Standards Committee procedural appeals shall be conducted as follows: 


The number of participating (i.e., speaking) representatives for each of the parties to the appeal is 
limited to a maximum of three (3). Other individuals may attend the hearing, but will not be 
permitted to address, or be addressed by, the Standards Committee’s Appeal Panel or either of 
the parties to the appeal at any time (including during the question and answer period). No 
recordings or verbatim transcriptions of the hearing are allowed, except by the IEEE-SA at its 
sole discretion. 


The Standards Committee Appeal Panel may call an Executive Session before, during the course 
of, or following an appeal hearing to consider its action on a specific appeal. 


No party to an appeal may communicate with any member of the Standards Committee Appeal 
Panel regarding the appeal while the matter is pending (i.e., from the time of filing of the appeal 
brief to finalization of the Standards Committee Appeal Panel decision). 


The appellant has the burden of demonstrating adverse effects, improper action(s) or inaction, 
and the efficacy of the requested remedial action. Each party may adduce other pertinent 
arguments, and members of the Standards Committee Appeal Panel may address questions to 
individuals. The Standards Committee Appeal Panel shall only consider documentation included 
in the appeal brief and reply brief, unless 


a) Significant new evidence has come to light; and 
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b) Such evidence reasonably was not available to the appellant or appellee, as appropriate, 
at the time of filing; and 


c) Such evidence was provided by the appellant or appellee, as appropriate, to the other 
parties as soon as it became available. 


Prior to the hearing, the members of the Standards Committee Appeal Panel may convene to 
review the ground rules before the participants appear. 


If, after completion of the Standards Committee’s appeals process, the party bringing the 
complaint determines that the Standards Committee’s Appeals Panel decision is unacceptable, 
such party can file a procedural appeal with the IEEE-SA Standards Board as described in 
Clause 9 on “Appeals” of the IEEE-SA Standards Board Operations Manual. 


10.0 Dominance 


If dominance is suspected, the Standards Committee Chair shall promptly notify the IEEE SASB 
and the Standards Committee shall promptly review the concern with the relevant Standards 
Committee Subgroup Chair, per IEEE SASB Operations Manual and IEEE SASB Bylaws 
regarding dominance. 


If a Standards Committee Subgroup Chair suspects that an authorized activity within that 
subgroup is potentially dominated, as defined in the IEEE SASB Bylaws, or receives a complaint 
of dominance within that subgroup, that Standards Committee Subgroup Chair shall report the 
complaint or suspicion to the Standards Committee Chair. 


The Standards Committee Subgroup Chair shall then investigate the suspicion or complaint and 
present a report to the Standards Committee with any recommend action(s).  The Standards 
Committee Subgroup Chair may appoint a panel to perform the investigation and prepare the 
report. 


If the Standards Committee finds evidence that an authorized activity is dominated, as defined in 
the IEEE SASB Bylaws, the Standards Committee may direct that the votes of individuals in the 
dominating party shall be treated as a single vote for the purpose of that activity.  The Standards 
Committee Chair shall notify the Chair of the IEEE SASB of the action. 


If the Standards Committee determines that other actions should be taken in response to the 
dominance of an authorized activity, the proposed actions shall be forwarded by the Standards 
Committee Chair to the Chair of the IEEE SASB for consideration.  The actions will take effect 
only if approved by the IEEE SASB. 


The Standards Committee Chair shall update the Chair of the IEEE SASB after every plenary, at 
a minimum, regarding the action until its conclusion.

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11.0 Standards Committee Ombudsman 


The Standards Committee Chair may appoint a volunteer to be the Standards Committee 
Ombudsman.  The Standards Committee Ombudsman should have experience working with the 
IEEE SASB.  The Standards Committee Ombudsman shall serve as a confidential information 
resource, communications channel, complaint handler and dispute resolver. 


A brief notice, giving the contact method and purpose of the Standards Committee Ombudsman, 
shall be posted on the IEEE 802 website. 


A notification of all complaints related to IEEE 802 or a subgroup received by the Standards 
Committee or any Standards Committee Subgroup should be sent to the Standards Committee 
Ombudsman.  A standard form should be generated that indicates: the name and contact 
information of the participant, the nature of the complaint, and any action taken in response to 
the complaint. 


Participants are invited to write directly to the Standards Committee Ombudsman if they have 
reason to believe their original complaint has not received the attention it deserves or if they 
prefer to bring the concern confidentially to a neutral party.  The Standards Committee 
Ombudsman is responsible for: 


1. acknowledging receipt of the complaint in a timely manner, 


2. confidentially discussing the issue with the concerned participant, 


3. confidentially investigating the nature of the complaint if requested by the participant, 


4. suggesting action(s) to the concerned participant that may help rectify the problem, 


5. responding to the participant with details of any action(s) taken and inviting the 
participant to correspond further if either these action(s) does not solve the problem or if 
participant still remains dissatisfied. 


The Standards Committee Ombudsman shall report to the Standards Committee at each plenary 
session. 


12.0 Revision of Standards Committee P&P 


Revisions to these P&P shall be submitted to the Standards Committee no less than 30 days in 
advance of a motion (or conclusion of an electronic ballot) to approve them.  Amendments in 
response to comments on the P&P are permitted.  Insufficient time to consider complex 
amendments is a valid reason to vote disapprove.  A motion to revise the Standards Committee 
P&P shall require a vote of approve by at least two thirds of all voting members of the Standards

2.3 Standards distribution in digital format  
This guideline defines the mechanism for generating and handing out IEEE 802 standards in digital format. The 
Recording Secretary shall be responsible for determining for the format and for creating the version for that 
year.  The Sponsor has requested that the format be a durable, physical format, such as CD-ROM or DVD.
1) The distribution contains at a minimum: 


a) All PDF files for IEEE 802 standards that are active, withdrawn or superseded, that have been published by 45 days prior to 
the initial distribution.. 


b) The approved IEEE 802  rules including: IEEE 802 LMSC Policy and Procedures, IEEE 802 LMSC Operations Manual, IEEE 802 
LMSC Working Group Policies and Procedures and IEEE 802 LMSC Chair's Guidelines. 


2) Nominally, there will be an annual production with initial distribution at plenary meeting determined by 
Recording Secretary with the current version available at subsequent plenary sessions until the next annual 
production. 


3) In order to receive a copy of the standards, the individual shall be registered at the plenary session where 
the standards are distributed


4) Distribution is offered during badge pickup.
5) The license is for personal use only – individuals will initial receipt of the standards. 
6) Previously issued versions of the standards distribution are licensed to recipient only and is not transferable. 


The recipient may keep it for archival purposes or should be destroyed. 
7) The Sponsor Chair may make an exception to the above, subject to copyright requirements of the IEEE.

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1. Introduction


The IEEE Project 802 (IEEE 802) LAN / MAN Standards Committee (LMSC) is the Standards 
Committee for IEEE 802 Standards.  It is referred to throughout this document as the IEEE 802 
LMSC.1  Unless otherwise stated, when a signature is required on behalf of the IEEE 802 LMSC,
the IEEE 802 LMSC Chair provides that signature when authorized by the IEEE 802 LMSC.


Unless otherwise stated, the term Working Group indicates both IEEE 802 LMSC Working 
Groups as well as IEEE 802 LMSC Technical Advisory Groups.


Unless otherwise stated, none of the rules or requirements in this Operations Manual (OM) may 
be suspended by vote of the IEEE 802 LMSC as would otherwise be allowed by Robert's Rules 
of Order Newly Revised (latest edition).


The operation of the IEEE 802 LMSC is subject to regulations contained in a number of 
documents, including this OM.  The regulating documents are identified in the following list and 
are given in their order of precedence from highest to lowest. If any two documents in this list 
contain conflicting regulations, the conflict shall be resolved in favor of the document of higher 
precedence.  Note that the IEEE 802 LMSC P&P references other precedence documents.


IEEE 802 LMSC Policies and Procedures
IEEE 802 LMSC Operations Manual (this document)
IEEE 802 LMSC Working Group Policies and Procedures
IEEE 802 LMSC Chairs Guide


Robert's Rules of Order Newly Revised (latest edition) is the recommended guide for 
parliamentary procedures not covered in the documents identified above.


In order to maintain some consistency of operation, the IEEE 802 LMSC Chair may maintain a 
public document to be called the "IEEE 802 LMSC Chair's Guidelines and IEEE 802 LMSC 
policy decisions".  This document will give the reader a hint at how the IEEE 802 LMSC Chair 
will be expected to deal with situations described therein. This is considered useful for recurring 
situations and to avoid management which appears to be capricious. The scope of the document 
is to be limited to matters of decision that are within the powers of the IEEE 802 LMSC Chair or 
to record selected policy decisions decided by a vote of the IEEE 802 LMSC.


1In previous documents, the IEEE 802 LMSC was also referred to as the Sponsor, IEEE 802 
LMSC Executive Committee, or EC.

3. IEEE 802 LMSC organization


The IEEE 802 LMSC has grown significantly from the original IEEE Project 802 that was its 
origin, but because of its roots and the family of standards it has developed; it is also widely 
known as “IEEE 802”. The terms “IEEE 802 LMSC” and “IEEE 802 LMSC Standards” will be 
used in this OM.


The IEEE 802 LMSC has reporting requirements to the Standards Activity Board of the IEEE 
Computer Society (see Figure 1). IEEE 802 LMSC is governed by rules that are intended to 
minimize overlap and conflict between standards and to promote commonality and compatibility 
among the family of IEEE802 LMSC standards. IEEE802 LMSC standards and recommended
practices are developed within a Working Group or Technical Advisory Group (see Figure 2).


Further details of the organization and officers of the IEEE 802 LMSC are provided in Clause

4. IEEE 802 LMSC groups


All IEEE 802 Working Groups shall use the individual method, as defined in the IEEE 802 
LMSC Policies and Procedures.
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4.1 The IEEE 802 LMSC


4.1.1 Function


The function of the IEEE 802 LMSC is to oversee the operation of the committee in the 
following ways:


a) Charter PAR Study Groups, Working Groups, and Technical Advisory Groups.
b) Provide procedural and, if necessary, technical guidance to the Working Groups and 


Technical Advisory Groups as it relates to their charters.
c) Oversee Working Group and Technical Advisory Group operations to ensure that it is 


within the scope of IEEE 802 LMSC, and its established charter.
d) Examine and approve Working Group draft standards for Standards Association ballot 


and submission to RevCom, and for conformance with the approved Project 
Authorization Request (PAR) and Criteria for Standards Development (CSD) documents.


e) Consider complaints of Working Group and Technical Advisory Group.
f) Approve press releases and other external communications.
g) Manage IEEE 802 LMSC logistics, e.g., concurrent Working Group and Technical 


Advisory Group meetings, finances, etc.
h) Oversee formation of Standards Association ballot groups and Standards Association 


ballot process.


4.1.2 Voting rules


All IEEE 802 LMSC approvals on motions to progress or establish a project or PAR Study 
Group require explicit vote counts (Yes/No/Abstain) to be reported by the originating subgroup.


At times, it may become necessary for the IEEE 802 LMSC to render a decision that cannot be 
made prior to the close of one plenary but must be made prior to the opening of the following 
plenary. Such decisions may be made using electronic balloting. Provision shall be made for the 
participants in IEEE 802 LMSC activities to observe and comment on IEEE 802 LMSC 
electronic ballots. All comments from those who are not Voting Members of the IEEE 802 
LMSC shall be considered. Commenters who are not Voting Members of the IEEE 802 LMSC 
are urged to seek a Voting Member of the IEEE 802 LMSC (normally their Working Group or 
Technical Advisory Group Chair) to include the viewpoint of the commenter in their vote.


The IEEE 802 LMSC Chair, or a IEEE 802 LMSC member designated by the IEEE 802 LMSC 
Chair (usually a Vice Chair), shall determine the duration of the ballot, issue the ballot by e-mail 
and tally the votes after the ballot is closed. IEEE 802 LMSC Voting Members shall return their 
vote and comments by e-mail.


The minimum duration of an electronic ballot shall be 10 days2. For urgent matters once 
sufficient response is received to clearly decide a matter, the ballot may be closed early. This 
allows a decision to be reached in less than 10 days. Ballots where the possibility of an early 
close exists must be clearly marked accordingly. Otherwise, the tally of votes shall not be made 
until at least 24 hours after the close of the ballot to allow time for delivery of the e-mail votes.  


2Throughout this document, unless otherwise specified, the term “day” refers to a 24 hour period.
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If at the end of the ballot insufficient votes have been received to pass the ballot, the ballot fails.  
The motion and tally of any email votes since the last IEEE 802 LMSC meeting shall be 
included in the minutes of the next IEEE 802 LMSC meeting.


4.1.3 Meetings


IEEE 802 LMSC meetings are open to observers. However, some meetings may occur in 
Executive, as described in the “Executive Session” subclause of the IEEE Project 802 LMSC 
Policies and Procedures.  An open discussion or acknowledgement of a request to participate in a
particular discussion is determined by the IEEE 802 LMSC Chair.


The IEEE 802 LMSC meets in-person during plenary sessions.  At the discretion of the Chair, 
between plenary sessions, meetings via electronic means may be scheduled.


4.1.4 Procedure for limiting the length of the IEEE 802 sponsor meetings


a) The reports from the Working Groups and Technical Advisory Groups should deal 
primarily with issues related to IEEE 802 LMSC as a whole or inter-group coordination. 
Reports of those items that will be covered in the plenary meeting should be minimized.


b) The maker of the motion, after the motion has been seconded, has up to five minutes to 
explain the motion and to answer questions about it.


c) Each IEEE 802 LMSC member has two minutes of uninterrupted time to state an opinion
about the motion. It is not necessary that all two minutes be used.


d) The opening IEEE 802 LMSC meeting shall start at 8:00 a.m. and end no later than 10:30
a.m. on Monday morning and the closing IEEE 802 LMSC meeting shall start at 1:00 
p.m. and shall end no later than 6:00 p.m. on Friday of the plenary session.


e) If the IEEE 802 LMSC so modifies a Working Group’s motion that the Working Group 
Chair believes the Working Group membership may no longer support the revised motion
then the Working Group should be given the opportunity to reconsider what action it 
wishes to take and present it to the IEEE 802 LMSC at the next IEEE 802 LMSC 
meeting. This action can be accomplished by a Privileged Non-debatable “Request to 
Defer Action” made by the affected Working Group Chair which will automatically cause
all action on the motion to be deferred until the next regular IEEE 802 LMSC meeting.


4.2 IEEE 802 LMSC Working Groups


The function and operation of Working Groups is described in the IEEE 802 LMSC Working 
Group Policies and Procedures.


Revised drafts approved in subsequent Working Group letter ballot for forwarding to a Standards
Association recirculation ballot do not require IEEE 802 LMSC approval for forwarding. 


