Communications Standards Magazine, which has a column called "Standards News."

Parsons noted the IEEE 802.1 Working Group is the recipient of the IEEE SA 2020 Emerging Technology Award:

For the development of IEEE Std 802.1CM™-2018 Time-Sensitive Networking for Fronthaul as amended by IEEE
Std 802.1CMde™-2020, the first IEEE standard to connect a cellular network’s radio equipment to its remote
controller via a packet network, in particular, over a bridged IEEE 802.3™ Ethernet network.

A round of virtual applause was given to the 802.1 WG.
Parsons also noted that Janos Farkas received IEEE-SA Standards award as well.

Nikolich noted that the 802.1d withdrawal at end of 2021 (which will happen automatically if nothing is done) and asked
what potential impact this would have on related LOA's.
