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· That we accept the indicates and requests that 802.3ac (VLANs) has and add to it as appropriate for mobility and security and regulatory compliance.

· Must be compatible with the current 802.11 MAC including DCF and PCF.

· Interface to IEEE 1394.

· Support for multiple priorities and classes of service.

· Support for near perfect voice, audio, and video streaming.

· Support for multiple streams.

· Support for interactive services.

· Should support the recommended practices being developed by TGf.

· Support the requirements in Document 00/119

· Support for applications that need dynamic bandwidth allocation and/or reservation.

· Should be able to support H.323, MPEG2, MPEG4, etc.

· Should support a mechanism similar to that described in document 00/065 (extensible security).

· Support for security to protect copyrighted media streams.

· Should adhere to existing or upcoming IETF standards.

· The QoS definition should be higher layer agnostic.

· Support for terminal assisted handoff decisions. (to insure media stream can be handled by new AP before disconnect)

· Support for peer to peer communication.

· Support for AV Streams and bursty data concurrently.

· Support for classes of service where acknowlegement is not mandatory.

· IETF and 802.1 QoS support.

· Support for Class of Service  three years in the future.

· Minimal increase in complexity.
