Andrew noted that Clause 5 needs a lot of work and he is looking for anyone who understands the original intention who would volunteer to update this section.

MS Word comments have been entered to cross reference back to the original letter ballot comment which spawned the change. Andrew will send instructions to the reflector.

Starting with email on the reflector, a discussion on what to do with the IBSS DFS clause will be started. Interested parties include Simon Black, Charles Wright and Amjad Soomro.
