The taxonomy document calls it “centralized WLAN architecture”
We should change the term “distributed AP-AC” to “centralized WLAN”
Should we add more specific information about the protocol definition in this letter?
No, it’s too early to do that.
Third bullet statement: 
The point of the statement is unclear – the word “description” is better than “definition”. We are simply describing what’s already defined in the standard.
Agreement ot change “definition” to “description”
There are no other comments on the cover letter

Specific Comments on the Taxonomy document are posted in document 11-04/456r2

The comments from Michael Montemurro and Darwin Engwer will be updated in later revision(s) of the document
Dorothy Stanley is still collecting detailed comments, but she needs them ASAP.
Discussion on comment on page 6 - section 1.3 - discussion of centralized architecture

The primary function for an access point is to be a “transparent bridge” between the 802.11 network and another network

Other items like that are not address besides bridging are  security (gatekeeper), mobility support. These functions are in a normal AP and are not described in the document
There are no descriptions for 802.11 functions at the WTP, so taking it literally, it’s assumed that any functionality not implemented at the AC is implemented at the WTP.
Different vendors have interpreted the described the split in functionality between the AC and the WTP breakdown differently.
Discussion on Section 4.2 - page 20 figure 6

The document does not spend much time on the data path - we should get the authors add a description of what the data path looks like

The document never talks about bridging, it simply mentions the “distribution service” 

Bridging is both the “distribution service” and the “integration service”

Access points typically provide support for mobility (through IAPP, proprietary, mobileIP means).
The document briefly mentions “portal”, “distribution”, and “integration” but there’s no description for how these services are implemented.
