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Abstract

This document contains a list of questions compiled from TGn members addressed to the TGn chair regarding the selection process.

Questions gathered at the TGn session on 14 July 2004:
· What can change in material on the server after 13 Aug?

· Can you present material new on the server after 13 Aug?

· What precisely has to be on the server at 13 Aug (doc and/or presentation and/or results?)

· How many hours before the start of the session can anything be modified?
