After a brief welcome the Technical Editor, Adrian Stephens took the floor to review the agenda plans for the day.

Various options for presenting, discussing, voting, and extending discussion on the more difficult topics were considered. The TGn chair will use those suggestions in the opening report to suggest how business will be conducted during the week. This will be discussed during the opening reporting the firat TGn session  on Tuesday afternoon.
