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11.12.2 Receiving a Neighbor Report

An AP receiving a Neighbor Report Request shall respond with a Neighbor Report Response frame containing zero or more Neighbor Report elements. If an SSID element is specified in the corresponding Neighbor Report Request frame, the Neighbor Report element shall only contain information from the MIB table dot11RRMNeighborReportTable concerning neighbor APs that are members of the current ESS identified by the SSID element contained within the Neighbor Report Request. If the SSID element is omitted the Neighbor Report element shall contain information from the MIB table dot11RRMNeighborReportTable concerning neighbor APs that belong to the same ESS as the requesting STA. If there are no list entries available the AP shall send a Neighbor Report Response with no Neighbor List Entries.  The wildcard SSID will return all known Neighbors in the Neighbor Report.
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
