Agenda and Administrative Business
The chair noted that the teleconference invitation included links to the IEEE patent policy and several related forms (letter of assurance, introductory slides, and FAQ), the code of ethics, the affiliation FAQ, and the antitrust policy.  The chair called for questions on the policies or objections to them, and none were recorded.
Update on Letter Ballot Status, Stephen McCann
· Approximately 50 votes have been recorded.  2-3 of them have submitted comments.

· Policy is to not reveal voter names until the deadline, though it is acceptable to share the text of the comments with names removed before that point.

Method of Processing Letter Ballot Comments
The group discussed ways of organizing comments for processing.

· Process notes

· The easiest way to start is to copy the process from another task group.  The chair guesses that TGu will receive more comments than TGy, but not as many as TGs.  Therefore, he has been investigating what those two task groups have done.
· Harry Worstell, the 802.11 WG vice chair, creates a single unified spreadsheet with all the comments after the close of the ballot.

· Comment processing discussion

· Many groups will divide the comments, either by clause or by functional area so that sub-groups may work on them.  Assigning by topic area/feature is harder because it requires that all comments be read before beginning processing, and will undoubtedly result in transfers.

· Bruce Kraemer said that the hardest part of comment resolution is encouraging submissions, and that we should design a process that gets to submission assignment as quickly as possible.  If we assign comments by function or topic, that should be done before the start of our ad hoc.

· Bruce described the TGn process, but noted that it was different because the volume of comments was much larger, and Adrian Stephens is a professional programmer and has built an Access database for comment processing.

· Necati Canpolat and Matthew Gast volunteered to assist the chair with revsion control on the TGu comment spreadsheet.
Incoming and Outgoing Liasons
IETF

· The IETF has responded to our liason on EAP methods and has requested a TGu presentation at the IETF meeting in July.

· Stephen McCann is unavailable to go, but Matthew Gast is available.

· Further discussion at the July meeting in San Francisco.

3GPP SA2
· Further discussions are required, and the group is willing to do so.  However, they wish to have us come to one of their meetings rather than attending an IEEE meeting.

· Dave Stephenson requested clarification on the schedule implications, and whether it was important that we met with SA2 in Q3 or Q4 of this year.  Stephen McCann replied that SA2 is working on the R8 specification, to be published in March or April of 2008.  However, they are actively trying to standardize interfaces to non-3GPP networks such as WLAN, so it would be good to meet them sooner rather than later.

· Stephen McCann will continue to work with the SA2 chair to organize a meeting in late August.  Matthew Gast looked up the meeting schedule, and determined that the August meeting of SA2 is probably the best opportunity to attend an SA2 meeting this year.
