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CID 2825
This comment is about the name of field, “MIMO (Non-)Compressed Beamforming Feedback Report Field” in 7.3.1.31 and 7.3.1.32. It used to be “MIMO (Non-)Compressed Steering Feedback Report Field” in D1.0 and during the resolution of LB84, Beam adhoc group agreed to change the name by replacing “Steering” with “Beamforming” in principle and its resolution was passed in Motion 87 last November, 2006.

During the resolution of editorial comment CID2825 in LB97, generally we prefer to have a shorten name and it changed back to use “steering” to be “Steering (Non-)Compressed Report Field” in D2.02 by the editor. However, conceptually, Beamformee does not send back “the” steering matrix to Beamformer for explicit feedback so its name is not strictly correct. We believe it is better to keep “Beamforming” to distinguish these matrices with actual “Steering matrix” to make sure Beamformer may use this feedback information to build new “steering matrix” for the next packet.

Proposed Resolution: Counter; In general, replace “steering” with “beamforming” in the name of report frames for explicit feedback.
TGn editor: For the title of subclause 7.1.3.31, Replace “Non-compressed Steering Report Field” with “Non-compressed Beamforming Report Field”. This may require to change all references in the draft as well.
TGn editor: For the title of subclause 7.1.3.32, Replace “Compressed Steering Report Field” with “Compressed Beamforming Report Field”. This may require to change all references in the draft as well.

TGn editor: For the title of subclause 7.4.8.7, Replace “Non-compressed Steering Frame Format” with “Non-compressed Beamforming Frame Format”. This may require to change all references in the draft as well.

TGn editor: For the title of subclause 7.4.8.8, Replace “Compressed Steering Frame Format” with “Compressed Beamforming Frame Format”. This may require to change all references in the draft as well.

TGn editor: For the title of Table 24e and 24f, Replace “Non-compressed Steering Report fixed field” with “Non-compressed Beamforming Report fixed field”. For the title of Table 24g, Replace “Non-compressed Steering Report Field” with “Non-compressed Beamforming Report Field”. This may require to change all references in the draft as well.

TGn editor: For the title of Table 24i and 24j, Replace “Compressed Steering Report fixed field” with “Compressed Beamforming Report fixed field”. This may require to change all references in the draft as well.

TGn editor: For the title of Table 57n, Replace “Non-compressed Steering” with “Non-compressed Beamforming”. This may require to change all references in the draft as well.

TGn editor: For the title of Table 57o, Replace “Compressed Steering” with “Compressed Beamforming”. This may require to change all references in the draft as well.

TGn editor: In the title of Figure 53p, Replace “Non-compressed Steering” with “Non-compressed Beamforming”. This may require to change all references in the draft as well.

TGn editor: In Table 112ag and Table 43j, Replace “Steering” with “Beamforming” only for B13-B14 and B15-B16. [Note to Editor: B9,B10 is for Beamformer capability to indicate whether Beamformer can apply “steering matrix”. B13-16 is for Beamformee capability to indicate whether Beamformee can return “beamforming matrix”]. Replace “Steering” with Beamforming” in line 44-50 (page 69) in Table 43j. This may require to change all references in the draft as well.

One more minor editorial correction:

 In Table 43j (line 48, page 69), Definition of “Explicit Compressed Beamforming” is not corrent. This is the capability bit for Beamformee to indicate whether it can return compressed beamforming feedback matrix, NOT “apply”.

TGn editor: In Table 43j (line 48, page 69), change the definition of “Expilcit Compressed Beamforming” to “Indicates whether this receiver can return compressed beamforming feedback matrix.”
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
