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General discussion:

CID 402 is countered by fixing an error in the L_LENGTH definition. L_LENGTH should not include the Service Field and Tail Bits to be consistent with the LENGTH field definition of clause 17. Because of this, 3 bytes have to be subtracted from the L_LENGTH definitions that appear in draft 2.04.
