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Abstract

This document contains draft process description for processing TGk sponsor ballot comments using the MyBallot tool and new tools provided by Adrian Stephens.  


Draft Process for TGk Sponsor Ballot Comment Resolution

GET COMMENTS
A.  CRchair gets all or new comments from from .csv MyBallot webserver and import into V3P3 (from now on 
this is called MASTER dbase).
B.  Assign all or new comments for distributed work:

CRchair uses the "TOPIC" field in the dbase to assign comments
C.  CRchair uses ExportMyBallotToExcel tool to export MASTER to Excel sheet and distributes by 
posting to server.

RESOLVE COMMENTS

D.  CRgroup individual assignee provides approved resolutions:

-Each assignee prepares new excel doc# (called WORKDOC) which contains a

MASTER sheet and also one or more sheets containing his proposed resolution work.

-Assignee may sort and work on assigned comments in any convenient order.
-Proposed resolutions inn revisions of this WORKDOC may be presented to
CRgroup for approval in any order.

-When groups of comments have been approved by CRgroup, assignee prepares the 
next revision of his WORKDOC with a sheet clearly labelled "Approved Resolutions".  
The "Approved Resolutions" sheet contains only the NEW and recently APPROVED 
comments with the approved status and resolution.
-Assignee posts this version of his excel document to the server and CRgroup minutes 
are to record that these new, approved comments are available for merging into the MASTER

E.  CRchair imports approved resolutions:

-CRchair inspects the WORKDOC from Assignee and verifies that the "Approved Resolutions" 
sheet contains only NEW and APPROVED resolutions and that no extraneous information is 
included which would corrupt the MASTER upon import.

--CRchair uses ExportExcelToTilde tool to create a Tilde file of the "Approved Resolutions" sheet 
to be imported.

--CRchair opens MASTER and uses "Input Tilde File" to merge new, approved resolutions into the MASTER.

F.  CRchair posts updated MASTER

-CRchair uses ExportMyBallotToExcel tool to export MASTER to Excel sheet and posts this as an update 
to original posting in step C, above.
-Optionally, CRchair may post interim results on MyBallot Website per step J, below.

……..ITERATE BASIC INPUT/RESOLVE STEPS

G. CRchar iterates steps A, B and C as needed until all ballot comments are included in MASTER.
H.  CRgroup iterates steps D, E, and F until all comments are approved and included in MASTER.

…..     GO TO NEXT RECIRCULATION
I.   Get WG to approve the final Excel sheet version of the MASTER posted in F.

J.    CRchair posts all approved resolutions on MyBallot Website for voter feedback

--CRchair uses MASTER to "output .CSV file".

--CR chair uploads .CSV file.

K.  Editor incorporates all approved comment resolution into new version of TGk draft.

L.  Editor prepares redlined version showing all changes from prior version of  draft.

M. CRchair updates MASTER to show latest voter feedback (Closed, Unsatisfied, Xwithdrawn).
N. CRchair uses MyBallot to launch next SB recirculation round.
