Bruce and Darwin presented updated status of IMT-Advanced, see doc 11-07-2500-00-0imt-imt-adv-status Sep-07.ppt

Highlights of the status update were the identification of two areas where additional work will be required by 802.11:

· IMT.TECH – additional inputs to WP8F on the requirements

· IMT.EVAL – inputs to WP8F on the requirements

With respect to IMT.EVAL two areas in particular need of attention were highlighted:

1. More flexibility for upstream and downstream modulation types

2. Area efficiency, for example, b/Hz/joule/m^2 is a possible metric

The need for weekly conference calls to craft inputs to IMT.EVAL and additional inputs to IMT.TECH was confirmed.  Bruce and Darwin will schedule these meeting and distribute the 

The interested attendees were advised to attend the 802.18 meetings on IMT-Advanced scheduled for Tues and Thurs evening (the Thurs even meeting was later cancelled).

Bruce and Darwin highlighted the areas where 802.11 xontributed to the joint 802 inputs to the IMT.TECH requirements during the April 2007 period:


System efficiency (Mbps/ area)


Security


Handover


Contention Based Protocol (CBP), rather than FDD/ TDD


Mobility type definitions (as related to mobile STA velocity ranges)

A couple of staw polls were taken to guage the interests of the attendees (approximately 33 total):

How many plan to attend the 802.18 IMT meetings this week.   Result = about 10

How many plan to participate in the 802.11 weekly conf calls on IMT? Result = about 5 (+Bruce/Darwin)
Assigned Action Item Notes

1. Bruce/ Darwin to set up 802.11 weekly conference calls (Fridays at 12:00 ET)
2. Bruce/ Darwin to send out information on how to participate in the 802.18 conference calls as soon as the details become available.

3. Bruce/ Darwin to reserve meeting slots during the November plenary session for in-session work on the 802.11 IMT materials and integration with other WGs and the combined result with 802.18.  It is anticipated that up to 3 meeting time slots may be required during the November meeting due to the volumne of work that is expected during that week.
