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In section 7.3.2.22.10a, modify the paragraph as indicated:

The subfields of the Multicast Reporting Reason field are defined as follows:

· The Report Timeout Trigger bit set to 1 indicates that Multicast Diagnostics Report was generated as a triggered report due to the Report Timeout trigger.

· The Performance Measurement bit set to 1 indicates that the Multicast Diagnostic Report was sent in response to a multicast diagnostic request or due to an FBMS multicast diagnostic interval. The report is may be generated unsolicited by a non-AP STA or to request or in response to a request for performance measurement of the multicast stream.
