If you use source / destination can get confused.  eg. destination for path reply is next hop. D1.0 came up with the terms target and originator of path discovery.  This was not complete in the text before, it is now.

· Would it be good to add to definitions in Chapter 3?
Exists in HWMP definitions in 11B

· Should put globally in Chapter 3, to reserve its use throughout the standard
