Meeting Minutes

1. Meeting called to order @ 12:05am EST.

2. No questions were asked regarding the IPR policy.
3. No announcements were made regarding essential IP.

4. No objection against Menzo taking minutes.
5. Proposed agenda for this call is to discuss LB135 results and approach to comment resolution.
6. LB135 has 66% affirmative votes. This outcome was expected, because we added a lot of new stuff  -- Off-channel DLS, Scheduled Power Save, all new security. We received 800 comments, compared with 1100 for LB127.

7. LB135 comments are in 11-08-1004-00-000z-tgz-lb135-draft20-comments.xls

8. For comment resolution, volunteers will work on subsections to hash out the easy ones – Kapil for security, Jakub for Peer PSM, Menzo for Clause7 and subclause 11.20. Kapil will ask Jouni if he wants to help out on security, Menzo will ask Michelle if she wants to assist Jakub with Peer PSM, and Alexander if he wants to work on Peer U-APSD.
9. Meeting time, conference calls and possibly Ad Hocs will be used to discuss the tougher comments.
10. Plan is to start a new LB in Dallas in November.

11. Possible options for a TGz Ad Hoc are between Hawaii and Dallas in the Bay area, and/or Sunday prior to the Dallas meeting.

12. Discussion about Clause 10. TDLS frame are Data frames, not Management frames, so Clause 10 items are not needed. However, it would be good though to have an architecture figure which illustrates how TDLS fits in the overall architecture.
13. Discussion about TDLS frame. Move TDLS frame definition into a separate section, for instance in an Annex, possibly together with an overview of the TGr Ethertype. Or choose a new Ethertype so there is no overloading and no dependency.
