Title: Liaison to 3GPP SA1 thanking them and suggesting additional area of cooperation

Purpose: To provide further information on the IEEE 802.11u approach, requesting advice on certain questions.

Dear Mr. Scarrone,

IEEE 802.11 would like to thank SA1 for their LS (S1-082411) replying to our request for recommendations on the IEEE 802.11u draft approach on “Interworking with External Networks”. The information kindly provided by SA1 enables TGu to further refine our draft. We await detailed information that CT1 may be able to provide us, as SA1 has suggested. With SA1 seeing an application for the 11u draft, we will work with 3GPP to ensure that the draft provides significant benefit to the users of both 3GPP and IEEE 802.11 standards.

Since our March liaison, our draft has been further refined. Version D_3.0 had advanced at our July meeting, so that it was then recommended for publication. 

The draft is not frozen, and IEEE 802.11 is looking towards further areas of cooperation to fully enhance its capabilities. One of the 3GPP areas that would seem to benefit from the draft capabilities would be the I-WLAN. We note that, at the time that the I-WLAN work was performed, 3GPP based it on the then-existing IEEE 802.11 standard. With the increasing use of user equipments capable of both cellular and wireless LAN operation, we welcome the opportunity for cooperation. 

We therefore kindly ask whether SA1 concurs in our view of the applicability of our draft to I-WLAN.
