Interworking functions may require correlating information from multiple management entities.  Figure 5-10u illustrates the use of the MAC State Generic Convergence Function (MSGCF) to correlate information for higher-layer entities.  The MSGCF does not interact directly with the MLME SAP and PLME SAP, but is made aware of interactions between the MLME and SME, and between the PLME and SME.  After correlation of lower-layer MLME and PLME events, the MSGCF may synthesize indications to higher-layer protocols.
