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dot11FrequencyBandsSupported is no longer used as the source of channel information sent over the air.  It’s purpose has been replaced by the information contained in Annex J (regulatory classes and channel sets).  There is no reason to make changes to legacy sections of the base document which have no use going forward. 
In annex D, remove the instructions to the editor to make changes to dot11FrequencyBandsSupported in 11p D4.01 shown below:
