1. Call to Order at 8:05 a.m.

5. Chair’s Welcome, Status, Review of Objectives
6. November SC6 plenary in Montreux reviewed.  The status remains the same as that plenary occurred prior to the Dallas IEEE 802.11 meeting.  A) China to decide their next steps by June 2009: 1) still prefers IS; 2) IEEE 802.11 suggests TR to 8802-11; 3) samples of each to be sent to NBs for comment; 4) conflicting advice received from NBs.  B) TR 8802-1 (LAN standard collaboration agreement) under revision: still has value despite being voided by PSDO: 1) naming conventions; 2) standards catalog.  C) JTC1/SC6 suggests: 1) IEEE 802 LMSC use JTC DIS Fast Track process, not FDIS Fast Track process; 2) upgrade liaison to Category A.
7. JTC1 ad hoc committee objectives for this meeting: 1) Prepare recommendations for next steps at 802.11 WG and 802 LMSC levels; 2) Prepare response to liaison letter for approval by 802 ExCom; 3) determine schedule for moving IEEE 802.11-2007 plus .11k/r/y through ISO/IEC fast track.
8. ExComm in Dallas preferred: 1) Continued use of PSDO fast track; 2) No pursuit of Class A Liaison.

9. The committee discussed how to work within the conflicting desires of SC6 and ExComm in preparing the response to the liaison letter.  1) The suggested path was to follow FDIS process (in PSDO), but suggest process refinements as needed.  2) Class A Liaison will not be pursued as this time.  If the PSDO is not renewed or does not work out, then a Class A Liaison should be revisited.  3) SC6 national bodies are encouraged to submit ballot comments at any time.
10. Committee discussed progressing IEEE 802 documents going forward.  1) ISO seems like the right venue.  2) Advantageous to continue to do so.  3) 802.11-2007 should be forwarded in March after liaison letter is received by SC6.
