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Minutes

The Chair convened the call at 20:05 EST.

IEEE 802.11 Working Group Policies and Procedures
https://mentor.ieee.org/802.11/public-file/07/11-07-0360-04-0000-802-11-policies-and-procedures.doc
The Chair reminded everyone that we are operating under the IEEE Patent Policy. The Chair inquired if anyone on the call was personally aware of the holder of any patent claims that are potentially essential to implementation of TGac and that are not already the subject of an Accepted Letter of Assurance: 

Such persons must either speak up now or provide the TG or WG Chairs with the identity of the holder(s) of any and all such claims as soon as possible or cause an LOA to be submitted.

In response, no one spoke up.

Two items were on the agenda:

- Functional Requirements and evaluation Criteria - Minho Cheong (ETRI) and Peter Loc (Ralink)- 11-09-0451r0   90 minutes
- WLAN Applications on Mobile Devices - Allan Zhu (Samsung)- 11-09-0453r0    30 minutes
Only the first presentation on functional requirements was covered. The second presentation is scheduled for the next TG call on April 23, 11:00 ET.
Minho Cheong presented 11-09-045. On Tgac R2 it was noted that a TGac device alone may not be sufficient to achieve Gbps rates. The suggestion was to replace the word “devices” with the word “amendment”. No objections to the proposed changes. The same changes were accepted for TGac R3.
It was also suggested that the word “Max” should be deleted in both 2.1.2 and 2.1.3. 

Darwin has done some preliminary work to establish the target rate. It is defined as the aggregate rate achieved among a set of stations. Darwin is to forward the link to his presentations on the TGac mailing list.

The issue of directionality was raised. The question was the rate achieved is for the DL, UL, or both. It was agreed that there is no need to specify the direction. The rate achieved is specified in bps independent of the direction. Vinko (Broadcom) raised the issue that we need to exercise caution in this area since it is easy to implement OFDM for the DL and not in the UL. Participants agreed to further discuss the issue.

On Section 3.1 (PHY Performance), it was suggested to remove the statement, all antennas shall have the same vertical polarization, Minho accepted the proposed changes. Vinko suggested that it would be easier to specify for dual polarization at ±45. Minho agreed.
On section 3.2 (Traffic Models), it was suggested to remove the restriction of 50 Mbps from line 17 of the table and replace it with unlimited. The proposed change is driven by the IEEE 802.11n simulation experience and the observation that the network was empty most of the time during simulation.

On Section 4 (Simulation Scenarios), there was a discussion on the channel model selections. Vinko suggested that channel model b may not be suitable for multi-user scenarios. He recommends channel model c instead. Participants agreed that channel models selection is to be determined. Vinko also suggested that there is a need to specify LS or NLS for the simulation scenarios. 
The number of stations in scenario 2 should not be specified and set as tbd. Minho agreed.

The call was adjourned at 22:00 ET.
