2. Slide 3 agenda is reviewed and chair asks are there any changes? None is heard.

3. Chair asks if there are any objections to approving the agenda – none is heard

4. Slide 6 Introduction

5. Vijay Auluck (Intel) comments that we should review activities ongoing in other fora that are of interest to 802.11. For issues that merit technical diligence, we should solicit more 802.11 expert participation.

6. Bob Heile (ZigBee Alliance) will try to organize a list or way for 802.15 to work with 802.11, and will discuss it with the 802.15 chairs on Sunday evening.

7.  Slide 7 North America summary. 

8. Rich Kennedy visited FCC OET yesterday, they had lots of questions for us. The multiple NOIs that are active will be joined by a TVWS database NOI by start of October. Responses to TVWS Petitions for Reconsideration will be early next year. DFS certification is on hold, and NTIA is supposed to come with additional test profiles to protect weather radars. If things continue in this direction, OET will ask for a short term block on 5600-5650 MHz operation. 

9.  Slide  8 European Union summary. 

10. WG SE21, EUMETNET wants a 40 dB relaxation for weather radar emissions. The project closes Sept 2010. 

11. WG SE24 5.6 GHz RLANS On Board Aircraft – final report indicates the 5600-5650 MHz should be blocked only on board aircraft.

12.  Slide 9 Asia – no updates

13.  Slide 10 EN 300 328 A technology neutral limit, based on the maximum average transmitted energy during a busy second, and assuming that peak transmit power limits are unchanged
14.  TG11 has been trying to specify a threshold below which no special sharing measures are required. 
15.  Dick Roy (SRA) requests an analysis to justify 4 millijoules in a many-to-many deployment to be taken to TG11. Dick says they need a page or two of justification text. 
16.  Vijay asks for a timeslot in Waikoloa where technical rigor is put to the proposal, maybe in 802.18. 
17.  Dick Roy says a sliding window kernel (a square wave pulse of 1 second duration) over the operational period should gather the energy. The chair asked him to submit a document to explain this for the Waikoloa meeting.  He said he would try.
18.  The chair adjourns the meeting at 13:06 EDT. 
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
