Call to order

TGu Update

The Chair gave an update on TGu activities.  He reported that the last letter ballot had completed during September and the Initial SB completed in November.  The results of the SB were an approval rating of ~93% and there were a total of 307 comments.  
The procedures for TGu have now changed.  The 802.11 WG Chair has appointed Stephen McCann (RIM) as chair of the CRC.  We are now working under the authority of IEEE 802 (before was IEEE 802.11).  The CRC is authorized to resolve comments and vote on motions during teleconferences.  The Chair urged those in the group interested in SB comment resolution to attend future teleconferences.

The Technical Editor provided an update of his activities.  He reported that he is currently working on CRS v6 (11-09-1120r6).  He has addressed 142 of the 178 editorial comments and incorporated the resolutions into P802.11u-d8.01.  He expects to finish resolving editorial comments tomorrow.  After that, he will forward the document to the Chair for posting on the Server in the member’s area.  The Chair stated he expected to have the draft posted to the Server by early next week.
There was a discussion on the process to be used in resolving comments.  The Technical Editor stated that comment resolutions would be incrementally added to P802.11u drafts (e.g., P802.11u-d8.02, P802.11u-d8.03, etc.), and the drafts would be posted to the Server as they are available.  The Chair stated that the comment resolutions and new draft would be approved (voted) when all the comment resolution work has been completed.  The Chair asked if there were any questions.  None were raised.

The Chair reported that during the November session, TGu voted to send our draft out for Expert Review.  This is a two step process: 1) Coordinating with list of experts to determine if they are willing to provide an expert review (currently, 4 have responded affirmatively) and 2) Send those experts the document for review.  Necati Canpolat (Intel) asked if any more experts could be added to the list; the Chair stated he would email out the document containing the list of experts at the end of the teleconference.

Initial Sponsor Ballot Comment Resolution
The Chair shared the CRS on the WebEx tool (11-09-1120r7).  The CRC worked to resolve comments in the CRS as minuted below.  Comment resolutions marked Defer include those needing group discussion or further work.  Note that MyBallot tool assigned long CIDs to each comment so the Chair decided to use the spreadsheet row number to identify comments instead.  The Chair asked if anyone in the group had a suggestion for comments to work on during the teleconference.  No one responded.  The Chair suggested the group work on architecture category marked “defer” to begin.
· Row # 315: After lengthy discussion, the Chair took an action item to define the term “access network”.  The Chair will bring this comment back for further discussion at a future meeting.

· Row # 308: A comment resolution added—the Chair took an action to re-write the initial paragraphs in clause 5.9.
The Chair stated he would upload a new version of the CRS after the teleconference concludes.
