1. Richard Kennedy (RIM) is the chair of the group. Peter Ecclesine (Cisco) is the vice-chair of the group. Chair called meeting to order: 10:00 pm EDT. 
2. Agenda of the teleconference is reviewed and approved with unanimous consent.
3. Introduction
3.1. Chair welcomed participants to the Task Group teleconference.
3.2. Chair introduced the officers of the group.
3.2.1. Chair: Rich Kennedy (Research In Motion) 
3.2.2. Vice-chair, Technical Editor and Webex Facilitator: Peter Ecclesine (Cisco)

3.2.3. Recording Secretary:  Zhou Lan (NICT)
3.3. Chair reminded participants to record their attendance by sending mails to rikennedy@rim.com , petere@cisco.com and lan@nict.go.jp .

4. Administrative items
4.1. Chair presented the links for the documents related with the administrative items.
4.2. Chair reviewed the patent policy and meeting guideline slides. Is there anyone who is not familiar with the IEEE Patent Policy? None.
4.3. Chair asked: Are there any patent claim(s)/patent application claim(s) and/or the holder of patent claim(s)/patent application claim(s) that the participant believes may be essential for the use of that standard? None.
4.4. Chair reviewed other guidelines for IEEE WG meetings.
5. Chair reviewed the PAR Scope and Purpose, Purpose, Principles and Vision/Outcome.
6. Eunsun Kim (LGE) reported the status of the GOF meeting (June 22th) for the enablement related comment resolution.

6.1. Eunsun Kim summarized that the definitions, scenarios of the enablement were discussed. There were consensus achieved in several comments such as #3, 23, 26, 27; others still need discussions.
7. Chair performed comment resolutions based on recently received submissions from Eunsun Kim and Peter Ecclesine. 
7.1. Chair mentioned the comment resolution is the job for the members who have their submission incorporated in D0.02, it is not only the job of the technical editor. 

7.2. Peter Ecclesine as the technical editor said a new revision of the comment spread sheet will be posted soon which added a new column indicating which submission the comment is addressing. The authors are encouraged to propose resolutions to comments on text from their accepted submissions.  
8. Eunsun Kim (LG Electronics) presented document 731/r0, 739/r0 for the resolution of comment related with enablement and comments 4, 5, 35, 64.
8.1. Eunsun Kim explained because the dependent STA doesn’t know the MAC address of the enabling STA, the submission (731/r0) proposes a mechanism to allow the dependent STA knows the address of the enabling STA through the dependent AP the dependent STA is associated with. 
8.2. Padam Kafle (Nokia) asked about the necessity of having the BSSID in the proposed element. 
8.3. Eunsun Kim responded that having BSSID is an optional feature that allows enabling STA is located in a different BSS in TVWS or not. BSSID helps to identify in which BSS the operation is performed. 
8.4. Zhou Lan (NICT) asked if the dependent AP and dependent STA are allowed to use different enabling STAs. 
8.5. Peter Ecclesine responded it is not allowed by using the mechanism proposed here. 
8.6. Padam Kafle asked the difference of this proposal with Peter’s submission.
8.7. Eunsun Kim responded the query protocol is different. This proposal is reusing the ANQP with adding only one information element. 
8.8. Padam Kafle asked if the dependent STA is allowed to request the channel information from the database. 

8.9. Eunsun Kim responded it is not allowed, the dependent STA is only allowed to obtain the information from the enabling STA.
8.10. Padam Kafle said a different frame may have to be used for that purpose. 

Peter Ecclesine presented document 0737/r0 for comments 4, 5, 6, 23, 68, 75 and 82.
8.11. Padam Kafle asked what is the registration ID of the RLQP.
8.12. Peter Ecclesine responded it is defined in 7.3.2.91.
8.13. Eunsun Kim pointed out theheading name is wrong for section 7.3.1.91. 
8.14. Peter Ecclesine responded the name will be corrected. This submission is a replacement of submission 512, 513, 514 and 515. 
8.15. Eunsun Kim asked if there will be an attempt to optimize the DSE procedure.
8.16. Peter Ecclesine responded it is exactly for that purpose. 
8.17. Eunsun Kim asked the difference between reusing ANQP and RLQP. 
8.18. Peter Ecclesine responded ANQP has to deal with an external access network, not an internal network. The registered location information can be internal. Using ANQP to access the internal information is wrong. 
8.19. Padam Kafle asked if we can allow cellular system to be used for enablement given cellular is removed from the text. 
8.20. Peter Ecclesine responded it will not allow using cellular, there is no beacon, probe request/response in cellular networks. 
9. Chair asked if there is any other business, hearing none, we are adjourned at 11:30 pm EDT.
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
