The HCCA TXOP Advertisement element is included in the Beacon frame of an HC when dot11QLoadReportActivated (#18) is true and dot11CF_Pollable are true and dot11CF-Pollable is false.  An HCCA AP shall advertise the Duration, Service Interval (SI) and Start Times for each TXOP reservation(#354) in the HCCA TXOP Advertisement element as described in 7.3.2.96.  When an HCCA AP that is overlapping with another HC AP, i.e. the Overlap field in the QLoad Report is greater than 0 (#700), it shall examine the TXOP Reservation field(s), if present, in received HCCA TXOP Advertisements of all its directly overlapping HCs APs before accepting a TSPEC request that(#688) has the Access Policy subfield of the TSPEC element set to HCCA or HEMM.
