1. Richard Kennedy (RIM) is the chair of the group. Peter Ecclesine (Cisco) is the vice-chair of the group. Chair called meeting to order: 10:04 pm EDT. 
2. Agenda of the teleconference is reviewed and approved with unanimous consent.
3. Introduction
3.1. Chair welcomed participants to the Task Group teleconference.
3.2. Chair introduced the officers of the group.
3.2.1. Chair: Rich Kennedy (Research In Motion) 
3.2.2. Vice-chair, Technical Editor and Webex Facilitator: Peter Ecclesine (Cisco)

3.2.3. Recording Secretary:  Zhou Lan (NICT)
3.3. Chair reminded participants to record their attendance by sending mails to rikennedy@rim.com , petere@cisco.com and lan@nict.go.jp .

4. Administrative items
4.1. Chair presented the links for the documents related with the administrative items.
4.2. Chair reviewed the patent policy and meeting guideline slides. Is there anyone who is not familiar with the IEEE Patent Policy? None.
4.3. Chair asked: Are there any patent claim(s)/patent application claim(s) and/or the holder of patent claim(s)/patent application claim(s) that the participant believes may be essential for the use of that standard? None.
4.4. Chair reviewed other guidelines for IEEE WG meetings.
5. Peter Ecclesine (Cisco) presented document 11-10/0996r0 for enabling and enablement.
5.1. Padam Kafle (Nokia) asked if there is only master and client defined in the rule.
5.2. Peter Ecclesine responded there are also rules defined for fixed device and sense only device. Sense only device doesn’t have master client operation.
5.3. Ron Porat (Broadcom) asked about the rules of indoor/outdoor operation.

5.4. Peter Ecclesine responded there is no distinction for indoor or outdoor operation except for fixed device has to be outdoor device. And there are some requirements for antenna height. 
5.5. Padam Kafle asked if there is any distinction for portable devices.
5.6. Peter Ecclesine responded there is no distinction. 
5.7. Zhou Lan(NICT) asked how the frequency of operation are under the control. 

5.8. Peter Ecclesine responded the master/client says that if master says the operation should be on channel 2 then the network cannot operate on channel 3. 

5.9. Zhou Lan asked if the channel information needs to be in the enabling signal.

5.10. Peter Ecclesine responded the channel information and enabling signal are independent.

5.11. Yohannes Alemseged (NICT) asked the meaning of initiating a network. 
5.12. Winston Caldwell (Fox) responded by citing the definition of initiating a network in the FCC 15.703 rule that initiating a network means master device sending an control signal to client device. 
5.13. Padam Kafle commented the law doesn’t clearly specify what is an enabling signal, it is up to people to define it. 
5.14. Yohannes Alemseged asked if the dependent AP is a master device?
5.15. Peter Ecclesine responded the dependent AP is a master. 

5.16. Chen Sun (NICT) asked for a clarification of the difference between dependent AP and normal AP operating in TVWS. 

5.17. Peter Ecclesine responded that a dependent AP is a master obtaining the channel list not directly but through another master device. 
5.18. Richard Kennedy asked if a dependent AP is not registered in the database, but an enabling device is registered in the database. 
5.19. Peter Ecclesine responded that only the fixed devices are registered in the database, the mode II masters only tell the database their location when they try to obtain the available channel list. The information will not be stored in the database. 

5.20. Winston Caldwell commented that FCC also requests the database to have a functionality to indicate that no channel is available (FCC 15.715(j)). There are FCC ID and serial number for each device, but whether the database will maintain them is a question. It will also be beneficial to maintain information for mode I device to allow shutting down particular mode I device. 
5.21. Peter Ecclesine responded that we have to specify mechanisms that are required by regulations; we can also consider specifying mechanisms such as maintaining mode I device information to benefit the users if the group agrees on. 
5.22. Richard Kennedy asked what is required for a non-dependent enabling STA to operate.
5.23. Peter Ecclesine responded the masters have to ask for a channel list based on where they are. 
5.24. Zhou Lan asked if a mandatory function to guarantee the frequency of operation should be defined. 

5.25. Peter Ecclesine responded it is not needed by repeating the law in the standard. 
5.26. Alan C Berkema (HP R&D Roseville) commented it is important to have some examples like usage cases to demonstrate the operations. 

5.27. Peter Ecclesine responded that we can use Padam’s document (11-10/812r1)  as a starting point of the usage case document.
