· Chair reviewed the current draft agenda for the SC6/WG1 meeting and those items that might be of particular interest to the JTC1 AdHoc group.

· Chair reviewed some of the more recent document submissions to SC6 that may be of interest to the JTC1 AdHoc, including:

· A potential replacement for IPV6

· A potential replacement for 802.1X

· A potential replacement for 802.1AE

· A potential replacement for 802.11 PHY and MAC

· A potential replacement for 802.16 security

· The advancement of the WAPI authentication mechanism within JTC1/SC27

· The group discussed if there was a potential (or need) for an expansion of 802's liaison relationship beyond JTC1/SC6 (potential JTC1 or JTC1/SC27).

· Chair reviewed a proposal to start a study period in SC6 for further enhancement of LAN security. (this includes both wired and wireless).

· The proposal mentioned IEEE 802.3, IEEE 802.1AE and other IEEE 802 domain standards.

· Chair reviewed a proposal to initiate a study group in SC6 for a potential replacement to 802.1X.

· The group discussed what (if any) comments should 802 liaison attendees take to the next SC6 plenary

· No specific direction was given to the 802 liaison attendee.

· Chair reviewed and summarized the current status of WAPI and the current status of  IEEE 802.11's progress towards submitting a roll-up standard to ISO via the PSDO agreement.

· The group discussed various details of the WAPI technology and its deployment/requirements in world markets.
