4.1. Chair presented the links for the documents related with the administrative items.
4.2. Chair reviewed the patent policy and meeting guideline slides. Is there anyone who is not familiar with the IEEE Patent Policy? None.
4.3. Chair asked: Are there any patent claim(s)/patent application claim(s) and/or the holder of patent claim(s)/patent application claim(s) that the participant believes may be essential for the use of that standard? None.
4.4. Chair reviewed other guidelines for IEEE WG meetings.

7. Peter Ecclesine (Cisco) reviewed the method specified in 802.11p of defining transmission power according to the spectrum mask.
7.1. Peter mentioned database may want to know the spectrum mask of the STA to define the transmission power. 
7.2. Santosh (Qualcomm) asked if the group is expecting some new rules on spectrum mask from FCC.
7.3. Peter responded there is one in 10-174 defined in 100KHz, which is not sufficient for STAs operating on more narrow frequency bands such as 25KHz. 
7.4. Eunsum Kim (LGE) asked whether the mode II should report its spectrum mask to the database.
7.5. Peter responded that channel power management frame may be used to report the spectrum mask to database.
7.6. Jae-Hyung Song (LGE) pointed out the direction of data flow for using channel power management is not right.
7.7.  Chen Sun (NICT) said Network Channel Control should be used for this function regarding the direction of the data flow. 
7.8. Peter agreed with Chen Sun. 

7.9. Peter mentioned that the database should run better process rather than ignoring transmit power, occupied bandwidth and transmit masks. 

7.10. Peter mentioned that security mechanism should be included in the draft before the group moving forward to working group letter ballot.
