Minutes of the IEEE 802.11s Task Group teleconference 

Teleconference time: 2010-11-04T15:00+01:00 (2010-11-04, 10:00 am ET)

The Chairman Dee Denteneer (Philips) calls the meeting to order at 2010-11-04T15:18+01:00. The Chairman reminds all present to state their name and affiliation before they speak.

The Chairman calls for potential essential patents. No one responds to the call (2010-11-04T15:19+01:00) and no claims are brought forward.

The Chairman discusses the agenda of this call. Since no other topics are brought forward to the agenda the teleconference’s agenda is unanimously approved.

The Chairman congratulates the Task Group because of the very good results in the sponsor ballot. There were 123 affirmative votes and 6 negative votes. This accounts for 95.3% affirmation and 4.7% rejection Both, the 802.11s Chairman and the 802.11 CAC, are very happy with the results. The Chairman outlines a few details of the comments that were received during the Sponsor Ballot. There seem to be no major issues with the comments. An Excel spreadsheet containing the comments will be uploaded until the end of the week.
The Chairman reports about the status of professional editing. IEEE 802.11s draft 8.0 was not produced by IEEE staff. The current plan foresees that professional editing will occur between now and the meeting in Dallas. This draft will be 7.01. Unfortunately, there is no definite answer by IEEE staffe when the copy will be available. Chairman apologizes but there is no other option than to wait. Although a professionally edited version was promised by IEEE staff to be available by the end of September there is no document available at this time. There is nothing TGs or the CAC can do about it. IEEE staff currently does not respond on e-mails.

The Chairman reports about the IEEE 802.11s ad hoc meeting in Munich. The Chairman reports that at this time five people intend to attend the ad hoc meeting. The Chairman advises the group that this ad hoc could be extremely helpful to produce another draft. The current plan is to recirculate this draft shortly after the ad hoc meeting. The Chairman argues that it seems to be too ambitious to go on recirculation from the 2010-11 meeting in Dallas. Thus, the next Sponsor Ballot could occur in December. The Chairman takes care that more details about the meeting will be sent around. Stay tuned on the IEEE 802.11s e-mail list for updates on the venue, hotels etc.
Guido asks about the outcome of IEEE 802.11-2010. At present, TGmb works on revised version of IEEE 802.11. Tomorrow, the Sponsor Ballot of IEEE 802.11 REVmb ends. There might be a possibility of a race between REVmb and TGs. If 802.11s is finished before REVmb, the 802.11s Task Group might be forced to idle for some time and wait for the ratification of REVmb. At present, 802.11s bases on draft 4.0 of 802.11REVmb, and the plan is to rebase soon after the Dallas meeting. An alternative scenario, in caseTGs finishes before REVmb, is to rebase the document on 802.11-2007. Then, the burden of integration into 802.11-2010 would be on TGmb. At current, this scenario seems less likely
The Chairman reminds the group that the 802.11s PAR has been extended. Bruce Kramer announced the decision of the IEEE SA Board to extend the TGs PAR for 1 year in his e-mail on 2010-09-30.
The Chairman asks for further discussions. No other itmes for discussion were brought forward.
