DISAGREE.  Requirement R3.1.D in the ‘Specification Framework for TGac’ (992r15) specifies that “Contiguous and non-contiguous 160 MHz devices shall be capable of transmitting and receiving frames between each other when the two segments of the non-contiguous 160 MHz device are placed in frequency to match the tone allocation of the contiguous 160 MHz device.”  Hence, an STA supporting 80+80 MHz must be capable of supporting 160 MHz as well.
