Mark presented
Adrian: I have worked with Mark on the details. I am happy with the language. 

Mark: Yes. I appreciate Adrian's contributions. 

Adrian: Thanks for the response. I am hoping it becomes better.

Brian: Add something for two or more STAs
Adrian: Broadcast should be addressed 

Mark: OK

Qualcomm: The definition of long GI and short GI. If you support long GI, you are not able to support short GI. Now you are trying to limit the short GI for some of MCSs.

Mark: I will look at HT.

Allert: Yes. In this case, we don't have the bitmap for all MCSs. That may be a problem.

Allert: You can support all MCSs for short GI.

Adrian: If STA supports short GI, it has to be able to receive data with short GI.

Allert: It looks OK to me for long GI and short GI.

Adiran: I don't think we can make the changes according to change set #3. It is out of scope to make these changes to HT.

Mark: I am OK to take this to TGmb. I will talk to Allert on long GI and short GI.

Osama: My suggestion for Mark is to discuss offline and come back two weeks later.
