Robert: I think the highest data rate is not related to short GI or long GI. If you separate the data rate for Long GI and Short GI, it complicates the link adaptation.

Erik: Why does it complicate LA?

Robert: The receiver will choose the highest data rate it can support. It complicates the table with rate and MCS.

Raja: The table in 11n is also based on long GI.

Allert: The rate in 11n and 11ac are the same for both long GI and short GI.

Erik: I will attend the f2f meeting. We can have more discussion.
