Proposed resolution:

TGac Editor: please add a paragraph in section 8.2.4.1.8, page 27 line 31 as below:

8.2.4.1.8 More Data field

Insert the following after the 5th paragraph:
The More Data field is optionally set to 1 in CTS/BA frames transmitted as a response to indicate that the STA has at least one buffered MSDU for the peer STA. The peer STA may consider this info to decide initiating RDG or not.
In a VHT BSS where the TXOP power save feature is supported at both the AP and an individual STA (as determined from its VHT capabilities element), the More Data field indicates that more BUs are buffered for that STA at the AP (see 10.2.1.4a (Power management during VHT transmissions) for the operation of TXOP power save). A value of 1 in individually addressed frames transmitted by the VHT AP to a VHT STA in TXOP PS mode indicates that at least one additional buffered BU is present for the same STA.
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
