Modify lines 1 -5 of  page 96 of IEEE 802.11ai Draft 2.0 as follows

[bookmark: _GoBack]— If the AP is able to assign IP address in the Association Response frame, then the AP sets the IP address assignment pending flag in the IP Address Response Control field of the FILS IP Address Assignment element to 0 and includes the IP address along with other IP address fields as defined in 8.4.2.181 (FILS IP Address Assignment element) in Association Response frame.  Note:  For IPv6 addresses, an AP shall perform DAD (RFC 4682) before assigning an IPv6 address for the STA. 
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
