6.1.1.1 The access category for the Trigger frame is discussed.
6.1.1.1.1 Option 1: The same AC as the data solicited by the Trigger frame.
6.1.1.1.2 Option 2: The highest AC is used for the Trigger frame.
6.1.2 Discussion:
6.1.2.1 C: This is internal process and the point is how to enforce this rule.
6.1.2.2 C: According to current base standard, the AP can use own EDCA parameters.
6.1.2.3 C: Need simulation result to choose one option.
6.1.3 Next Step:
6.1.3.1 The presenter will prepare for additional material for discussion during the September F2F.

6.2 Jing Ma (NICT) presented “EDCA rules – follow up 2,” based on the submission 11-16-963-03.
6.2.1 Summary:
6.2.1.1 Discussed how to use different set of EDCA parameters at the AP.
6.2.1.1.1 Option 1: AP is allowed to choose EDCA parameters to raise its priority to access channel.
6.2.1.1.2 Option 2: AP broadcasts EDCA parameters to constrain associated STAs from accessing channel for a certain period.
6.2.1.1.3 Option 3: both option 1 and option 2.
6.2.2 Discussion:
6.2.2.1 C: All options are already allowed in the base standard.
6.2.2.2 C: There is related submission to use two sets of EDCA parameters (16/998r1). Not sure whether it has been already presented or not.
6.2.2.3 C: The WMM spec recommends the AP to use the same set of EDCA parameters.  It is specification of the Wi-Fi Alliance, not the IEEE spec.
6.2.3 Next Step:
6.2.3.1 The presenter to check the 16/998r1.

6.3 Jing Ma (NICT) presented “Considerations on MAC-PHY interactions 
during SR operations,” based on the submission 11-16-0964-01.
6.3.1 Summary:
6.3.1.1 Adjustment of the backoff counter during the spatial reuse operation discussed.
6.3.1.2 Interaction between MAC and PHY layer is proposed for spatial reuse.
6.3.1.3 Proposed spec text contained in 16/1025r1.
6.3.2 Discussion:
6.3.2.1 C: The backoff procedure in this document is exactly the same as specified in the base standard.
6.3.2.2 C: Offline work suggested for the clarification text in page 7.
6.3.2.3 C: Overlap with 16/920 which was adopted during the July F2F. Suggested changes should be based on the new text. Offline work suggested.
6.3.2.4 C: Correspond
6.3.2.5 C: TBD is not the resolution.
6.3.2.6 C: BSS COLOR was introduced by the 802.11ah. Need to check if there is related spec in the service primitives.
