2. Chair called the meeting to order at 12:05 pm ET.
3. Chair went through IEEE patent policy and other guidelines

· Call for potentially essential patents: no response from participants.

4. Approval of Agenda 
· The agenda is shown on the screen and in document 11-18/0022r1.
· Corrected SB6 to SB7.

· The updated agenda (r2) is approved by unanimous consent.
5. Editor’s Report
· Renumbering of the 11aq D14.0 draft
6. Analysis of comments from the 7th Re-Circulation Sponsor Ballot
· The group starts to review the comments as in doc. 11-18-0048r0.
· CID 13008: Type E comment. Assigned to Lee (Editor) with no objections.

· CID 13001: Discussion captured in the Ad-hoc Notes: The BRC believes that the comment resolution to CID 12004 (r06-4) fully provides what the comment was requesting. As such it is not necessary to point by point address the separate parts of the comment as they were working towards the change that was made.  Evidence of this, is provided in that the commenter indicated satisfaction with the comment by voting yes on revision (D14.0).

· CID 13014: Also related to r06-4. Copy the Ad-hoc Notes for CID 13001. Also need to add text of the resolutions to other comments regarding the scope issue.

· CID 13002: Discussion captured in the Ad-hoc Notes: The BRC could possibly remove all references to association within clause 12.2.10. The text (D14.0) still implies that random MAC addresses may be used during association and this should be removed.  The BRC needs to decide whether MAC address privacy is required in the initial message of the 4 way handshake.

· CID 13003: r06-12 is CID 12012. Discussion captured in the Ad-hoc Notes: As mentioned for 13002, the BRC needs to decide whether the use of MAC address randomization is going to be used at the initial stage of authentication.
· CID 13009: Discussion captured in the Ad-hoc Notes: The BRC should revise the description language of the MIB variable and ensure that it does match with 12.2.10.

· CID 13011: Discussion captured in the Ad-hoc Notes: The BRC feels that the use of "may use" is justified within D14.0, as the use of the AAI within 802c-2017 is optional. Therefore its use cannot be mandated within the P802.11aq amendment.

· CID 13012: Discussion captured in the Ad-hoc Notes: The BRC needs to discuss the "during association behavior" once again.  It appears that the use of MAC addresses during association is still implied by the D14.0 text.

As some attendees start to leave, Jon reminds that the teleconference was booked as a 1-hr call. Therefore, the chair decides to stop after we wrap up CID 13012.
