8.1.1.2 Clause 28.3.10.8 has been updated.
8.1.2 Discussion
8.1.2.1 A member commented that CID 16624 has been rejected and the correct procedure is to submit the comment in the next round of the letter ballot and provide resolution.
8.1.2.2 People mentioned that the clause 28.3.10.8 HE-SIG-B has had hundreds of comments and the text in 28.3.10.8 have been changed. And now people build their product based on current spec, therefore, current text is clear enough.
