Discussion

The comments are valid for Clauses: 8.3.5.3, 8.3.5.11, 8.3.5.12, 8.3.5.13, 8.3.5.16. We note that the comments refer to the same issue but offer two different possible resolutions. We revised 2309, which suggests the deletion of the clauses because we consider that the text could be improved to offer some useful alternative as suggested in the proposed resolution of CID2310  .
