1.8.2. CID 4769 (EDITOR2)
1.8.2.1. CID 4769 (EDITOR2): Revised. Incorporate changes as shown in 11-19/2163r3 (https://mentor.ieee.org/802.11/dcn/19/11-19-2163-03-000m-resolutions-for-some-initial-sa-ballot-comments-on-11md-d3-0.docx), which makes the changes proposed, and also moves the associated comma.

1.8.3. CID 4478 (EDITOR2)
1.8.3.1. CID 4478 (EDITOR2): Revised. Incorporate changes as shown in 11-19/2163r3 (https://mentor.ieee.org/802.11/dcn/19/11-19-2163-03-000m-resolutions-for-some-initial-sa-ballot-comments-on-11md-d3-0.docx) for CID 4478, which accomplishes the changes as proposed.
1.8.3.2. Ready for Motion
1.8.4. CID 4195 (EDITOR2)
1.8.4.1. There is no style convention for field names therefore we should reject this comment.
1.8.4.2. CID 4195 (EDITOR2): Rejected. Spurious underscores are not spurious because it is part of the name of the Peer Tx_Sector ID subfield.
1.8.4.3. Ready for Motion.
1.8.5. CID 4497 (EDITOR2)
1.8.5.1. The peer key enabled field cannot be marked reserved because it is used in TDLS. 
1.8.5.2. In the definition for RSNA key management, “PeerKey” should be replaced with TDLS Peer Key and consideration needs to be given to the AP Peer Key.
1.8.5.3. These changes required significantly more review since we have to preserve TDLS Peer Key 
1.8.5.4. Move comment to PHY and assign the comment to Edward Au
1.8.6. CID 4141 (EDITOR2)
1.8.6.1. The draft cannot include a reference to a draft standard (IEEE 802.11ah D1.3).
1.8.6.2. The text is not a reference – it’s a fact.
1.8.6.3. Change “802.11ah” to “P802.11ah” and add a “the” before “IEEE”. 
1.8.6.4. Pending review of the cited draft reference with the IEEE 802 editor, the comment will be marked ready for motion and an announcement will be posted to the reflector. 
1.8.7. CID 4335 (EDITOR2)
1.8.7.1. The comment suggested removing the hyphen. The term we are defining is MS.
1.8.7.2. There are a number of occurrences of hyphenated SAPs in clause 4 and annex R that may be reviewed.
1.8.7.3. There may be comments on MAC-SAP and PHY-SAP to remove the hyphens.
1.8.7.4. CID 4336 and CID 4334 address the other hyphenated terms.
1.8.7.5. The use of these terms in Clause 4 is inconsistent with the remainder of the specification. 
1.8.7.6. There is no objection to replacing the hyphen with a space.

1.8.7.8. CID 4334 and CID 4335 have been accepted.

1.8.10.3. Delete the sentence “The RSNE shall be present only if dot11RSNAActivated is true” at 2746.40, 2747.6, 2747.33, and 2748.34.
1.8.10.4. Delete the sentence “The FTE shall be present only if dot11RSNAActivated is true” are located at 2746.55, 2747.19, 2747.46, and 2748.47.
1.8.10.5. Ready for Motion
1.8.11. CID 4219 (EDITOR2)
1.8.11.1. There’s a case to be made for the formula in equation 10.18. However the second is written more like text.  It would be better to use the first as a shape.
1.8.11.2. In 1.5, the bracket notation can only be used for the single parameter form. The expression in 10.18 is the multiple parameter form so there is no equation operator.
1.8.11.3. The Editor preference is to use Ceil.
1.8.11.4. The line 44 item was not marked as an equation. 
1.8.11.5. Edward to prepare a rejection reason based on the discussion.
1.8.12. CID 4257 (EDITOR2)
1.8.12.1. Deprecated or obsolete features are not maintained.
1.8.12.2. For medium occupancy limit, we removed text that describes what the parameter does. This text was mistakenly deleted.
1.8.12.3. CID 4257 (EDITOR2) Rejected. Generally, features that are marked deprecated or obsolete are not maintained. PCF is obsolete.
