6.3. Solomon Trainin (Qualcomm) presented the proposal of the segmented MSDU size negotiation as in 20/0982r0 (https://mentor.ieee.org/802.11/dcn/20/11-20-0982-00-00ay-segmented-msdu-size-negotiation.docx). The proposal is to remove the Maximum Segmented MSDU Exponent field from the capabilities and add it to the SAR Configuration element thus allowing negotiation of the size per SAR agreement. This is ready for motion in the next call.
