40 enhanced broadcast services (EBCS) Content MAC Address: The MAC address used in the header for
41 EBCS Data or EBCS UL frames.

44 enhanced broadcast services (EBCS) receiver: A station (STA) that can receive and process EBCS Data
45 frames or EBCS UL frames..

47	enhanced broadcast services (EBCS) service period: A period of time during which an enhanced48

49 broadcast services (EBCS) access point (AP) intends to conduct EBCS transmissions associated with a
50 content identifier (ID).
