	Inheritance rule for partial profile is really ambiguous, is this only for (Extended) Request element? If not, please extend it to be more general. If it is, is (Extended) Request element big overhead, this motivation is really doubtful.
	Please remove this subclause or make it more general.

The inheritance rule for partial profile is only for the (Extended) Request element 
but the suggestion does not seem clear. 

Inheritance rule helps to reduce the overhead by including the (Extended) Request element only in a multi-link probe request frame when the partial profile is the same as the reporting AP. The (Extended) Request element can significantly reduce the overhead if the number of links and element IDs increases meaning that the (Extended) Request element helps to decrease the overhead instead of increasing it.    
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
