The reason is that these 6 primitives have been added to the Table 6-1 and the References and Comments point to the main text, not to clause 6.5.
Hence, they are not included in their full details in Clause 6.5 at all.

The Introduction to 6.5 explains this. 
“MLME SAP primitives are detailed in this clause when they do not directly correspond to frame exchanges
described in subsequent clauses, where the primitive parameters differ significantly from the fields in the
respective frames, or when the primitives may not be clear from the descriptions in those clauses.”

Aside: If TG decides to include a primitives in 6.5, then the primitive is also added to Table 6-1 and the Table Reference points to the 6.5 subclause.
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
