· Bjorn presented the contribution remotely via Webex. 
· Summary of Discussion
· Questioned which generation of Wi-Fi devices were used in the experiment; and realized that such information is available at this time.
· There were multiple peoples in the queue to ask questions, but the Webex connection was too bad to continue the Q&A. Chair suggested 802.11 members who have questions to reach out to Bjorn at his email address as provided on the front page of this contribution.

· Donald presented the contribution in-person.
· Summary of Discussion
· Suggest considering forming a TIG first if needed, instead of SG.
· Discussed multiple questions about the proposed work, e.g., what’s the scope of this proposed group? what’re the real problems? are there any technical gaps? can the features / functions in current 802.11 standards support what are needed by this proposal? 
· The identified potential technical gaps include: some way to configure APs, map the same SSID to VLAN, whether station could access multiple services using different VLANs, etc.
· Commented that the current standard probably already supports what are proposed by this contribution, probably needs some informative summary to explain how to use the existing features/functionalities.
· Straw Poll: Do you favor the formation of a TIG to explore additional uses of and management of VLANs inside WLANs?
· Straw Poll Result: 47 Yes / 41 No / 71 Abstain
· Donald informed that group that he will not bring a motion to WG Plenary, based on the straw poll result.