The chair of a hibernating Working Group shall maintain a list of experts that are available to 
answer questions and provide clarification about the standards and/or recommended practices 
generated by the Working Group.


Inquiries concerning the standards and recommended practices of a hibernating Working Group 
shall be directed to the chair of the hibernating Working Group. The chair shall attempt to 
resolve the inquiry using the core of experts, as necessary. If the chair is unable to resolve the 
inquiry, the chair may petition the IEEE 802 LMSC to reactivate the Working Group.
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4.3 PAR Study Groups


4.3.1 PAR Study group operation


Unless otherwise stated, PAR Study Group in this document refers to any PAR Study Group, 
whether formed as a subgroup of IEEE 802 LMSC (Standards Committee PAR Study Group) or 
as a subgroup of a Working Group or Technical Advisory Group (Working Group PAR Study 
Group).


Progress of each PAR Study Group shall be presented at the closing IEEE 802 LMSC meeting of
each IEEE 802 LMSC plenary session by the appropriate Working Group, Technical Advisory 
Group, or Standards Committee PAR Study Group Chair.  PAR Study Groups may elect officers 
other than the Chair, if necessary. Because of the limited time duration of a PAR Study Group, 
no letter ballots are permitted.


The election of a Standards Committee PAR Study Group Vice Chair is subject to confirmation 
by the IEEE 802 LMSC.


4.3.2 Voting at PAR Study Group meetings


Any person attending a PAR Study Group meeting may vote on all motions (including 
recommending approval of a PAR). A vote is carried by 75% of those present and voting 
Approve or Disapprove.


4.4 Industry connections activity operations


The Industry Connections Activity shall operate either as 


• a subgroup of the Working Group to which the IEEE 802 LMSC delegates the activity, or


• a subgroup of the IEEE 802 LMSC


Approval of the subgroup requires a majority vote, as indicated in “Actions requiring approval 
by a majority vote” subclause (7.1.1) of the IEEE 802 LMSC Policies and Procedures.


5. IEEE 802 LMSC sessions


There is no membership requirement for attendance at an IEEE 802 LMSC plenary session or an 
interim session of an IEEE 802 LMSC subgroup; they are open forums. However, anyone who 
attends any portion of a technical meeting that is part of an IEEE 802 LMSC plenary session or 
an interim session of an IEEE 802 LMSC subgroup is obligated to comply with the registration 
requirements for the session.


For the purposes of this OM, a technical meeting is defined as, but is not limited to, any meeting 
of a IEEE 802 LMSC Working Group, Technical Advisory Group, Standards Committee PAR 
Study Group, any of their subgroups, or any call for interest at an IEEE 802 LMSC session.


All active IEEE 802 Working Groups shall meet face-to-face during each IEEE 802 Plenary 
session.  All Working Group meetings shall only be face-to-face, electronic meetings are not 
allowed.  Additionally, IEEE 802 Technical Advisory Groups are allowed to have electronic 
meetings to make decisions between meetings, but such meetings do not count for participation 
credit.
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The Working Group Chair may designate specific individual experts who are allowed to 
participate in Working Group discussions via electronic means during a face-to-face meeting for 
the benefit of the group.  These individuals are not considered to be attending the meeting and so 
they are not required to pay meeting fees and they do not get participation credit. The 
participation of these individuals should be limited to specific technical topics. Such participation
shall be documented in the minutes of the Working Group meeting.


5.1 Plenary sessions


Plenary sessions are the primary LMSC sessions. All active IEEE 802 LMSC Working Groups 
hold their plenary sessions during IEEE 802 LMSC plenary sessions.


IEEE 802 LMSC may collect fees, usually a registration fee, from all attendees of any portion of 
any technical meeting that is a part of an IEEE 802 LMSC plenary session to cover the expenses 
of the plenary session and the expenses of operating IEEE 802 LMSC.


5.1.1 IEEE 802 LMSC plenary


The IEEE 802 LMSC plenary session consists of optional IEEE 802 LMSC plenary meetings, 
IEEE 802 LMSC meetings, and Working Group meetings. The plenary session may also offer 
tutorial programs. If tutorials are offered on Monday, other meetings of IEEE 802 LMSC 
subgroups shall not be scheduled to overlap with the time of the tutorial programs. The plenary 
meeting is a meeting of individuals interested in local and metropolitan area network standards. 
The function of the plenary meeting is information dissemination.  The IEEE 802 LMSC Chair 
sets the agenda for IEEE 802 LMSC plenary meetings and may chose not to hold the meeting if 
there are no items for the agenda.


Each Working Group, Technical Advisory Group, and Standards Committee PAR Study Group 
Chair shall provide a status report to the Recording Secretary no later than one week after the 
conclusion of the closing IEEE 802 LMSC meeting. This status report shall include a description
of the progress made during the week, as well as plans for further work and future meetings. The 
Recording Secretary shall post these status reports on the IEEE 802 LMSC web page no later 
than two weeks after the close of the plenary session.


The plenary meeting is conducted by the IEEE 802 LMSC Chair or a designated delegate.


5.1.2 IEEE 802 LMSC plenary venue selection


The rules in this subclause may be suspended by 2/3 vote of the IEEE 802 LMSC.


The Executive Secretary presents proposed plenary venues to the IEEE 802 LMSC.  Proposed 
plenary venues shall consist of different regions of the world.  Each year there shall be at least 
one plenary that is both outside the United States and the North American continent.


The venue and date for each plenary session shall be approved by the IEEE 802 LMSC prior to 
signing venue-related commitments on behalf of the IEEE 802 LMSC.


Venue contracts are negotiated by the Executive Secretary or an individual selected by the 
Executive Secretary and affirmed by the IEEE 802 LMSC Chair.  The venue contract summary is
presented for approval to the IEEE 802 LMSC.  Upon approval of the IEEE 802 LMSC, the 
IEEE 802 LMSC Executive Secretary submits the venue contract(s) to the IEEE procurement 
office to formally execute the contract.
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5.2 Interim sessions


In addition to plenary sessions, IEEE 802 LMSC Working Groups and Working Group subgroup
may hold interim sessions. An interim session may be for a single Working Group or Working 
Group subgroup or it may be a joint interim session for any combination of Working Groups, and
subgroups.


Interim sessions shall have:


a) Reasonable notification (greater than 30 days) in addition to any announcement given at a
Plenary session, and


b) Few last minute shifts in location (much less than 1 per year). 


5.2.1 Interim session hosts


Each interim session and joint interim session shall have a Host. The Host is the entity that is 
responsible for the financial and logistical planning, and preparation for and execution of the 
session.


An interim session or joint interim session may be hosted by the IEEE 802 LMSC, an IEEE 802 
LMSC Working Group operating with treasury, several IEEE 802 LMSC Working Groups 
operating with a joint treasury, or a non-IEEE 802 LMSC entity. Working Groups and Working 
Group subgroups not authorized to operate with treasury shall not host an interim session.


Alternatively, an interim session or joint interim session may be co-hosted (jointly hosted) by 
any combination of Working Groups operating with treasury, Working Groups operating with a 
joint treasury, and a non-IEEE 802 LMSC entities. Each of the entities co-hosting an interim 
session (Co-hosts) shall have approved a written agreement stating the responsibilities and 
liabilities of each Co-host and the disposition of any surplus funds before any financial 
commitments are made for the co-hosted session. When an interim session is co-hosted, the term 
Host means all of the Co-hosts as a single entity.


The Host may contract with meeting planners and/or other entities to assist it in hosting the 
session.


The responsibilities, authorities, and liabilities of a Host are defined in the following list.


a) The Host is solely responsible for the finances and the logistical planning, preparation for
and execution of the session.


b) The Host will consult and coordinate with the Chair(s) of the Working Group(s) or 
Working Group subgroup(s) participating in the session on the financial and logistical 
planning, and preparation for and execution of the session.


c) The Host is solely responsible for all contracts and agreements that are for goods and/or 
services exclusively for the session.


d) The Host is solely responsible for collecting the fees, if any, from attendees and for 
paying the session expenses including any penalties.


e) The Host is solely responsible for any session deficit and the disposition of any session 
surplus funds.
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5.2.2 Interim session fees


The Host of an interim session may collect fees from all attendees of any part of any technical 
meeting that is part of the session. The fees, usually a registration fee, shall be used to cover the 
direct expenses of the session and, in some cases, may also be used to cover other Working 
Group operating expenses. The “direct expenses” of a session are those expenses, including 
penalties, that are incurred for goods and/or services that are completely consumed by the 
planning, preparation for and/or execution of the session.


If a Working Group operating with treasury, or several Working Groups operating with a joint 
treasury, are the Host of an interim or joint interim session, any fees collected from attendees 
should be deposited respectively in the Working Group treasury or joint treasury. If several 
Working Groups operating with treasury and/or several groups of Working Groups operating 
with joint treasury co-host a joint interim session, any fees collected from attendees should be 
deposited in the bank account of one of the co-hosting Working Groups, as specified in the co-
hosting agreement.


If a Working Group operating with treasury hosts or co-hosts an interim session for only itself, or
several Working Groups operating with a single joint treasury host or co-host a joint interim 
session for only themselves, the collected fees, if any, may also be used to cover other operating 
expenses of the participating Working Group(s).


If a Working Group operating with treasury hosts or co-hosts a joint interim session for itself or 
its subgroups and organization units from other Working Group(s), or several Working Groups 
operating with a joint treasury host or co-host a joint interim session for themselves or their 
subgroups and organization units from other Working Groups, the collected fees, if any, may 
also be used to cover other operating expenses of the hosting Working Group(s) if, and only if, 
the fees for the session are agreed to by the Chair(s) of all of the Working Group(s) with an 
organization unit participating in the session. An “organization unit” of a Working Group is 
defined as the Working Group itself or any of its subgroups.


5.2.3 Interim session financial reporting


A report is not required if the Working Group was not the Host of the session and the following 
requirements were met:


a) The Host complied with the definition of a host in subclause 5.2.1 of this OM
b) The Working Group its subgroups and its officers had no financial responsibility for the 


session including any deficit or penalties
c) The Working Group its subgroups and its officers did not handle or exercise any control 


over any funds either received for the session or disbursed to pay the expenses of the 
session including penalties


d) The Working Group, its subgroups and its officers did not exercise any decision authority
over the disposition of any surplus funds from the session


e) The Working Group, its subgroups and its officers had no control over or beneficial 
interest in any surplus funds from the session


In all other cases where fees were collected for interim sessions, a Working Group shall prepare 
and submit all financial reports required by IEEE, IEEE-SA, Computer Society and IEEE 802 
LMSC regulations.
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5.3 IEEE 802 LMSC Administrative Policies


The IEEE 802 LMSC may hold meetings to decide administrative related issues.  The following 
items are considered to be administrative:


a) Approval of contacts for suppliers or meeting venues.
b) Approval of expenditures


Except as indicated in this subclause, the same rules apply to administrative meetings as to 
meetings held to decide standards related issues.


Meetings to consider administrative issues shall be announced at least 1 week in advance.


5.4 Registration policy


In order for an individual to become registered for a given IEEE 802 LMSC plenary or interim 
session of an IEEE 802 LMSC subgroup, the individual shall:


a) Have complied with the registration requirements for all previously attended IEEE 802 
LMSC plenary sessions and interim sessions of IEEE 802 LMSC subgroups, including 
payment of any required registration fees, and


b) Have completed a valid registration for the session in question, including payment of any 
required registration fee.


An individual who attends any portion of a technical meeting that is part of an IEEE 802 LMSC 
plenary session or an interim session of an IEEE 802 LMSC subgroup is obligated to comply 
with the registration requirements for that session.


An individual who attends any portion of a technical meeting that is part of an IEEE 802 LMSC 
plenary session or an interim session of an IEEE 802 LMSC subgroup but does not comply with 
the registration requirements for that session, and further has not complied with those 
requirements within 60 days after the end of the session, including payment of any required 
registration fees, shall be subject to the following sanctions:


i. No participation credit will be granted for said session.
ii. Any participation credit acquired before said session toward membership in any IEEE 


802 LMSC group is revoked.
iii. Membership in any IEEE 802 LMSC group is terminated.
iv. No participation credit will be granted for attendance at any subsequent IEEE 802 LMSC 


session until the individual has complied with the registration requirements for all 
previously attended IEEE 802 LMSC sessions by the start of said subsequent session.


An individual who has lost membership in an IEEE 802 LMSC group due to failure to comply 
with the registration requirements for an IEEE 802 LMSC plenary or interim session of an IEEE 
802 LMSC subgroup may again earn membership in an IEEE 802 LMSC group as follows:


First, comply with the registration requirements for all IEEE 802 LMSC plenary and interim 
sessions previously attended by the individual. An individual may not be granted membership in 
any IEEE 802 LMSC group until this requirement is fulfilled.


Second, acquire the participation credit required for group membership as required for an 
individual that had never previously attended an IEEE 802 LMSC session.
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The interpretation and implementation of the registration policy for IEEE 802 LMSC plenary 
sessions and IEEE 802 LMSC hosted interim sessions shall be the responsibility of the Treasurer 
and the Executive Secretary. The interpretation and implementation of the registration policy for 
interim sessions of IEEE 802 LMSC subgroups not hosted by the IEEE 802 LMSC shall be the 
responsibility of the Chair and Treasurer (if any) of the IEEE 802 LMSC subgroup(s) holding the
session.


6. Vote


6.1 Voting guidance


It is expected that IEEE 802 LMSC members will vote as both professionals and as individual 
experts, except under the Directed Position provisions, as defined in 6.2, and not as a member of 
any affiliate block (organization, alliance, company, consortium, special interest group, etc.). If 
substantive evidence is presented to the IEEE 802 LMSC Chair that this provision is violated, the
IEEE 802 LMSC will meet to consider what, if any, action to take on the presented evidence up 
to and including suspension of the IEEE 802 LMSC members’ voting rights and/or removal from
office.


6.2 Procedure for establishing a directed position


Members of the IEEE 802 LMSC have a responsibility to act in the best interest of the IEEE 802 
LMSC as a whole. Working Group Chairs have a responsibility to represent their Working 
Groups on the IEEE 802 LMSC. At times these responsibilities are in conflict with each other.


Decisions of a Working Group may be of such a nature that the Working Group members deem 
it necessary to “direct” the Working Group Chair to vote a specific way on IEEE 802 LMSC 
motions related to a Working Group decision. When directed, through the process described 
below, the Working Group Chair shall vote as mandated by the Working Group resolution for the
specified subject on any formal vote(s) in the IEEE 802 LMSC. It would be anticipated that the 
use of a directed (i.e., instructed) vote is an exceptional situation and hence used infrequently, 
e.g., critical PAR votes, formation of new Working Groups and PAR Study Groups.


Working Group developed positions are not to be considered as automatic Directed Positions. 
After a Working Group motion has been passed that establishes the Working Group’s position, a 
separate Directed Position (75% required to pass) motion is required to make that Working 
Group position a Directed Position. A Directed Position motion applies only to a specific, 
bounded, Working Group issue that is to be brought before the IEEE 802 LMSC. Directed 
Position motions may not be combined, nor may any procedure be adopted that diminishes the 
extraordinary nature of establishing a Directed Position.


The Working Group Chair, however, has the freedom to express other views in an attempt to 
persuade members of the IEEE 802 LMSC to consider them, however, such views shall be 
identified as distinct from and not the formal Working Group Directed Position. The Working 
Group Chair is required to disclose to the Working Group Chair's intent to offer a position 
contrary to a Directed Position. When presenting a Directed Position to the IEEE 802 LMSC, the
Working Group Chair is obligated to present and support the Working Group’s Directed Position
motion with voting results, along with pros and cons behind the motion.
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6.3 Delegation of Working Group Chair duties to Working Group Vice Chair


A Working Group Chair who is unable to attend a IEEE 802 LMSC meeting may designate, by 
notification to the IEEE 802 LMSC Chair, a Vice Chair of that Working Group to act in place of 
the Working Group Chair. 


 In the absence of a Working Group Chair at a IEEE 802 LMSC meeting without prior 
notification, the IEEE 802 LMSC Chair should recognize a Vice Chair of that Working Group to 
act in place of the Working Group Chair. 


Regardless of the above no individual may exercise more than one vote at IEEE 802 LMSC 
meetings.


7. Public statements for standards


All public statements shall comply with  “Statements to external bodies  ”   of the IEEE-SA 
Standards Board Operations Manual.


Incoming liaison letters to IEEE 802 LMSC members shall be forwarded to the IEEE 802 LMSC
Chair and, as applicable, the relevant IEEE 802 LMSC subgroup chair.


7.1 Procedure for public statements to other standards bodies


The rules in this subclause and its subsidiary subclauses may be suspended by 2/3 vote of the 
IEEE 802 LMSC.


These procedures apply to public statements to other standards bodies or similar entities.


7.1.1 IEEE 802 LMSC public statements to other standards bodies


a) Public statements from the IEEE 802 LMSC to external standards bodies shall not be 
released without prior approval by the IEEE 802 LMSC. Such approval indicates that the 
public statement represents the position of IEEE 802 LMSC.


b) All public statements by IEEE 802 LMSC to external standards bodies shall be issued by 
the IEEE 802 LMSC Chair and shall be copied to the IEEE 802 LMSC.


7.1.2 IEEE 802 LMSC subgroup public statements to other standards bodies


a) IEEE 802 LMSC subgroup public statements to external standards bodies that are not 
"Information Only" should be copied to affected members of the IEEE 802 LMSC.


b) IEEE 802 LMSC subgroup public statements to external standards bodies shall not imply 
that they represent the position of IEEE or IEEE 802 LMSC.  They shall be issued by the 
IEEE 802 LMSC subgroup Chair(s) and the IEEE 802 LMSC Chair shall be included in 
the distribution list.


7.2 Procedure for public statements to government bodies


The rules in this subclause and its subsidiary subclauses may be suspended by 2/3 vote of the 
IEEE 802 LMSC.


These procedures apply to public statement to government and intergovernmental bodies.  All 
interactions with the ITU will be treated as interactions with an intergovernmental body.
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7.2.1 IEEE 802 LMSC public statements to government bodies


a) IEEE 802 LMSC public statements to government bodies shall not be released without 
prior approval by 2/3 of the IEEE 802 LMSC.


b) All IEEE 802 LMSC public statements to government bodies shall be issued by the IEEE
802 LMSC Chair as the view of IEEE 802 LMSC (stated in the first paragraph of the 
statement). Such public statements shall be copied to the IEEE 802 LMSC and the IEEE-
SA Standards Board Secretary and shall be posted on the IEEE 802 LMSC web site. The 
IEEE 802 LMSC web site shall state that all such public statements shall expire five years
after issue.


7.2.2 IEEE 802 LMSC subgroup public statements to government bodies


a) IEEE 802 LMSC subgroup public statements to government bodies shall not be released 
without prior approval by an action of the IEEE 802 LMSC subgroup, per the “Approval 
of an Action” requirements of IEEE 802 LMSC Working Group Policies and Procedures, 
with a 75% approval threshold. Such public statements may proceed unless blocked by a 
IEEE 802 LMSC vote. For public statements not presented for review in a sponsor 
meeting, IEEE 802 LMSC members shall have a review period of at least five days; if, 
during that time, a motion to block it is made, release of the public statement will be 
withheld until a letter ballot of the IEEE 802 LMSC is held to determine if it is approved.


b) IEEE 802 LMSC subgroup public statements shall be identified in the first paragraph as 
the view of only the IEEE 802 LMSC subgroup and shall be issued by the IEEE 802 
LMSC subgroup(s) Chair(s) and shall include the IEEE 802 LMSC Chair in the 
distribution. Such public statements shall not bear the IEEE, the IEEE-SA, or IEEE 802 
LMSC logos.


8. Use of IEEE 802 LMSC funds


The purpose of the IEEE 802 LMSC treasury is to allow the IEEE 802 LMSC to collect and 
disburse funds for activities that are appropriate to the orderly development of IEEE 802 LMSC 
standards. Use of such funds includes:


 Payment for the expenses of conducting IEEE 802 LMSC hosted sessions and related 
meetings and for other IEEE 802 LMSC operating expenses. Such expenses include, but 
are not limited to, the expenses for:


o meeting rooms
o document reproduction
o meeting administration
o food and beverages
o computer networking and Internet connectivity
o goods and services needed for the efficient conduct of business
o insurance
o audits


 Reimbursement to individuals for appropriate expenses not covered by other sources, 
such as corporations, other IEEE organizations, etc.
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The primary source of funds for the IEEE 802 LMSC is the registration fees collected from 
attendees of IEEE 802 LMSC hosted sessions.


Specific policies regarding the treasury are as follows:


a) The IEEE 802 LMSC shall open and maintain an IEEE 802 LMSC bank account that will
be administered by the Treasurer.


b) The IEEE 802 LMSC may open merchant accounts as required for the processing of 
credit card charges. Such accounts shall be administered by the Treasurer.


c) All funds received by the IEEE 802 LMSC shall be promptly deposited in the IEEE 802 
LMSC bank account. All funds retained by the IEEE 802 LMSC shall be held in the 
IEEE 802 LMSC bank account or, if appropriate, in investments approved by the IEEE.


d) All IEEE 802 LMSC expenditures require the approval of the IEEE 802 LMSC with the 
sole exception that the IEEE 802 LMSC Chair, Vice Chairs, Secretaries, Treasurer, and 
each Working Group Chair whose group is not operating with treasury, may be 
reimbursed from the IEEE 802 LMSC treasury for up to $200 of appropriate expenses 
incurred between IEEE 802 LMSC plenary sessions without specific approval of the 
IEEE 802 LMSC.


e) The Treasurer will provide reports about IEEE 802 LMSC finances to the IEEE 802 
LMSC membership at large at IEEE 802 LMSC plenary sessions and to the IEEE 802 
LMSC. The Treasurer will provide additional reports and participate in audits as required 
by IEEE rules.


f) The Treasurer shall strive to maintain an operating reserve (uncommitted funds on hand) 
sufficient for paying the worst-case expenses of canceling an IEEE 802 LMSC plenary 
session.


g) IEEE 802 LMSC approval of the site for an IEEE 802 LMSC hosted session constitutes 
authority for the Treasurer to pay all ordinary expenses for that session and any 
extraordinary expenses presented as part of the meeting site proposal.


9. Procedure for PARs


9.1 IEEE-SA standards board approval


Any standards activity whose aim is to produce a standard, recommended practice, or guide shall
submit a PAR to the IEEE-SA Standards Board within six months of beginning work.


a) Refer to the IEEE-SA Working Guide for Submittal of Project Authorization Request 
(PAR) and PAR Form. (See http://standards.ieee.org/guides/par/index.html.)


b) Add pages, as necessary, of more detailed information than is on the PAR form about the 
Scope, Purpose, and Coordination of the proposed project, but include summary text 
under Scope and Purpose.

9.2 IEEE 802 LMSC approval


A complete proposed PAR and, if applicable,  the criteria for standards development (CSD) 
statement, as described in Clause 14, shall be submitted to the IEEE 802 LMSC via the IEEE 
802 LMSC email reflector for review no less than 30 days prior to the day of the opening IEEE 
802 LMSC meeting of an IEEE 802 LMSC plenary session.  The submittal message should 
include Internet links to the required submittal documents.  Presence of the submittal message in 
the reflector archive (with time stamp) is evidence of delivery.


Approval of the PAR by the IEEE 802 LMSC is contingent on inclusion of accepted responses 
describing how the proposed PAR meets the CSD. PARs that which introduce no new 
functionality are exempt from the requirement to provide a CSD statement. Examples of such 
PARs are: Protocol Implementation Conformance Statements (PICS), Managed Object 
Conformance Statements (MOCS), PARs to correct errors, and PARs to consolidate documents. 
Such PAR packages shall provide a statement that the project is not intended to provide any new 
functionality.


At the discretion of the IEEE 802 LMSC Chair, PARs may be submitted in parallel to NesCom 
when the IEEE 802 LMSC Closing meeting date allows the PAR to be removed from 
consideration prior to NesCom recommendation to the Standards Board.


At the discretion of the IEEE 802 LMSC Chair, PARs for ordinary items (e.g., Maintenance 
PARs) and PAR changes essential to the orderly conduct of business (e.g., division of existing 
work items or name changes to harmonize with equivalent ISO JTC-1 work items) may be 
placed on the IEEE 802 LMSC agenda if delivered to IEEE 802 LMSC members 48 hours in 
advance.


The CSD statement shall be reviewed and approved by the Working Group and the IEEE 802 
LMSC as part of the approval process for the following:


• Forwarding the PAR to NesCom
• As part of the Working Group ballot to assure the draft is consistent with the CSD
• Forwarding the draft to Standards Assocition ballot
• Forwarding the draft to RevCom


A project uses the same CSD requirements for the review process throughout the life of the 
project, even if the CSD are subsequently modified in the IEEE 802 LMSC Operations Manual.


IEEE 802 LMSC approval of changes to the CSD statement after its initial approval may occur 
either at plenary sessions or by electronic ballot, as described in 4.1.2.


9.3 Plenary review


In order to ensure wide consideration by IEEE 802 LMSC members, PARs for significant new 
work (those that will result in a new Standard/Recommended Practice/Guide or an addition to an 
existing one) shall pass through the following process during the IEEE 802 LMSC plenary 
session week in which IEEE 802 LMSC approval is sought:


Prior to the start of the IEEE 802 LMSC session, draft PARs and CSDs under consideration for 
approval by the IEEE 802 LMSC shall be available at a publicly accessible URL and an email 
sent to the IEEE 802 LMSC reflector should contain the URLs required for viewing the PAR and
associated documentation. Working Group chairs should inform their Working Groups of the 
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PARs that have been circulated to the IEEE 802 LMSC.  Once approved or disapproved by the 
IEEE 802 LMSC, PARs and supporting material should be removed from the public URL.  
Supporting material shall be available in sufficient detail for members of other Working Groups 
to understand if they have an interest in the proposed PAR (i.e., if they would like to contribute 
to/participate in the proposed work, or identify if there is conflict with existing or anticipated 
work in their current Working Group). 


It is highly recommended that a tutorial be given at a previous plenary session for major new 
work items.


Working Groups, other than the proposing Working Group, shall express concerns to the 
proposing Working Group as soon as possible and shall submit comments to the proposing 
Working Group and the IEEE 802 LMSC by e-mail not later than 6:30 p.m. on Tuesday of the 
plenary session.


The proposing Working Group shall post a response to commenting Working Group and to the 
IEEE 802 LMSC together with a Final PAR on a public website and circulate the relevant URL 
on the IEEE 802 LMSC reflector not later than 6:30 p.m. on Wednesday of the plenary session. 
It will be assumed that insufficient coordination and/or inter-Working Group consideration had 
occurred prior to the submission of the PAR if this deadline is not met, and the proposed PAR 
will not be considered by the IEEE 802 LMSC at the closing IEEE 802 LMSC meeting.


9.4 Withdrawn PARs


Occasionally a PAR is withdrawn. When a PAR and its associated Project is to be withdrawn, 
the responsible Working Group chair in consultation with the Working Group shall consider 
whether the most current draft has content that should be archived. 


10. Procedure for ICAIDs


10.1 IEEE-SA standards board approval


An industry connections activity is authorized by the IEEE-SA Standards Board upon 
recommendation by the Industry Connections Committee (ICCom).  ICCom requires the IEEE 
802 LMSC to approve the Industry Connections Activity Initiation Document (ICAID).  This 
section describes the IEEE 802 process for approving an ICAID.


Information on ICCom and the ICAID form can be found at:  
http://standards.ieee.org/about/sasb/iccom/index.html


10.2 IEEE 802 LMSC approval


A proposed ICAID and supporting documents shall be submitted to the IEEE 802 LMSC via the 
IEEE 802 LMSC email reflector for review no less than 30 days prior to the day of the opening 
IEEE 802 LMSC meeting of an IEEE 802 LMSC plenary session.  The submittal message should
include Internet links to the required submittal documents.  Presence of the submittal message in 
the reflector archive (with time stamp) is evidence of delivery.


At the discretion of the IEEE 802 LMSC Chair, ICAIDs may be submitted in parallel to ICCom 
when the IEEE 802 LMSC Closing meeting date allows the ICAID to be removed from 
consideration prior to ICCom recommendation to the Standards Board.
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10.3 Plenary review


In order to ensure wide consideration by IEEE 802 LMSC members, ICAIDs shall pass through 
the following process during the IEEE 802 LMSC plenary session week in which IEEE 802 
LMSC approval is sought.


Prior to the start of the IEEE 802 LMSC session, draft ICAIDs under consideration for approval 
by the IEEE 802 LMSC shall be available at a publicly accessible URL and an email sent to the 
IEEE 802 LMSC reflector should contain the URLs required for viewing the ICAID and 
associated documentation. Working Group chairs should inform their Working Groups of the 
ICAIDs that have been circulated to the IEEE 802 LMSC.  Once approved or disapproved by the 
IEEE 802 LMSC, ICAIDs and supporting material should be removed from the public URL.  
Supporting material shall be available in sufficient detail for members of other Working Groups 
to understand if they have an interest in the proposed ICAID (i.e., if they would like to contribute
to/participate in the proposed work, or identify if there is conflict with existing or anticipated 
work in their current Working Group). 


Subgroups, other than the proposing subgroup, shall express concerns to the proposing subgroup 
as soon as possible and shall submit comments to the proposing Working Group and the IEEE 
802 LMSC by e-mail not later than 6:30 p.m. on Tuesday of the plenary session.


The proposing Working Group shall post a response to the commenting Working Group and to 
the IEEE 802 LMSC together with a Final ICAID on a public website and circulate the relevant 
URL on the IEEE 802 LMSC reflector not later than 6:30 p.m. on Wednesday of the plenary 
session. It will be assumed that insufficient coordination and/or inter-Working Group 
consideration had occurred prior to the submission of the ICAID if this deadline is not met, and 
the proposed ICAID will not be considered by the IEEE 802 LMSC at the closing IEEE 802 
LMSC meeting.


11. Policy for distribution of new IEEE 802 LMSC standards 
publications


All IEEE 802 LMSC standards will be distributed on an annual basis to registered attendees.


12. Procedure for conditional approval to forward a draft standard 


This procedure is to be used when approval to forward a draft standard to sponsor ballot or to 
RevCom is conditional on successful completion of a Working Group or sponsor recirculation 
ballot, respectively.


Conditional approval is only appropriate when ballot resolution efforts have been substantially 
completed and the approval ratio is sufficient.  "Substantially complete" is when there is a very 
low likelihood of receiving valid new Disapprove comment(s)/vote(s) upon the next recirculation
ballot.  If the requirements for conditional approval have not been met at end of that recirculation
ballot, then one subsequent recirculation ballot may be conducted in an attempt to meet the 
conditional approval conditions. If the conditions are not met by the subsequent recirculation 
ballot, the conditional approval terminates. Conditional approval expires at the opening of the 
next plenary.


Agenda Items and motions requesting conditional approval to forward when the prior ballot has 
closed shall be accompanied by:
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• Date the ballot closed
• Vote tally including Approve, Disapprove and Abstain votes
• Comments that support the remaining disapprove votes and Working Group responses.
• Schedule for recirculation ballot and resolution meeting.


Where a voter has accepted some comment resolutions and rejected others, only the comments of
which the voter has not accepted resolution should be presented.


When conditional forwarding to sponsor ballot has been approved, the conditions shall be met 
before initiating sponsor ballot. When conditional forwarding to RevCom has been approved by 
the IEEE 802 LMSC, the submittal may be forwarded to RevCom before the conditions have 
been fulfilled in order to meet the submittal requirements for the next RevCom meeting. 
However, the submittal shall be withdrawn from the RevCom agenda if the conditions have not 
been met one week before the RevCom meeting.


Conditions:


a) Recirculation ballot is completed. Generally, the recirculation ballot and resolution 
should occur in accordance with the schedule presented at the time of conditional 
approval.


b) After resolution of the recirculation ballot is completed, the approval percentage is at 
least 75% and there are no new valid DISAPPROVE votes.


c) No technical changes, as determined by the Working Group Chair, were made as a result 
of the recirculation ballot.


d) No new valid DISAPPROVE comments on new issues that are not resolved to the 
satisfaction of the submitter from existing DISAPPROVE voters.


e) If the Working Group Chair determines that there is a new invalid DISAPPROVE 
comment or vote, the Working Group Chair shall promptly provide details to the IEEE 
802 LMSC.


f) The Working Group Chair shall immediately report the results of the ballot to the IEEE 
802 LMSC including: the date the ballot closed, vote tally and comments associated with 
any remaining disapproves (valid and invalid), the Working Group responses and the 
rationale for ruling any vote invalid.


Submissions may be forwarded to RevCom without IEEE 802 LMSC Approval or Conditional 
Approval in order to meet the submittal requirements for the next RevCom meeting, provided 
that the IEEE 802 LMSC Chair first notifies the IEEE 802 LMSC email reflector that, in the 
IEEE 802 LMSC Chair’s view based on the complete RevCom package, there is a reasonable 
expectation that the submittal will be approved by the IEEE 802 LMSC before the RevCom 
meeting. If it becomes apparent that approval will not be completed, the submittal shall be 
withdrawn from the RevCom agenda as early as possible.


NOTE: Withdrawal of an agenda item is a significant discourtesy to the volunteer members of 
RevCom.


13. Procedure for coexistence assurance


If indicated in the five criteria, the wireless Working Group shall produce a coexistence 
assurance (CA) document in the process of preparing for Working Group letter ballot and 
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Standards Association ballot. The CA document shall accompany the draft on all wireless 
Working Group letter ballots.


The CA document shall address coexistence with all relevant approved IEEE 802 LMSC 
wireless standards specifying devices for unlicensed operation.  The Working Group should 
consider other specifications in their identified target band(s) in the CA document.


The IEEE 802.19 Working Group shall have one vote in Working Group letter ballots that 
include CA documents. As part of its ballot comments, the IEEE 802.19 Working Group will 
verify the CA methodology was applied appropriately and reported correctly.


The ballot group makes the determination on whether the coexistence necessary for the standard 
or amendment has been met.


A representative of the IEEE 802.19 Working Group should vote in all wireless Standareds 
Association ballots that are in the scope of the IEEE 802.19 coexistence Working Group.


14. IEEE 802 criteria for standards development (CSD)


The CSD documents an agreement between the Working Group and the IEEE 802 LMSC that 
provides a description of the project and the IEEE 802 LMSC's requirements more detailed than 
required in the PAR.  The CSD consists of the project process requirements, 14.1, and the 5C 
requirements, 14.2.


14.1 Project process requirements


14.1.1 Managed objects


Describe the plan for developing a definition of managed objects.  The plan shall specify one of 
the following:


a) The definitions will be part of this project.
b) The definitions will be part of a different project  and provide the plan for that project or 


anticipated future project.
c) The definitions will not be developed and explain why such definitions are not needed.


14.1.2 Coexistence


A Working Group proposing a wireless project shall demonstrate coexistence through the 
preparation of a Coexistence Assurance (CA) document unless it is not applicable.


a) Will the Working Group create a CA document as part of the Working Group balloting 
process as described in Clause 13? (yes/no)


b) If not, explain why the CA document is not applicable.


14.2 5C requirements


14.2.1 Broad market potential


Each proposed IEEE 802 LMSC standard shall have broad market potential.  At a minimum, 
address the following areas:


a) Broad sets of applicability.
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b) Multiple vendors and numerous users.


14.2.2 Compatibility


Each proposed IEEE 802 LMSC standard should be in conformance with IEEE Std 802, IEEE 
802.1AC, and IEEE 802.1Q. If any variances in conformance emerge, they shall be thoroughly 
disclosed and reviewed with IEEE 802.1 Working Group prior to submitting a PAR to the IEEE 
802 LMSC.


a) Will the proposed standard comply with IEEE Std 802, IEEE Std 802.1AC and IEEE Std 
802.1Q?


b) If the answer to a) is no, supply the response from the IEEE 802.1 Working Group.


The review and response is not required if the proposed standard is an amendment or revision to 
an existing standard for which it has been previously determined that compliance with the above 
IEEE 802 standards is not possible. In this case, the CSD statement shall state that this is the 
case.


14.2.3 Distinct Identity


Each proposed IEEE 802 LMSC standard shall provide evidence of a distinct identity. Identify 
standards and standards projects with similar scopes and for each one describe why the proposed 
project is substantially different.


14.2.4 Technical Feasibility


Each proposed IEEE 802 LMSC standard shall provide evidence that the project is technically 
feasible within the time frame of the project. At a minimum, address the following items to 
demonstrate technical feasibility:


a) Demonstrated system feasibility.
b) Proven similar technology via testing, modeling, simulation, etc.


14.2.5 Economic Feasibility


Each proposed IEEE 802 LMSC standard shall provide evidence of economic feasibility. 
Demonstrate, as far as can reasonably be estimated, the economic feasibility of the proposed 
project for its intended applications. Among the areas that may be addressed in the cost for 
performance analysis are the following:


a) Balanced costs (infrastructure versus attached stations).
b) Known cost factors.
c) Consideration of installation costs.
d) Consideration of operational costs (e.g., energy consumption).
e) Other areas, as appropriate.


15. Working Group Financial operations


A Working Group may wish or need to conduct financial operations in order for it to host interim
sessions for itself or one or more of its sub groups or to acquire goods and/or services that it 
requires for its operation.
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A Working Group that claims any beneficial interest in or control over any funds or financial 
accounts whose aggregate value is $500 or more is determined to have a treasury and said to be 
“operating with treasury”.


A Working Group may operate with treasury only if it requests permission and is granted 
permission by the IEEE 802 LMSC to operate with treasury and thereafter complies with the 
rules of this subclause. The Working Group request to operate with treasury shall be supported 
by a motion that has been approved by the Working Group. The Working Group may, again by 
Working Group approved motion, surrender IEEE 802 LMSC granted permission to operate with
treasury. The IEEE 802 LMSC may withdraw permission for a Working Group to operate with 
treasury for cause.


A Working Group subgroup shall not operate with treasury.


15.1 Working Group financial operation with treasury


The financial operations of a Working Group operating with treasury shall comply with the 
following rules.


a) The Working Group shall conduct its financial operations in compliance with all IEEE, 
IEEE SA, and IEEE Computer Society rules that are applicable to the financial operations
of standards committees. As of January 2005, the documents containing these rules 
include, but are not limited to, the following:


1. IEEE Policies, Sections 11 IEEE Financial Matters and 12.6 Contracts with Exclusive
Rights


2. IEEE Financial Operations Manual, Sections FOM.3 Asset/Liability Management and
FOM.8 Contract and Purchasing Orders


3. Computer Society Policies and Procedures Manual, Section 16.7.1 Checking 
Accounts


4. SASB OM 5.3 Standards development meetings


b) The Working Group shall have a Treasurer who is responsible to the Chair and IEEE 802 
LMSC Treasurer for the operation of the Working Group treasury, for ensuring that the 
operation of the Working Group treasury and the Working Group financial accounts 
complies with this P&P and follows prudent financial procedures. The Treasurer shall:


1. Maintain a budget


2. Control all funds into and out of the Working Group’s bank accounts


3. Follow IEEE policies concerning standards meetings and finances


4. Read the IEEE FOM


c) The Working Group shall have an Executive Committee comprised of, at minimum, the 
Chair, Vice Chairs, Secretaries, and Treasurer of the Working Group. The Chair shall be 
the Chair of the Working Group Executive Committee.


d) The Working Group shall open and maintain a Working Group bank account whose title 
shall begin with “IEEE” followed by the numerical identity of the Working Group (e.g., 
IEEE 802.1). The IEEE 802 LMSC Chair shall be an authorized signer for the account. 
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The IEEE 802 LMSC Treasurer shall be notified within 30 days of the bank, account 
number, account title, and authorized signers for the account when the account is opened 
and whenever any of these items change.


e) The Working Group may open and maintain one or more Working Group merchant 
accounts for the settlement of credit card transactions. The title of each merchant account 
shall begin with “IEEE” followed by the numerical identity of the Working Group (e.g., 
IEEE 802.1). Each Working Group merchant account shall be linked to the Working 
Group bank account. The IEEE 802 LMSC Treasurer shall be notified within 30 days of 
each merchant account, account number, and account title when the account is opened 
and whenever any of these items change.


f) All funds collected and/or received by a Working Group shall be deposited in the 
Working Group bank account.


g) All funds retained by a Working Group shall be held in the Working Group bank account 
or in IEEE approved investments.


h) The Working Group may disburse and/or retain funds as appropriate to pay approved 
expenses and maintain an approved operating reserve.


i) Signature authority for any Working Group financial account is restricted to those IEEE, 
IEEE SA, and Computer Society officers and/or staff that are required to have signature 
authority by IEEE, IEEE SA, and Computer Society regulations; to IEEE 802 LMSC 
officers and to the officers of the Working Group owning the account, with the sole 
exception that, at most, two other individuals may be granted signature authority for the 
Working Group bank account for the sole purpose of assisting the Working Group in 
conducting its financial operations, provided that each such individual has provided 
agreements, indemnity, and/or bonding satisfactory to the IEEE. The granting of 
signature authority to any individual other than the Chair, Treasurer, IEEE 802 LMSC 
Chair, and IEEE 802 LMSC Treasurer and those required by IEEE, IEEE SA, Computer 
Society, or IEEE 802 LMSC regulations shall be by motion that is approved by the 
Working Group.


j) The Working Group shall prepare and maintain its own accounting and financial records.


k) The Treasurer shall prepare for each Working Group plenary session a financial report 
that summarizes all of the Working Group financial activity since the last such report. 
The report shall be submitted to the IEEE 802 LMSC Treasurer before the opening of the 
session, shall be presented to Working Group membership at the opening plenary meeting
of the session, and shall be included in the session minutes. The format and minimum 
content of the report shall be as specified by the IEEE 802 LMSC Treasurer.


l) The Treasurer shall prepare and submit an audit package for each calendar year during 
any portion of which the Working Group operated with treasury, as required by IEEE 
regulations. The package shall contain all material required by IEEE Audit Operations for
an IEEE audit and shall be submitted to the IEEE for audit or to the IEEE 802 LMSC 
Chair for local audit, as required by IEEE audit regulations. If the package is submitted to
the IEEE, a summary of the Working Group’s financial operations for the audit year shall
be submitted to the IEEE 802 LMSC Chair at the same time that the audit package is 
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submitted to the IEEE. The format and minimum content of the summary shall be as 
specified by the IEEE 802 LMSC Treasurer.


m) The maximum and minimum size of the Working Group operating reserve may be set by 
the IEEE 802 LMSC.


n) All Working Group expenditures require the approval of the Working Group Executive 
Committee, with the sole exception that each Working Group Executive Committee 
member may be reimbursed from the Working Group treasury for up to $200 of Working 
Group expenses incurred between Working Group sessions without specific approval of 
the Working Group Executive Committee.


o) The location, date, and fees for each interim session hosted or co-hosted by the Working 
Group require the approval of the Working Group Executive Committee.


p) For each interim session hosted or co-hosted by the Working Group, all reasonable and 
appropriate direct expenses for goods and/or services for the session that are provided 
under contract(s) and/or agreement(s) that are exclusively for that interim session are 
approved when the Working Group Executive Committee approves the location, date, 
and fees for the session.


q) Any contract and/or agreement to which the Working Group is a party, whose total value 
is greater than $5000 and that is not for goods and/or services exclusively for a single 
interim session hosted or co-hosted by the Working Group, requires the approval of the 
Working Group Executive Committee and the IEEE 802 LMSC before execution.


r) The Working Group shall maintain an inventory of each item of equipment that it 
purchases that has a useful life of greater than 6 months and purchase price of greater 
than $50. A copy of the inventory shall be provided to the IEEE 802 LMSC Treasurer 
during December of each year.


15.2 Working Group financial operation with joint treasury


Two or more Working Groups with the approval of the IEEE 802 LMSC may operate with a 
single joint treasury. Working Groups that operate with a joint treasury shall have no other 
treasury. The merger of separate Working Group treasuries into a joint treasury or the splitting of
a joint treasury into separate Working Group treasuries requires approval of the IEEE 802 
LMSC. Each such action shall be supported by a motion from each of the involved Working 
Groups that requests the action and that has been approved by the Working Group.


The operation of a joint treasury is subject to the same rules as a Working Group operating with 
treasury with the following exception: The Executive Committee overseeing the joint treasury 
shall be a Joint Executive Committee that is the union of the Executive Committees of the 
Working Groups operating with the joint treasury. The Chair of the Joint Executive Committee 
shall be selected by the Joint Executive Committee and shall be the Chair of one of the 
participating Working Groups.


16. Signs of dominance tools for Working Group chair


As defined in the LMSC Working Group Policies and Procedure (subclause 3.4.1 Chair), it is the
responsibility of the Working Group chair to determine if the Working Group is dominated by an
organization. The document https://mentor.ieee.org/802-ec/dcn/17/ec-17-0083-02-00EC-signs-
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of-dominance-toolkit.doc should be used by a Working Group chair to satisfy this responsibility. 
The document describes a set of signs of potential dominance, plus notes on applicability 
organized by diagnostic power.


17. Revision of the IEEE 802 LMSC OM


The IEEE 802 LMSC OM may be revised as follows.


Revisions to the IEEE 802 LMSC OM shall be submitted by a IEEE 802 LMSC member to the 
IEEE 802 LMSC no less than 30 day in advance of a IEEE 802 LMSC vote to approve them.  
The IEEE 802 LMSC member proposing the revision may modify the proposed revision during 
the 30 days prior to a IEEE 802 LMSC vote (in response to comments).  Insufficient time to 
consider complex modifications is a valid reason to vote disapprove.  A motion to revise these 
documents shall require a vote of approve by at least two thirds of all voting members of the 
IEEE 802 LMSC.  Votes to approve revisions shall be taken at a plenary session.  If approved, 
revisions become effective at the end of the plenary session where the votes were taken.


In some circumstances minor revisions may be made to the IEEE 802 LMSC OM without a 
revision ballot.  These circumstances are


a) Basic layout/formatting that does not change the meaning of any of the text
b) Correction of spelling and punctuation
c) Error in implementing approved changes


All other revisions shall be balloted as described in this subclause. If any voting IEEE 802 
LMSC member protests an editorial change of the IEEE 802 LMSC OM within 30 days of its 
release (the date of notice on the IEEE 802 LMSC reflector constitutes the release date), that 
editorial change will be without effect.

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1. Introduction


The IEEE Project 802 (IEEE 802) LAN / MAN Standards Committee (LMSC) is the sStandards 
Committee sponsor organization and focal point for IEEE Local and Metropolitan Area Network 
Standards Sponsor activitiesfor IEEE 802 Standards.  It is referred to throughout this document 
as IEEE 802 LMSCthe IEEE 802 LMSC.1 The IEEE 802 LMSC Executive Committee (EC) acts 
on behalf of IEEE 802 LMSC as a sponsor as defined and required by IEEE Standards 
Association (SA) governance.  The IEEE 802 LMSC EC is referred to though out this document 
as the Sponsor.  Unless otherwise stated, when a signature is required on behalf of the 
SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC, the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC Chair provides that signature when 
authorized by the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC.


Unless otherwise stated, the term WGWorking Group indicates both IEEE 802 LMSC Working 
Groups (WGs) as well as IEEE 802 LMSC Technical Advisory Groups (TAGs)..


Unless otherwise stated, none of the rules or requirements in this Operations Manual (OM) may 
be suspended by vote of the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC as would otherwise be allowed by Robert's
Rules of Order Newly Revised (latest edition).


The operation of the IEEE 802 LMSC is subject to regulations contained in a number of 
documents, including this OM.  The regulating documents are identified in the following list and 
are given in their order of precedence from highest to lowest. If any two documents in this list 
contain conflicting regulations, the conflict shall be resolved in favor of the document of higher 
precedence.  Note that the IEEE 802 LMSC P&P references other precedence documents.


IEEE Project 802 LMSC Policies and Procedures (IEEE 802 LMSC P&P)
IEEE Project 802 LMSC Operations Manual (IEEE 802 LMSC OM)this document)
IEEE Project 802 LMSC Working Group Policies and Procedures (IEEE 802 LMSC WG P&P)s
IEEE 802 LMSC Chairs Guide


Robert's Rules of Order Newly Revised (latest edition) is the recommended guide for 
parliamentary procedures not covered in the documents identified above.


In order to maintain some consistency of operation, the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC Chair may 
maintain a public document to be called the "IEEE 802 LMSC Chair's Guidelines and ECIEEE 
802 LMSC policy decisions".  This document will give the reader a hint at how the SponsorIEEE
802 LMSC Chair will be expected to deal with situations described therein. This is considered 
useful for recurring situations and to avoid management which appears to be capricious. The 
scope of the document is to be limited to matters of decision that are within the powers of the 
SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC Chair or to record selected policy decisions decided by a vote of the 
SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC.


1In previous documents, the IEEE 802 LMSC was also referred to as the Sponsor, IEEE 802 
LMSC Executive Committee, or EC.

3. IEEE 802 LMSC organization


The IEEE 802 LMSC has grown significantly from the original IEEE Project 802 that was its 
origin, but because of its roots and the family of standards it has developed; it is also widely 
known as “IEEE 802”. The terms “IEEE 802 LMSC” and “IEEE 802 LMSC Standards” will be 
used in this OM.


The SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC has reporting requirements to the Standards Activity Board of the 
IEEE Computer Society (see Figure 1). IEEE 802 LMSC is governed by the Sponsor and 
IEEE802 LMSCby rules that are designedintended to minimize overlap and conflict between 
standards and to promote commonality and compatibility among the family of IEEE802 LMSC 
standards. IEEE802 LMSC standards and recommended practices are developed within a 
WGWorking Group or Technical Advisory Group (TAG) (see Figure 2).

4. SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC groups


All IEEE 802 WGWorking Groups shall use the individual method, as defined in the IEEE 802 
LMSC Policies and Procedures.
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4.1 The IEEE 802 LMSC EC


4.1.1 Function


The function of the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC is to oversee the operation of the committee of 
IEEE802LMSC in the following ways:


a) Charter SGsPAR Study Groups, WGWorking Groups, and TAGTechnical Advisory 
Groups.


b) Provide procedural and, if necessary, technical guidance to the WGWorking Groups and 
TAGTechnical Advisory Groups as it relates to their charters.


c) Oversee WGWorking Group and TAGTechnical Advisory Group operations to ensure 
that it is within the scope of IEEE 802 LMSC, and its established charter.


d) Examine and approve WGWorking Group draft standards for SponsorStandards 
Association ballot and submission to RevCom, and for conformance with the approved 
Project Authorization Request (PAR) and Five Criteria for Standards Development 
(CSD) documents.


e) Consider complaints of WGWorking Group and TAGTechnical Advisory Group.
f) Approve press releases and other external communications.
g) Manage IEEE 802 LMSC logistics, e.g., concurrent WGWorking Group and 


TAGTechnical Advisory Group meetings, finances, etc.
h) Oversee formation of SponsorStandards Association ballot groups and SponsorStandards 


Association ballot process.


4.1.2 Voting rules


All ECIEEE 802 LMSC approvals on motions to progress or establish a project or study 
groupPAR Study Group require explicit vote counts (Yes/No/Abstain) to be reported by the 
originating subgroup.


At times, it may become necessary for the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC to render a decision that 
cannot be made prior to the close of one plenary but must be made prior to the opening of the 
following plenary. Such decisions may be made using electronic balloting. Provision shall be 
made for the participants in IEEE 802 LMSC membershipactivities to observe and comment on 
SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC electronic ballots. All comments from those who are not mVoting 
Members of the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC shall be considered. Commenters who are not Voting 
Mmembers of the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC are urged to seek a Voting Member of the 
SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC (normally their WGWorking Group or TAGTechnical Advisory Group
Chair) to include the viewpoint of the commenter in their vote.


The SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC Chair, or a SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC member designated by the 
SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC Chair (usually a Vice Chair), shall determine the duration of the ballot, 
issue the ballot by e-mail and tally the votes after the ballot is closed. SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC 
Voting Members shall return their vote and comments by e-mail.


The minimum duration of an electronic ballot shall be 10 days2. For urgent matters once 
sufficient response is received to clearly decide a matter, the ballot may be closed early. This 
allows a decision to be reached in less than 10 days. Ballots where the possibility of an early 


2Throughout this document, unless otherwise specified, the term “day” refers to a 24 hour period.
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close exists must be clearly marked accordingly. Otherwise, the tally of votes shall not be made 
until at least 24 hours after the close of the ballot to allow time for delivery of the e-mail votes.  


If at the end of the ballot insufficient votes have been received to pass the ballot, the ballot fails.  
The motion and tally of any email votes since the last ECIEEE 802 LMSC meeting shall be 
included in the minutes of the next ECIEEE 802 LMSC meeting.


4.1.3 Meetings


SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC meetings are open to observers. However, some meetings may occur in
Executive, as described in the “Executive Session” subclause of the IEEE Project 802 LMSC 
Policies and Procedures.  An open discussion or acknowledgement of a request to participate in a
particular discussion is determined by the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC Chair.


The SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC meets in-person during plenary sessions.  At the discretion of the 
Chair, between plenary sessions, meetings via electronic means may be scheduled.


4.1.4 Procedure for limiting the length of the IEEE 802 sponsor meetings


a) The reports from the WGWorking Groups and TAGTechnical Advisory Groups should 
deal primarily with issues related to IEEE 802 LMSC as a whole or inter-group 
coordination. Reports of those items that will be covered in the plenary meeting should be
minimized.


b) The maker of the motion, after the motion has been seconded, has up to five minutes to 
explain the motion and to answer questions about it.


c) Each SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC member has two minutes of uninterrupted time to state an 
opinion about the motion. It is not necessary that all two minutes be used.


d) The opening SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC meeting shall start at 8:00 a.m. and end no later 
than 10:30 a.m. on Monday morning and the closing SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC meeting 
shall start at 1:00 p.m. and shall end no later than 6:00 p.m. on Friday of the plenary 
session.


e) If the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC so modifies a WGWorking Group’s motion that the 
WGWorking Group Chair believes the WGWorking Group membership may no longer 
support the revised motion then the WGWorking Group should be given the opportunity 
to reconsider what action it wishes to take and present it to the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC 
at the next SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC meeting. This action can be accomplished by a 
Privileged Non-debatable “Request to Defer Action” made by the affected WGWorking 
Group Chair which will automatically cause all action on the motion to be deferred until 
the next regular SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC meeting.


4.2 IEEE 802 LMSC WGWorking Groups


The function and operation of WGWorking Groups is described in the IEEE 802 LMSC Working
Group Policies and Procedures (IEEE 802 LMSC WG P&P).


Revised drafts approved in subsequent WGWorking Group letter ballot for forwarding to thea 
SponsorStandards Association Brecirculation ballot Group do not require SponsorIEEE 802 
LMSC approval for forwarding. 
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The chair of a hibernating WGWorking Group shall maintain a list of experts that are available to
answer questions and provide clarification about the standards and/or recommended practices 
generated by the WGWorking Group.


Inquiries concerning the standards and recommended practices of a hibernating WGWorking 
Group shall be directed to the chair of the hibernating WGWorking Group. The chair shall 
attempt to resolve the inquiry using the core of experts, as necessary. If the chair is unable to 
resolve the inquiry, the chair may petition the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC to reactivate the 
WGWorking Group.


4.3 Study groupPAR Study Groups


4.3.1 PAR Study group operation


Unless otherwise stated, PAR Study Group in this document refers to any PAR Study Group, 
whether formed as a subgroup of IEEE 802 LMSC (Standards Committee PAR Study Group) or 
as a subgroup of a Working Group or Technical Advisory Group (Working Group PAR Study 
Group).


Progress of each PAR Study Group shall be presented at the closing SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC 
meeting of each IEEE 802 LMSC plenary session by the appropriate WGWorking Group, 
TAGTechnical Advisory Group, or ECSGStandards Committee PAR Study Group Chair.  PAR 
Study Groups may elect officers other than the Chair, if necessary. Because of the limited time 
duration of a PAR Study Group, no letter ballots are permitted.


The election of an ECSG Standards Committee PAR Study Group Vice Chair is subject to 
confirmation by the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC.


4.3.2 Voting at sPAR Study gGroup meetings


Any person attending a Study GroupPAR Study Group meeting may vote on all motions 
(including recommending approval of a PAR). A vote is carried by 75% of those present and 
voting Approve or Disapprove.


4.4 Industry connections activity operations


The Industry Connections Activity shall operate either as 


• a subgroup of the Working Group to which the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC delegates the 
activity, or


• a subgroup of the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC


Approval of the subgroup requires a majority vote, as indicated in “Actions requiring approval 
by a majority vote” subclause (7.1.1) of the IEEE 802 LMSC Policies and Procedures.


5. IEEE 802 LMSC sessions


There is no membership requirement for attendance at an IEEE 802 LMSC plenary session or an 
interim session of an IEEE 802 LMSC subgroup; they are open forums. However, anyone who 
attends any portion of a technical meeting that is part of an IEEE 802 LMSC plenary session or 
an interim session of an IEEE 802 LMSC subgroup is obligated to comply with the registration 
requirements for the session.
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For the purposes of this OM, a technical meeting is defined as, but is not limited to, any meeting 
of a IEEE 802 LMSC WGWorking Group, TAGTechnical Advisory Group, ECSGStandards 
Committee PAR Study Group, any of their subgroups, or any call for interest at an IEEE 802 
LMSC session.


All active IEEE 802 WGWorking Groups shall meet face-to-face during each IEEE 802 Plenary 
session.  All WGWorking Group meetings shall only be face-to-face, electronic meetings are not 
allowed.  Additionally, IEEE 802 TAGTechnical Advisory Groups are allowed to have electronic
meetings to make decisions between meetings, but such meetings do not count for participation 
credit.


The WGWorking Group Chair may designate specific individual experts who are allowed to 
participate in WGWorking Group discussions via electronic means during a face-to-face meeting
for the benefit of the group.  These individuals are not considered to be attending the meeting and
so they are not required to pay meeting fees and they do not get participation credit. The 
participation of these individuals should be limited to specific technical topics. Such participation
shall be documented in the minutes of the WGWorking Group meeting.


5.1 Plenary sessions


Plenary sessions are the primary LMSC sessions. All active IEEE 802 LMSC WGWorking 
Groups hold their plenary sessions during IEEE 802 LMSC plenary sessions.


IEEE 802 LMSC may collect fees, usually a registration fee, from all attendees of any portion of 
any technical meeting that is a part of an IEEE 802 LMSC plenary session to cover the expenses 
of the plenary session and the expenses of operating IEEE 802 LMSC.


5.1.1 IEEE 802 LMSC plenary


The IEEE 802 LMSC plenary session consists of optional IEEE 802 LMSC plenary meetings, 
SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC meetings, and WGWorking Group meetings. The plenary session may 
also offer tutorial programs. If tutorials are offered on Monday, other meetings of IEEE 802 
LMSC subgroups shall not be scheduled to overlap with the time of the tutorial programs. The 
plenary meeting is a meeting of individuals interested in local and metropolitan area network 
standards. The function of the plenary meeting is information dissemination.  The SponsorIEEE 
802 LMSC Chair sets the agenda for IEEE 802 LMSC plenary meetings and may chose not to 
hold the meeting if there are no items for the agenda.


Each WGWorking Group, TAGTechnical Advisory Group, and ECSGStandards Committee 
PAR Study Group Chair shall provide a status report to the Recording Secretary no later than one
week after the conclusion of the closing ECIEEE 802 LMSC meeting. This status report shall 
include a description of the progress made during the week, as well as plans for further work and 
future meetings. The Recording Secretary shall post these status reports on the IEEE 802 LMSC 
web page no later than two weeks after the close of the plenary session.


The plenary meeting is conducted by the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC Chair or a designated 
delegate.


5.1.2 IEEE 802 LMSC plenary venue selection


The rules in this subclause may be suspended by 2/3 vote of the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC.

The Executive Secretary presents proposed plenary venues to the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC.  
Proposed plenary venues shall consist of different regions of the world.  Each year there shall be 
at least one plenary that is both outside the United States and the North American continent.


The venue and date for each plenary session shall be approved by the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC 
prior to signing venue-related commitments on behalf of the IEEE 802 LMSC.


Venue contracts are negotiated by the Executive Secretary or an individual selected by the 
Executive Secretary and affirmed by the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC Chair.  The venue contract 
summary is presented for approval to the ECIEEE 802 LMSC.  Upon approval of the ECIEEE 
802 LMSC, the ECIEEE 802 LMSC Executive Secretary submits the venue contract(s) to the 
IEEE procurement office to formally execute the contract.


5.2 Interim sessions


In addition to plenary sessions, IEEE 802 LMSC WGWorking Groups and WGWorking Group 
subgroup may hold interim sessions. An interim session may be for a single WGWorking Group 
or WGWorking Group subgroup or it may be a joint interim session for any combination of 
WGWorking Groups, and subgroups.


Interim sessions shall have:


a) Reasonable notification (greater than 30 days) in addition to any announcement given at a
Plenary session, and


b) Few last minute shifts in location (much less than 1 per year). 


5.2.1 Interim session hosts


Each interim session and joint interim session shall have a Host. The Host is the entity that is 
responsible for the financial and logistical planning, and preparation for and execution of the 
session.


An interim session or joint interim session may be hosted by the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC, an 
IEEE 802 LMSC WGWorking Group operating with treasury, several IEEE 802 LMSC 
WGWorking Groups operating with a joint treasury, or a non-IEEE 802 LMSC entity. 
WGWorking Groups and WGWorking Group subgroups not authorized to operate with treasury 
and shall not host an interim session.


Alternatively, an interim session or joint interim session may be co-hosted (jointly hosted) by 
any combination of WGWorking Groups operating with treasury, WGWorking Groups operating
with a joint treasury, and a non-IEEE 802 LMSC entities. Each of the entities co-hosting an 
interim session (Co-hosts) shall have approved a written agreement stating the responsibilities 
and liabilities of each Co-host and the disposition of any surplus funds before any financial 
commitments are made for the co-hosted session. When an interim session is co-hosted, the term 
Host means all of the Co-hosts as a single entity.


The Host may contract with meeting planners and/or other entities to assist it in hosting the 
session.


The responsibilities, authorities, and liabilities of a Host are defined in the following list.


a) The Host is solely responsible for the finances and the logistical planning, preparation for
and execution of the session.
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b) The Host will consult and coordinate with the Chair(s) of the WGWorking Group(s) or 
WGWorking Group subgroup(s) participating in the session on the financial and 
logistical planning, and preparation for and execution of the session.


c) The Host is solely responsible for all contracts and agreements that are for goods and/or 
services exclusively for the session.


d) The Host is solely responsible for collecting the fees, if any, from attendees and for 
paying the session expenses including any penalties.


e) The Host is solely responsible for any session deficit and the disposition of any session 
surplus funds.


5.2.2 Interim session fees


The Host of an interim session may collect fees from all attendees of any part of any technical 
meeting that is part of the session. The fees, usually a registration fee, shall be used to cover the 
direct expenses of the session and, in some cases, may also be used to cover other WGWorking 
Group operating expenses. The “direct expenses” of a session are those expenses, including 
penalties, that are incurred for goods and/or services that are completely consumed by the 
planning, preparation for and/or execution of the session.


If a WGWorking Group operating with treasury, or several WGWorking Groups operating with a
joint treasury, are the Host of an interim or joint interim session, any fees collected from 
attendees should be deposited respectively in the WGWorking Group treasury or joint treasury. If
several WGWorking Groups operating with treasury and/or several groups of WGWorking 
Groups operating with joint treasury co-host a joint interim session, any fees collected from 
attendees should be deposited in the bank account of one of the co-hosting WGWorking Groups, 
as specified in the co-hosting agreement.


If a WGWorking Group operating with treasury hosts or co-hosts an interim session for only 
itself, or several WGWorking Groups operating with a single joint treasury host or co-host a joint
interim session for only themselves, the collected fees, if any, may also be used to cover other 
operating expenses of the participating WGWorking Group(s).


If a WGWorking Group operating with treasury hosts or co-hosts a joint interim session for itself
or its subgroups and organization units from other WGWorking Group(s), or several 
WGWorking Groups operating with a joint treasury host or co-host a joint interim session for 
themselves or their subgroups and organization units from other WGWorking Groups, the 
collected fees, if any, may also be used to cover other operating expenses of the hosting 
WGWorking Group(s) if, and only if, the fees for the session are agreed to by the Chair(s) of all 
of the WGWorking Group(s) with an organization unit participating in the session. An 
“organization unit” of a WGWorking Group is defined as the WGWorking Group itself or any of
its subgroups.


5.2.3 Interim session financial reporting


A report is not required if the WGWorking Group was not the Host of the session and the 
following requirements were met:


a) The Host complied with the definition of a host in subclause 5.2.1 of this OM
b) The WGWorking Group its subgroups and its officers had no financial responsibility for 


the session including any deficit or penalties
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c) The WGWorking Group its subgroups and its officers did not handle or exercise any 
control over any funds either received for the session or disbursed to pay the expenses of 
the session including penalties


d) The WGWorking Group, its subgroups and its officers did not exercise any decision 
authority over the disposition of any surplus funds from the session


e) The WGWorking Group, its subgroups and its officers had no control over or beneficial 
interest in any surplus funds from the session


In all other cases where fees were collected for interim sessions, a WGWorking Group shall 
prepare and submit all financial reports required by IEEE, IEEE-SA, Computer Society and 
SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC regulations.


5.3 SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC Administrative Policies


The SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC may hold meetings to decide administrative related issues.  The 
following items are considered to be administrative:


a) Approval of contacts for suppliers or meeting venues.
b) Approval of expenditures


Except as indicated in this subclause, the same rules apply to administrative meetings as to 
meetings held to decide standards related issues.


Meetings to consider administrative issues shall be announced at least 1 week in advance.


5.4 Registration policy


In order for an individual to become registered for a given IEEE 802 LMSC plenary or interim 
session of an IEEE 802 LMSC subgroup, the individual shall:


a) Have complied with the registration requirements for all previously attended IEEE 802 
LMSC plenary sessions and interim sessions of IEEE 802 LMSC subgroups, including 
payment of any required registration fees, and


b) Have completed a valid registration for the session in question, including payment of any 
required registration fee.


An individual who attends any portion of a technical meeting that is part of an IEEE 802 LMSC 
plenary session or an interim session of an IEEE 802 LMSC subgroup is obligated to comply 
with the registration requirements for that session.


An individual who attends any portion of a technical meeting that is part of an IEEE 802 LMSC 
plenary session or an interim session of an IEEE 802 LMSC subgroup but does not comply with 
the registration requirements for that session, and further has not complied with those 
requirements within 60 days after the end of the session, including payment of any required 
registration fees, shall be subject to the following sanctions:


i. No participation credit will be granted for said session.
ii. Any participation credit acquired before said session toward membership in any IEEE 


802 LMSC group is revoked.
iii. Membership in any IEEE 802 LMSC group is terminated.
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iv. No participation credit will be granted for attendance at any subsequent IEEE 802 LMSC 
session until the individual has complied with the registration requirements for all 
previously attended IEEE 802 LMSC sessions by the start of said subsequent session.


An individual who has lost membership in an IEEE 802 LMSC group due to failure to comply 
with the registration requirements for an IEEE 802 LMSC plenary or interim session of an IEEE 
802 LMSC subgroup may again earn membership in an IEEE 802 LMSC group as follows:


First, comply with the registration requirements for all IEEE 802 LMSC plenary and interim 
sessions previously attended by the individual. An individual may not be granted membership in 
any IEEE 802 LMSC group until this requirement is fulfilled.


Second, acquire the participation credit required for group membership as required for an 
individual that had never previously attended an IEEE 802 LMSC session.


The interpretation and implementation of the registration policy for IEEE 802 LMSC plenary 
sessions and IEEE 802 LMSC hosted interim sessions shall be the responsibility of the Treasurer 
and the Executive Secretary. The interpretation and implementation of the registration policy for 
interim sessions of IEEE 802 LMSC subgroups not hosted by the IEEE 802 LMSC shall be the 
responsibility of the Chair and Treasurer (if any) of the IEEE 802 LMSC subgroup(s) holding the
session.


6. Vote


6.1 Voting guidance


It is expected that SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC members will vote as both professionals and as 
individual experts, except under the Directed Position provisions, as defined in 6.2, and not as a 
member of any affiliate block (organization, alliance, company, consortium, special interest 
group, etc.). If substantive evidence is presented to the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC Chair that this 
provision is violated, the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC will meet to consider what, if any, action to 
take on the presented evidence up to and including suspension of the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC 
members’ voting rights and/or removal from office.


6.2 Procedure for establishing a directed position


Members of the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC have a responsibility to act in the best interest of the 
IEEE 802 LMSC as a whole. WGWorking Group Chairs have a responsibility to represent their 
WGWorking Groups on the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC. At times these responsibilities are in 
conflict with each other.


Decisions of a WGWorking Group may be of such a nature that the WGWorking Group 
members deem it necessary to “direct” the WGWorking Group Chair to vote a specific way on 
SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC motions related to a WGWorking Group decision. When directed, 
through the process described below, the WGWorking Group Chair shall vote as mandated by 
the WGWorking Group resolution for the specified subject on any formal vote(s) in the 
SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC. It would be anticipated that the use of a directed (i.e., instructed) vote 
is an exceptional situation and hence used infrequently, e.g., critical PAR votes, formation of 
new WGWorking Groups and Study GroupPAR Study Groups.
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WGWorking Group developed positions are not to be considered as automatic Directed 
Positions. After a WGWorking Group motion has been passed that establishes the WGWorking 
Group’s position, a separate Directed Position (75% required to pass) motion is required to make 
that WGWorking Group position a Directed Position. A Directed Position motion applies only to
a specific, bounded, WGWorking Group issue that is to be brought before the SponsorIEEE 802 
LMSC. Directed Position motions may not be combined, nor may any procedure be adopted that 
diminishes the extraordinary nature of establishing a Directed Position.


The WGWorking Group Chair, however, has the freedom to express other views in an attempt to 
persuade members of the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC to consider them, however, such views shall 
be identified as distinct from and not the formal WGWorking Group Directed Position. The 
WGWorking Group Chair is required to disclose to the WGWorking Group WG Chair's intent to 
offer a position contrary to a Directed Position. When presenting a Directed Position to the 
SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC, the WGWorking Group Chair is obligated to present and support the 
WGWorking Group’s Directed Position motion with voting results, along with pros and cons 
behind the motion.


6.3 Delegation of WGWorking Group Chair duties to WGWorking Group Vice 
Chair


A WGWorking Group Chair who is unable to attend a SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC meeting may 
designate, by notification to the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC Chair, a Vice Chair of that 
WGWorking Group to act in place of the WGWorking Group Chair. 


 In the absence of a WGWorking Group Chair at a SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC meeting without 
prior notification, the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC Chair should recognize a Vice Chair of that 
WGWorking Group to act in place of the WGWorking Group Chair. 


Regardless of the above no individual may exercise more than one vote at SponsorIEEE 802 
LMSC meetings.


7. Public statements for standards


All public statements shall comply with  “Statements to external bodies  ”   of the IEEE-SA 
Standards Board Operations Manual.


Incoming liaison letters to SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC members shall be forwarded to the 
SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC Chair and, as applicable, the relevant SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC 
subgroup chair.


7.1 Procedure for public statements to other standards bodies


The rules in this subclause and its subsidiary subclauses may be suspended by 2/3 vote of the 
SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC.


These procedures apply to public statements to other standards bodies or similar entities.


7.1.1 IEEE 802 LMSC public statements to other standards bodies


a) Public statements from the IEEE 802 LMSC to external standards bodies shall not be 
released without prior approval by the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC. Such approval indicates 
that the public statement represents the position of IEEE 802 LMSC.
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b) All public statements by IEEE 802 LMSC to external standards bodies shall be issued by 
the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC Chair and shall be copied to the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC.


7.1.2 SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC subgroup public statements to other standards bodies


a) SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC subgroup public statements to external standards bodies that are
not "Information Only" should be copied to affected members of the SponsorIEEE 802 
LMSC.


b) SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC subgroup public statements to external standards bodies shall 
not imply that they represent the position of IEEE or IEEE 802 LMSC.  They shall be 
issued by the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC subgroup Chair(s) and the SponsorIEEE 802 
LMSC Chair shall be included in the distribution list.


7.2 Procedure for public statements to government bodies


The rules in this subclause and its subsidiary subclauses may be suspended by 2/3 vote of the 
SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC.


These procedures apply to public statement to government and intergovernmental bodies.  All 
interactions with the ITU will be treated as interactions with an intergovernmental body.


7.2.1 IEEE 802 LMSC public statements to government bodies


a) IEEE 802 LMSC public statements to government bodies shall not be released without 
prior approval by 2/3 of the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC.


b) All IEEE 802 LMSC public statements to government bodies shall be issued by the 
SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC Chair as the view of IEEE 802 LMSC (stated in the first 
paragraph of the statement). Such public statements shall be copied to the SponsorIEEE 
802 LMSC and the IEEE-SA Standards Board Secretary and shall be posted on the IEEE 
802 LMSC web site. The IEEE 802 LMSC web site shall state that all such public 
statements shall expire five years after issue.


7.2.2 SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC subgroup public statements to government bodies


a) SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC subgroup public statements to government bodies shall not be 
released without prior approval by an action of the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC subgroup, 
per the “Approval of an Action” requirements of IEEE 802 LMSC Working Group 
Policies and Procedures, with a 75% approval threshold. Such public statements may 
proceed unless blocked by a SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC vote. For public statements not 
presented for review in a sponsor meeting, SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC members shall have 
a review period of at least five days; if, during that time, a motion to block it is made, 
release of the public statement will be withheld until a letter ballot of the SponsorIEEE 
802 LMSC is held to determine if it is approved.


b) SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC subgroup public statements shall be identified in the first 
paragraph as the view of only the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC subgroup and shall be issued 
by the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC subgroup(s) Chair(s) and shall include the SponsorIEEE 
802 LMSC Chair in the distribution. Such public statements shall not bear the IEEE, the 
IEEE-SA, or IEEE 802 LMSC logos.
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8. Use of IEEE 802 LMSC funds


The purpose of the IEEE 802 LMSC treasury is to allow the IEEE 802 LMSC to collect and 
disburse funds for activities that are appropriate to the orderly development of IEEE 802 LMSC 
standards. Use of such funds includes:


 Payment for the expenses of conducting IEEE 802 LMSC hosted sessions and related 
meetings and for other IEEE 802 LMSC operating expenses. Such expenses include, but 
are not limited to, the expenses for:


o meeting rooms
o document reproduction
o meeting administration
o food and beverages
o computer networking and Internet connectivity
o goods and services needed for the efficient conduct of business
o insurance
o audits


 Reimbursement to individuals for appropriate expenses not covered by other sources, 
such as corporations, other IEEE organizations, etc.


The primary source of funds for the IEEE 802 LMSC is the registration fees collected from 
attendees of IEEE 802 LMSC hosted sessions.


Specific policies regarding the treasury are as follows:


a) The IEEE 802 LMSC shall open and maintain an IEEE 802 LMSC bank account that will
be administered by the Treasurer.


b) The IEEE 802 LMSC may open merchant accounts as required for the processing of 
credit card charges. Such accounts shall be administered by the Treasurer.


c) All funds received by the IEEE 802 LMSC shall be promptly deposited in the IEEE 802 
LMSC bank account. All funds retained by the IEEE 802 LMSC shall be held in the 
IEEE 802 LMSC bank account or, if appropriate, in investments approved by the IEEE.


d) All IEEE 802 LMSC expenditures require the approval of the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC 
with the sole exception that the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC Chair, Vice Chairs, Secretaries, 
Treasurer, and each WGWorking Group Chair whose group is not operating with 
treasury, may be reimbursed from the IEEE 802 LMSC treasury for up to $200 of 
appropriate expenses incurred between IEEE 802 LMSC plenary sessions without 
specific approval of the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC.


e) The Treasurer will provide reports about IEEE 802 LMSC finances to the IEEE 802 
LMSC membership at large at IEEE 802 LMSC plenary sessions and to the SponsorIEEE
802 LMSC. The Treasurer will provide additional reports and participate in audits as 
required by IEEE rules.


f) The Treasurer shall strive to maintain an operating reserve (uncommitted funds on hand) 
sufficient for paying the worst-case expenses of canceling an IEEE 802 LMSC plenary 
session.


g) SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC approval of the site for an IEEE 802 LMSC hosted session 
constitutes authority for the Treasurer to pay all ordinary expenses for that session and 
any extraordinary expenses presented as part of the meeting site proposal.
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9. Procedure for PARs


9.1 IEEE-SA standards board approval


Any standards activity whose aim is to produce a standard, recommended practice, or guide shall
submit a PAR to the IEEE-SA Standards Board within six months of beginning work.


a) Refer to the IEEE-SA Working Guide for Submittal of Project Authorization Request 
(PAR) and PAR Form. (See http://standards.ieee.org/guides/par/index.html.)


b) Add pages, as necessary, of more detailed information than is on the PAR form about the 
Scope, Purpose, and Coordination of the proposed project, but include summary text 
under Scope and Purpose.


9.2 IEEE 802 LMSC approval


A complete proposed PAR and, if applicable,  the criteria for standards development (CSD) 
statement, as described in Clause 14, shall be submitted to the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC via the 
SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC email reflector for review no less than 30 days prior to the day of the 
opening SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC meeting of an IEEE 802 LMSC plenary session.  The 
submittal message should include Internet links to the required submittal documents.  Presence 
of the submittal message in the reflector archive (with time stamp) is evidence of delivery.


Approval of the PAR by the ECIEEE 802 LMSC is contingent on inclusion of accepted 
responses describing how the proposed PAR meets the CSD. PARs that which introduce no new 
functionality are exempt from the requirement to provide a CSD statement. Examples of such 
PARs are: Protocol Implementation Conformance Statements (PICS), Managed Object 
Conformance Statements (MOCS), PARs to correct errors, and PARs to consolidate documents. 
Such PAR packages shall provide a statement that the project is not intended to provide any new 
functionality.


At the discretion of the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC Chair, PARs may be submitted in parallel to 
NesCom when the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC Closing meeting date allows the PAR to be 
removed from consideration prior to NesCom recommendation to the Standards Board.


At the discretion of the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC Chair, PARs for ordinary items (e.g., 
Maintenance PARs) and PAR changes essential to the orderly conduct of business (e.g., division 
of existing work items or name changes to harmonize with equivalent ISO JTC-1 work items) 
may be placed on the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC agenda if delivered to SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC 
members 48 hours in advance.


The CSD statement shall be reviewed and approved by the WGWorking Group and the 
SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC as part of the approval process for the following:


• Forwarding the PAR to NesCom
• As part of the WGWorking Group ballot to assure the draft is consistent with the CSD
• Forwarding the draft to SponsorStandards Assocition ballot
• Forwarding the draft to RevCom


A project uses the same CSD requirements for the review process throughout the life of the 
project, even if the CSD are subsequently modified in the IEEE 802 LMSC Operations Manual.
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SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC approval of changes to the CSD statement after its initial approval may
occur either at plenary sessions or by electronic ballot, as described in 4.1.2.


9.3 Plenary review


In order to ensure wide consideration by IEEE 802 LMSC members, PARs for significant new 
work (those that will result in a new Standard/Recommended Practice/Guide or an addition to an 
existing one) shall pass through the following process during the IEEE 802 LMSC plenary 
session week in which SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC approval is sought:


Prior to the start of the IEEE 802 LMSC session, draft PARs and CSDs under consideration for 
approval by the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC shall be available at a publicly accessible URL and an 
email sent to the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC reflector should contain the URLs required for 
viewing the PAR and associated documentation. WGWorking Group chairs should inform their 
WGWorking Groups of the PARs that have been circulated to the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC.  
Once approved or disapproved by the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC, PARs and supporting material 
should be removed from the public URL.  Supporting material shall be available in sufficient 
detail for members of other WGWorking Groups to understand if they have an interest in the 
proposed PAR (i.e., if they would like to contribute to/participate in the proposed work, or 
identify if there is conflict with existing or anticipated work in their current WGWorking Group).


It is highly recommended that a tutorial be given at a previous plenary session for major new 
work items.


WGWorking Groups, other than the proposing WGWorking Group, shall express concerns to the
proposing WGWorking Group as soon as possible and shall submit comments to the proposing 
WGWorking Group and the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC by e-mail not later than 6:30 p.m. on 
Tuesday of the plenary session.


The proposing WGWorking Group shall post a response to commenting WGWorking Group and
to the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC together with a Final PAR on a public website and circulate the 
relevant URL on the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC reflector not later than 6:30 p.m. on Wednesday 
of the plenary session. It will be assumed that insufficient coordination and/or inter-WGWorking 
Group consideration had occurred prior to the submission of the PAR if this deadline is not met, 
and the proposed PAR will not be considered by the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC at the closing 
SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC meeting.


9.4 Withdrawn PARs


Occasionally a PAR is withdrawn. When a PAR and its associated Project is to be withdrawn, 
the responsible WGWorking Group chair in consultation with the WGWorking Group shall 
consider whether the most current draft has content that should be archived. 


10. Procedure for ICAIDs


10.1 IEEE-SA standards board approval


An industry connections activity is authorized by the IEEE-SA Standards Board upon  
recommendation by the Industry Connections Committee (ICCom).  ICCom requires the 
SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC  to approve the Industry Connections Activity Initiation Document 
(ICAID).  This section  describes the IEEE 802 process for approving an ICAID.
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Information on ICCom and the ICAID form can be found at:  
http://standards.ieee.org/about/sasb/iccom/index.html


10.2 IEEE 802 LMSC approval


A proposed ICAID and supporting documents shall be submitted to the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC
via the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC email reflector for review no less than 30 days prior to the day 
of the opening SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC meeting of an IEEE 802 LMSC plenary session.  The 
submittal message should include Internet links to the required submittal documents.  Presence 
of the submittal message in the reflector archive (with time stamp) is evidence of delivery.


At the discretion of the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC Chair, ICAIDs may be submitted in parallel to 
ICCom when the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC Closing meeting date allows the ICAID to be 
removed from consideration prior to ICCom recommendation to the Standards Board.


10.3 Plenary review


In order to ensure wide consideration by IEEE 802 LMSC members, ICAIDs shall pass through 
the following process during the IEEE 802 LMSC plenary session week in which SponsorIEEE 
802 LMSC approval is sought.


Prior to the start of the IEEE 802 LMSC session, draft ICAIDs under consideration for approval 
by the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC shall be available at a publicly accessible URL and an email 
sent to the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC reflector should contain the URLs required for viewing the 
ICAID and associated documentation. WGWorking Group chairs should inform their 
WGWorking Groups of the ICAIDs that have been circulated to the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC.  
Once approved or disapproved by the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC, ICAIDs and supporting material
should be removed from the public URL.  Supporting material shall be available in sufficient 
detail for members of other WGWorking Groups to understand if they have an interest in the 
proposed ICAID (i.e., if they would like to contribute to/participate in the proposed work, or 
identify if there is conflict with existing or anticipated work in their current WGWorking Group).


Subgroups, other than the proposing subgroup, shall express concerns to the proposing subgroup 
as soon as possible and shall submit comments to the proposing WGWorking Group and the 
SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC by e-mail not later than 6:30 p.m. on Tuesday of the plenary session.


The proposing WGWorking Group shall post a response to the commenting WGWorking Group 
and to the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC together with a Final ICAID on a public website and 
circulate the relevant URL on the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC reflector not later than 6:30 p.m. on 
Wednesday of the plenary session. It will be assumed that insufficient coordination and/or inter-
WGWorking Group consideration had occurred prior to the submission of the ICAID if this 
deadline is not met, and the proposed ICAID will not be considered by the SponsorIEEE 802 
LMSC at the closing SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC meeting.


11. Policy for distribution of new IEEE 802 LMSC standards 
publications


All IEEE 802 LMSC standards will be distributed on an annual basis to registered attendees.
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12. Procedure for conditional approval to forward a draft standard 


This procedure is to be used when approval to forward a draft standard to sponsor ballot or to 
RevCom is conditional on successful completion of a WGWorking Group or sponsor 
recirculation ballot, respectively.


Conditional approval is only appropriate when ballot resolution efforts have been substantially 
completed and the approval ratio is sufficient.  "Substantially complete" is when there is a very 
low likelihood of receiving valid new Disapprove comment(s)/vote(s) upon the next recirculation
ballot.  If the requirements for conditional approval have not been met at end of that recirculation
ballot, then one subsequent recirculation ballot may be conducted in an attempt to meet the 
conditional approval conditions. If the conditions are not met by the subsequent recirculation 
ballot, the conditional approval terminates. Conditional approval expires at the opening of the 
next plenary.


Agenda Items and motions requesting conditional approval to forward when the prior ballot has 
closed shall be accompanied by:


• Date the ballot closed
• Vote tally including Approve, Disapprove and Abstain votes
• Comments that support the remaining disapprove votes and WGWorking Group 


responses.
• Schedule for recirculation ballot and resolution meeting.


Where a voter has accepted some comment resolutions and rejected others, only the comments of
which the voter has not accepted resolution should be presented.


When conditional forwarding to sponsor ballot has been approved, the conditions shall be met 
before initiating sponsor ballot. When conditional forwarding to RevCom has been approved by 
the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC, the submittal may be forwarded to RevCom before the conditions 
have been fulfilled in order to meet the submittal requirements for the next RevCom meeting. 
However, the submittal shall be withdrawn from the RevCom agenda if the conditions have not 
been met one week before the RevCom meeting.


Conditions:


a) Recirculation ballot is completed. Generally, the recirculation ballot and resolution 
should occur in accordance with the schedule presented at the time of conditional 
approval.


b) After resolution of the recirculation ballot is completed, the approval percentage is at 
least 75% and there are no new valid DISAPPROVE votes.


c) No technical changes, as determined by the WGWorking Group Chair, were made as a 
result of the recirculation ballot.


d) No new valid DISAPPROVE comments on new issues that are not resolved to the 
satisfaction of the submitter from existing DISAPPROVE voters.


e) If the WGWorking Group Chair determines that there is a new invalid DISAPPROVE 
comment or vote, the WGWorking Group Chair shall promptly provide details to the 
SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC.


f) The WGWorking Group Chair shall immediately report the results of the ballot to the 
SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC including: the date the ballot closed, vote tally and comments

associated with any remaining disapproves (valid and invalid), the WGWorking Group 
responses and the rationale for ruling any vote invalid.


Submissions may be forwarded to RevCom without SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC Approval or 
Conditional Approval in order to meet the submittal requirements for the next RevCom meeting, 
provided that the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC Chair first notifies the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC 
email reflector that, in the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC Chair’s view based on the complete 
RevCom package, there is a reasonable expectation that the submittal will be approved by the 
SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC before the RevCom meeting. If it becomes apparent that approval will 
not be completed, the submittal shall be withdrawn from the RevCom agenda as early as 
possible.


NOTE: Withdrawal of an agenda item is a significant discourtesy to the volunteer members of 
RevCom.


13. Procedure for coexistence assurance


If indicated in the five criteria, the wireless WGWorking Group shall produce a coexistence 
assurance (CA) document in the process of preparing for WGWorking Group letter ballot and 
SponsorStandards Association ballot. The CA document shall accompany the draft on all 
wireless WGWorking Group letter ballots.


The CA document shall address coexistence with all relevant approved IEEE 802 LMSC 
wireless standards specifying devices for unlicensed operation.  The WGWorking Group should 
consider other specifications in their identified target band(s) in the CA document.


The IEEE 802.19 WGWorking Group shall have one vote in WGWorking Group letter ballots 
that include CA documents. As part of its ballot comments, the IEEE 802.19 WGWorking Group
will verify the CA methodology was applied appropriately and reported correctly.


The ballot group makes the determination on whether the coexistence necessary for the standard 
or amendment has been met.


A representative of the IEEE 802.19 WGWorking Group should vote in all wireless 
SponsorStandareds Association ballots that are in the scope of the IEEE 802.19 coexistence 
WGWorking Group.


14. IEEE 802 criteria for standards development (CSD)


The CSD documents an agreement between the WGWorking Group and the SponsorIEEE 802 
LMSC that provides a description of the project and the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC's requirements 
more detailed than required in the PAR.  The CSD consists of the project process requirements,
14.1, and the 5C requirements, 14.2.


14.1 Project process requirements


14.1.1 Managed objects


Describe the plan for developing a definition of managed objects.  The plan shall specify one of 
the following:


a) The definitions will be part of this project.
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b) The definitions will be part of a different project  and provide the plan for that project or 
anticipated future project.


c) The definitions will not be developed and explain why such definitions are not needed.


14.1.2 Coexistence


A WGWorking Group proposing a wireless project shall demonstrate coexistence through the 
preparation of a Coexistence Assurance (CA) document unless it is not applicable.


a) Will the WGWorking Group create a CA document as part of the WGWorking Group 
balloting process as described in Clause 13? (yes/no)


b) If not, explain why the CA document is not applicable.


14.2 5C requirements


14.2.1 Broad market potential


Each proposed IEEE 802 LMSC standard shall have broad market potential.  At a minimum, 
address the following areas:


a) Broad sets of applicability.
b) Multiple vendors and numerous users.


14.2.2 Compatibility


Each proposed IEEE 802 LMSC standard should be in conformance with IEEE Std 802, IEEE 
802.1AC, and IEEE 802.1Q. If any variances in conformance emerge, they shall be thoroughly 
disclosed and reviewed with IEEE 802.1 WGWorking Group prior to submitting a PAR to the 
SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC.


a) Will the proposed standard comply with IEEE Std 802, IEEE Std 802.1AC and IEEE Std 
802.1Q?


b) If the answer to a) is no, supply the response from the IEEE 802.1 WGWorking Group.


The review and response is not required if the proposed standard is an amendment or revision to 
an existing standard for which it has been previously determined that compliance with the above 
IEEE 802 standards is not possible. In this case, the CSD statement shall state that this is the 
case.


14.2.3 Distinct Identity


Each proposed IEEE 802 LMSC standard shall provide evidence of a distinct identity. Identify 
standards and standards projects with similar scopes and for each one describe why the proposed 
project is substantially different.


14.2.4 Technical Feasibility


Each proposed IEEE 802 LMSC standard shall provide evidence that the project is technically 
feasible within the time frame of the project. At a minimum, address the following items to 
demonstrate technical feasibility:


a) Demonstrated system feasibility.
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b) Proven similar technology via testing, modeling, simulation, etc.


14.2.5 Economic Feasibility


Each proposed IEEE 802 LMSC standard shall provide evidence of economic feasibility. 
Demonstrate, as far as can reasonably be estimated, the economic feasibility of the proposed 
project for its intended applications. Among the areas that may be addressed in the cost for 
performance analysis are the following:


a) Balanced costs (infrastructure versus attached stations).
b) Known cost factors.
c) Consideration of installation costs.
d) Consideration of operational costs (e.g., energy consumption).
e) Other areas, as appropriate.


15. WGWorking Group Financial operations


A Working Group may wish or need to conduct financial operations in order for it to host interim
sessions for itself or one or more of its sub groups or to acquire goods and/or services that it 
requires for its operation.


A Working Group that claims any beneficial interest in or control over any funds or financial 
accounts whose aggregate value is $500 or more is determined to have a treasury and said to be 
“operating with treasury”.


A Working Group may operate with treasury only if it requests permission and is granted 
permission by the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC to operate with treasury and thereafter complies with
the rules of this subclause. The Working Group request to operate with treasury shall be 
supported by a motion that has been approved by the Working Group. The Working Group may, 
again by Working Group approved motion, surrender SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC granted 
permission to operate with treasury. The SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC may withdraw permission for 
a Working Group to operate with treasury for cause.


A Working Group subgroup shall not operate with treasury.


15.1 Working Group financial operation with treasury


The financial operations of a Working Group operating with treasury shall comply with the 
following rules.


a) The Working Group shall conduct its financial operations in compliance with all IEEE, 
IEEE SA, and IEEE Computer Society rules that are applicable to the financial operations
of standards committees. As of January 2005, the documents containing these rules 
include, but are not limited to, the following:


1. IEEE Policies, Sections 11 IEEE Financial Matters and 12.6 Contracts with Exclusive
Rights


2. IEEE Financial Operations Manual, Sections FOM.3 Asset/Liability Management and
FOM.8 Contract and Purchasing Orders


3. Computer Society Policies and Procedures Manual, Section 16.7.1 Checking 
Accounts
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4. SASB OM 5.3 Standards development meetings


b) The Working Group shall have a Treasurer who is responsible to the Chair and 
SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC Treasurer for the operation of the Working Group treasury, for 
ensuring that the operation of the Working Group treasury and the Working Group 
financial accounts complies with this P&P and follows prudent financial procedures. The 
Treasurer shall:


1. Maintain a budget


2. Control all funds into and out of the Working Group’s bank accounts


3. Follow IEEE policies concerning standards meetings and finances


4. Read the IEEE FOM


c) The Working Group shall have an Executive Committee (Working Group EC)  
comprised of, at minimum, the Chair, Vice Chairs, Secretaries, and Treasurer of the 
Working Group. The Chair shall be the Chair of the Working Group ECExecutive 
Committee.


d) The Working Group shall open and maintain a Working Group bank account whose title 
shall begin with “IEEE” followed by the numerical identity of the Working Group (e.g., 
IEEE 802.1). The SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC Chair shall be an authorized signer for the 
account. The SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC Treasurer shall be notified within 30 days of the 
bank, account number, account title, and authorized signers for the account when the 
account is opened and whenever any of these items change.


e) The Working Group may open and maintain one or more Working Group merchant 
accounts for the settlement of credit card transactions. The title of each merchant account 
shall begin with “IEEE” followed by the numerical identity of the Working Group (e.g., 
IEEE 802.1). Each Working Group merchant account shall be linked to the Working 
Group bank account. The SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC Treasurer shall be notified within 30 
days of each merchant account, account number, and account title when the account is 
opened and whenever any of these items change.


f) All funds collected and/or received by a Working Group shall be deposited in the 
Working Group bank account.


g) All funds retained by a Working Group shall be held in the Working Group bank account 
or in IEEE approved investments.


h) The Working Group may disburse and/or retain funds as appropriate to pay approved 
expenses and maintain an approved operating reserve.


i) Signature authority for any Working Group financial account is restricted to those IEEE, 
IEEE SA, and Computer Society officers and/or staff that are required to have signature 
authority by IEEE, IEEE SA, and Computer Society regulations; to SponsorIEEE 802 
LMSC officers and to the officers of the Working Group owning the account, with the 
sole exception that, at most, two other individuals may be granted signature authority for 
the Working Group bank account for the sole purpose of assisting the Working Group in 
conducting its financial operations, provided that each such individual has provided 
agreements, indemnity, and/or bonding satisfactory to the IEEE. The granting of 
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signature authority to any individual other than the Chair, Treasurer, SponsorIEEE 802 
LMSC Chair, and SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC Treasurer and those required by IEEE, IEEE 
SA, Computer Society, or SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC regulations shall be by motion that is
approved by the Working Group.


j) The Working Group shall prepare and maintain its own accounting and financial records.


k) The Treasurer shall prepare for each Working Group plenary session a financial report 
that summarizes all of the Working Group financial activity since the last such report. 
The report shall be submitted to the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC Treasurer before the 
opening of the session, shall be presented to Working Group membership at the opening 
plenary meeting of the session, and shall be included in the session minutes. The format 
and minimum content of the report shall be as specified by the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC 
Treasurer.


l) The Treasurer shall prepare and submit an audit package for each calendar year during 
any portion of which the Working Group operated with treasury, as required by IEEE 
regulations. The package shall contain all material required by IEEE Audit Operations for
an IEEE audit and shall be submitted to the IEEE for audit or to the SponsorIEEE 802 
LMSC Chair for local audit, as required by IEEE audit regulations. If the package is 
submitted to the IEEE, a summary of the Working Group’s financial operations for the 
audit year shall be submitted to the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC Chair at the same time that 
the audit package is submitted to the IEEE. The format and minimum content of the 
summary shall be as specified by the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC Treasurer.


m) The maximum and minimum size of the Working Group operating reserve may be set by 
the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC.


n) All Working Group expenditures require the approval of the Working Group 
ECExecutive Committee, with the sole exception that each Working Group ECExecutive 
Committee member may be reimbursed from the Working Group treasury for up to $200 
of Working Group expenses incurred between Working Group sessions without specific 
approval of the Working Group ECExecutive Committee.


o) The location, date, and fees for each interim session hosted or co-hosted by the Working 
Group require the approval of the Working Group ECExecutive Committee.


p) For each interim session hosted or co-hosted by the Working Group, all reasonable and 
appropriate direct expenses for goods and/or services for the session that are provided 
under contract(s) and/or agreement(s) that are exclusively for that interim session are 
approved when the Working Group ECExecutive Committee approves the location, date, 
and fees for the session.


q) Any contract and/or agreement to which the Working Group is a party, whose total value 
is greater than $5000 and that is not for goods and/or services exclusively for a single 
interim session hosted or co-hosted by the Working Group, requires the approval of the 
Working Group ECExecutive Committee and the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC before 
execution.


r) The Working Group shall maintain an inventory of each item of equipment that it 
purchases that has a useful life of greater than 6 months and purchase price of greater 
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than $50. A copy of the inventory shall be provided to the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC 
Treasurer during December of each year.


15.2 Working Group financial operation with joint treasury


Two or more Working Groups with the approval of the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC may operate 
with a single joint treasury. Working Groups that operate with a joint treasury shall have no other
treasury. The merger of separate Working Group treasuries into a joint treasury or the splitting of
a joint treasury into separate Working Group treasuries requires approval of the SponsorIEEE 
802 LMSC. Each such action shall be supported by a motion from each of the involved Working 
Groups that requests the action and that has been approved by the Working Group.


The operation of a joint treasury is subject to the same rules as a Working Group operating with 
treasury with the following exception: The Executive Committee overseeing the joint treasury 
shall be a Joint Executive Committee that is the union of the Executive Committees of the 
Working Groups operating with the joint treasury. The Chair of the Joint ECExecutive 
Committee shall be selected by the Joint Executive Committee and shall be the Chair of one of 
the participating Working Groups.


16. Signs of dominance tools for Working Group chair


As defined in the LMSC WGWorking Group P&olicies and Procedure (subclause 3.4.1 Chair), it
is the responsibility of the WGWorking Group chair to determine if the Working Group is 
dominated by an organization. The document https://mentor.ieee.org/802-ec/dcn/17/ec-17-0083-
02-00EC-signs-of-dominance-toolkit.doc should be used by a WGWorking Group chair to 
satisfy this responsibility. The document describes a set of signs of potential dominance, plus 
notes on applicability organized by diagnostic power.


17. Revision of the IEEE 802 LMSC OM


The IEEE 802 LMSC OM may be revised as follows.


Revisions to the IEEE 802 LMSC OM shall be submitted by a SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC member
to the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC no less than 30 day in advance of a SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC 
Vvote to approve them.  The SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC member proposing the revision may 
modify the proposed revision during the 30 days prior to a SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC Vvote (in 
response to comments).  Insufficient time to consider complex modifications is a valid reason to 
vote disapprove.  A motion to revise these documents shall require a vote of approve by at least 
two thirds of all voting members of the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC.  Votes to approve revisions 
shall be taken at a plenary session.  If approved, revisions become effective at the end of the 
plenary session where the votes were taken.


In some circumstances minor revisions may be made to the IEEE 802 LMSC OM without a 
revision ballot.  These circumstances are


a) Basic layout/formatting that does not change the meaning of any of the text
b) Correction of spelling and punctuation
c) Error in implementing approved changes
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All other revisions shall be balloted as described in this subclause. If any voting SponsorIEEE 
802 LMSC member protests an editorial change of the IEEE 802 LMSC OM within 30 days of 
its release (the date of notice on the SponsorIEEE 802 LMSC reflector constitutes the release 
date), that editorial change will be without effect.

Summary 
 
Linespeed Events, LLC is providing comprehensive wired and wireless network services 
in 33 meeting rooms, foyers and offices on three floors of the Hyatt Regency Vancouver 
(HRV) and two floors of the Fairmont Vancouver Hotel (FVH). Linespeed is also 
providing a local document server synchronized in near real time with mentor.ieee.org. 
 
The local area network (LAN) supporting the meeting space is comprised of seven 
intermediate distribution frames (IDFs) cross connected with 1Gb fiber to the main 
distribution frame (MDF). Linespeed’s wireless local area network (WLAN), comprised 
of 59 IEEE 802.11 a/g/n/ac compliant access points, is currently providing Wi-Fi 
connectivity to more than 1608 unique wireless devices (laptops, tablets, smartphones, 
smartwatches, etc.) at this session. The WLAN deployment is shown in Figure 1. 
 
The HRV provided IEEE 802 with 400Mb/s of symmetrical bandwidth for this plenary. 
Linespeed provided a 1G 5GHz radio point-to-point bridge link between the HRV and 
FVH to share the bandwidth between the meeting venues (see Figure 2.) 
 
Linespeed provisioned the network with redundant routers in addition to a 1Gb LAN 
backbone comprised of distribution and edge switches.  
 
Linespeed tested all Cat5 copper connections interconnecting IDFs and meeting room 
ports prior to deploying network hardware in the meeting space. 
 
Bandwidth utilization and number of simultaneous clients for the session are shown in 
Figure 3. The peak number of simultaneous active wireless connections during the 
week was 1257. The peak bandwidth consumption was 218Mbps. We recommend 
requiring a minimum 300Mb/s symmetrical Internet circuit for future plenary sessions.
